Hundreds of people were compelled
to stand, ana tnousanas raiiea to gain aamusion.
A great many were attracted by a feeling of

rioslty to hear what was said and to see who
I Were there, but a large majority of the vast con

course appeared, by their demeanor, to be adu-
lated by a spirit of sincere and tender compassion

toward the erring ones.

It is estimated that about a thousand fallen
women were present In the congregation. Of
course they did not come In a body, ana mere
was nothing In their appearance to distinguish
them from other women who sat in the hall.
Scattered here and there throughout the audi
ence, it was crident enough that there were new
(faces strangers to these exercises who bad for
one evening forsaken their evil associations.
There is perhaps no class of women more keenly
alive to the emotions exerted by an appeal to
their better nature, and It was not surprising,
therefore to see that the simple, earnest and prac
tical appeals of Mr. Moody were productive of a
sympathetic response, not only among line
women, but also among the men. There was
nothing that could be called "sensational" or
even extraordinary in the services, but all present
felt them to be more than usually impressive.
The choir and tho audience sang together for
half an hour with good effect, when Mr.Sankey
entered and gave ont the hymn, "BIng the Bells
ofHeaven,"whlch was given with great spirit.

"I came not to call the righteous, but sinners, to
repentance." This saying of Christ, said he, is
also mentioned by Matthew and Mark; and when
you find anythinic recorded by several or tbe
Evangelists you may know It is something of
great importance. Christ had been cast out of
Nazareth, and had come down to live at Caper-
naum, where he found a publican by the name of
Matthew, and said unto him: "Follow me."
Matthew at once left all and followed Christ, and
he was so rejoiced that ha made a great feast and
invited all the publicans .to his house to meet hts

Knew master. But now we find the Pharisees at
xneir oia worK, complaining, iney jouna iauit
with Christ for receiving sinners and for eating
with publicans, and their complaints were the

asion Ol nis speaamg me worus oi mo ies.h:
"Then the Scribes and Pharisees murmured
against his disciples, saying, 'Why do ye eat with
Dublleans and sinners?' And Jesus answering.
said unto them, They that be whole need not a
physician, but they that are sick. I came not to
call the righteous, bnt sinners to repentance.' "
That was Christ's business, his profession, as we
might call it.

The world seems to think that if a woman falls
there is no hope for her; but there are such women
In the Bible whom Jesus sought out and saved,
and I want to call your attention to three repre-
sentative cases of this kind.

We haven't got the name
of any of these three fallen women that Jesus
saved. People sometimes call societies for the
reform of fallen women Magdalen asylums, but
there isn't a word in the Bible against the char
acter or Mary Magdalene in this respect. It is
true, she had seven devils cast out ot her; she
might have been maniac, but I don't think she
was a fallen woman. If she had been I don't
think we should ever have known her name.
Christ will not tell their names, those lost women
whom Ho saved may have a place In Heaven
without any one knowing of their former sin and
shame.

Tie woman her-
self was overwhelmed with shame; It was the first
time she had seenChrlst ; It was her first sight of
grace and truth.

Perhaps she had
a drunken lather who neglected her, or led her
into bad company: but when Jesus lifted up him-
self and asked the woman where are the accusers,
there wasn't one or them to be found.

One by one they had been convicted by their
own conscience, and slunk away; not one of them
tar-- e coma inrow tne stone.

I can Just imagine the
tears coming trickling down her cheeks as Jesus
Christ in kindest tones asked her.

Or, perhaps a drunken
father had turned home Into darkness, and she
Jiad been dilven from It almost broken-hearte-

came into the inquiry-roo- and threw herself
down on the Boor. The Christian helpers talked
and talked to her, but could get nothing ont or
her; they couldn't do a thlngwith her. The Hon.
George H. Stewart came to me and said, "We
wish you would come; we don't know what to
make or ber." She was weeping bitterly, and as
far off as I was I could hear her sobs all over the
room. So I went and said, "What Is the trou-
ble?" At last she spoke, and the bitterness of
her despairing voice went to my heart. "I have
fallen from everything pure, and God cannot save
meCtbere is no hope." I told her tenderly that
God could still lift her up and save her. I said,
"Are you only Just willing to be forgiven? A
merciful Father is waiting and longing to par-
don." She said at last she could not abandon her
course, as no one would give her a home. But
that difficulty was got around by my assuring
her kind friends would provide for her; and then
she yielded, and that same day was given a pleas-
ant place in the home of a Presbyterian minister.
Bnt for forty-eig- hours after entering her new
home that

Thank God for his mercy, my heart has just been
breaking. I've prayed so long for her without
result, take me to her." And that reformed
daugbterorsln has lived consistently since, and
when I was last in Philadelphia she was one or
the most esteemed members or that Presbyterian
church. And so every one or you can begin
anew, and God will help and man will help yon.
Oh turn and do not die. Seven short years is the
allotted life of a fallen woman. Oh, escape your
early doom, escape yonr infamy and hear God's
voice calling you to repent. Your resolution to
amend will he borne up by hosts of friends; never
rear for that. Jnst take the decided step and
you will be helped by every good max and woman
in the community. Oh, I beseech you to act
right now and settle this great question for time
and eternity.

FORQIVXXESS OT PARENTS.
In regard to the forgiveness of parents for

erring daughters, Mr. Moody cited a ease which
occurred in New York, where a mother had
sought long and in vain for her daughter. As Is
the case with most women who lead abandoned
lives, she had changed her name. Her mother
put her own picture In a midnight asylum, think,
that possibly her child might come la there some
night, and one night the child came in, recognised
the picture, and the moment she looked upon it
she left her life of shame and was received into
the arms or a forgiving mother. Another case
was cited or a girl In Philadelphia, who wanted
to become a Christian, but she said her mother,
rather and brother would never rorglve her.
Some Christian friends wrote to her parents, and
by the next post a letter came back with the
mark "Immediate" a letter only breathing
words of love and forgiveness. The speaker urged
every one to have no fear of being repulsed by
their friends if they had an honest desire to lead
better lives. Mr. Moody said he had received a
letter from a fallen woman. He had re-
ceived a good many letters during the fast few
days, and he thanked God the spirit was begin-
ning to work among these women. Let me say
here, if there Is any person in this Tabernacle
who keeps a brothel, if you will but let in Chris-
tian ladles, and allow them to hold meetings,
they will go. The idea that. Christian lallcs
don't care for your class is false as false as one
of the blackest lies that ever came out of hell-Wh-

some of the first ladles or this city during
the past few weeks have been

YIBITIKO THOSE BROTHELS.

Some time ago a few or them came to see how
they could get the names and locations or some
or those brothels, and I called at police head-
quarters and obtained a list, and since then they
have been visiting. And these charges that
Christian women will not have you after your
reformation In their homes is equally false. 1
know a lady or culture who was not long ago In
the Inquiry room on her knees, and when she got
up the girl in tears told her she was one or the
fallen. "Come and stay at my house; I will take
care of you." She was a poor colored girl, and
kept her In her house till she got a situation. Let
me ask you cot to believe we are cruel and har-
dheartedthat we do not care for the fallen
women, only the abandoned men. We have a
place to pot you, and if that Is not large enough,
whv the business men will nut no another for
you. There Is abundance ol protection and assist
ance if you only show that you are repentant.
The Christian men and women will do alfroryou;
they won't tr7 to help you down or east you off.
iryou but repent there are hundreds and thou-
sands or people In this city whose hearts will go
out to you. I want now to read this letter:

HOW THE SEOIOK WAS RECEIVED.

At the close of the sermon the people, many of
their, filed owlyontoftbe Tabernacle. There
was hardly as much chattering as when the con-
gregation assembled. The sermon had sobered
the thoughts of many, for a time, at least, while
others were quiet and unobtrusive, apparently
desirous oricavlcg the house or God without at-
tracting much attention. It was not difficult to
single out one here and there from the great
crowds who bore the bright badge of her calling,
or the haggard, hard featnres of a veteran or
"the class."

Her clothing was
thin and ill calculated to keep out the winter
co d. She looked into the great warm rooms,
crowded with bright, happy faces of people well
clad, and an involuntary shudder passed through
her thin form.

"How did yon like the talk and the hymns?"
was asked.

"Well, Moody said a good many things that
looked true;" then with a light laugh, "but of
course they can't be of any use to ns."

"Why not to you as well as to men that aren't
any better and sometimes a good deal worse than
women drunkards and all that class?" was the
next query.

"You men can't never see through anything.
Why, don't you know it would be foolish for any
of us to try and reform and expect to be treated
decently after we did do that ? There ain't a
family in Chicago, or 'Frisco, or New York, or
St. Louis that'd take one of us In. Who'd want
me what mother, for instance, would want me
to take care or her children if she'd known what
I'd been? There ain't one!"

"Are'nt there plenty of other things you could
do besides taking care of other people's chil-
dren?"

"There you are again I I've always said you
men don't understand these things. What could
most of ns do? There ain't a thing I Taln'tlna
good many to do mncb, noway, and that wouldn't
get ns ont or give ns a chance to reform, as these
lolkssay. But there's ahance for some of 'em,
I suppose; but there ain't any for others" this In
rather a despairing tone.

"How did you like Mr. Sankey's singing?" was
the

"I tell you he talks when he sings. I like him
first-rat- because von see vou can tell what he's
singing about, and you can't do that with the
paid choirs in the big churches. And another
good thing there was, they didn't ask anybody
to sit where they'd be pointed out to everybody."
She seemed to be deeply impressed with what she
had heard probably one of many waiting for an
opportunity to break from a life that Is v orse than
a thousand deaths.

attention to the sermon while Mr. Moody was
speaking.

"Have you any objections to telling me how
you look at these meeting this one
wasasked.

"Who are yon?" she inquired abruptly, and
speaking rather scornfully.

"I don't care to talk about the meeting," she
said. "I came here because I was Invited, and
because others wanted me to. But we are none
or us monsters to be stared out of countenance."

"Have you been Interested in tbe services?"
"Yes. But I have been here before when I felt

much better satisfied, and when it was not so
easy to tell who were the fallen and who were the
saved. Now tbat we are crowded together like
criminals in a sort of public exhibition, 1 do not
like it."

"Do you come here often?"
"Frequently, and have taken part in the sing-

ing, and visited the Inquiry room with ns one
suspecting me; though I suppose I had as much
right to do both as anybody else."

This was said rather bitterly.
"Mr. Moody means the best for you."
"I don't doubt that, but it's being stared at like

a wild animal that I hate."
The woman turned away as she said this, and

joined a companion also richly dressed, who had
passed on toward tbe door.

SILENCE STILL REIGNS IXBTMXOW

Two Days Without Victims Tho
'Bow" In a State of Siege Starv-
ing Ont tbe Garrison Effect or tbe
Suspension Upon Trade and Society

Interesting; Communications.
The gambling hells have not opened yet. The

indications are that as long as the attention or
the public is drawn to them in the way that It
has been during the past few days they will
not open. Ifthey cannot be kept closed in any
other way, space will cheerfully be given dally to
keep the public constantly in mind of the pres-
ence of these men. Should there be any letup,
the gamlng-room- s would be open again and In
full operation by the next bight.

In the event of the efforts so lar mado by
The Bepdblicas to close these places proving un-

successful, and ir the gamblers resume operations,
a list or the habilutt ot the gamlng-room- s has
been prepared, and will be used as an effectual
means of breaking np the business or gaming.
Saturday and Saturday night the shutters were
closed tighter than ever, and the silence was un-

broken. The proprietors, who hare reaped the
benefit of the lucrative games, are not suffering
greatly from the suspension or business, and
spend their time standing about Bum Bow with
their hands in their pockets, confidently expect-
ing that The Bepcblicaw will "let up" soon,
and that they can resume business. They make
a mistake.

WHO THE SDTTERERS ARE.
The men who are suffering by the general

"closing np" are the dealers, "cappers," hangers-o- n

and satellites of the proprietors, who received
small dally revenues. The "suspension was so
sudden and unexpected that these men were not
prepared for it. As their Income was cut off
when the lights were put ont, they are the ones
least able to stand the enforced Idleness. The con-

dition of some or these men is really pitiful. So
far as possible these men Imitate the loose, care-
less extravagance or their employers, and the re-

sult is that they are left now without a penny.
There are families dependent upon the money

paid for turning the cards or inducing men to
gamble, and they aft Iett without means of 1 ring
There is naturally a feeling or sympathy for sa :h
families, but there Is a hope that the me i who
have supported them will be s'srred law legiti-
mate pursuits.

EXPECT OT THE "CLOSING UP."
The effect of closing the gambling hells was

noticeable Saturday. Scores-o- workingmen and
others who have always gone home Saturday
nights fleeced of their week's wages could find
no place to lose their earnings and went home
with money in their pockets. The effect was
noticeable In trade and in the markets. More
money was in circulation and debts were paid.
The effect was healthy In a great many re-

spects. Miserable, seedy idlers, who found the
doors of their nightly resorts closed, were forced
to walk about the streets, and it is possible that
some or them might have began to think seri-
ously of their shiftless lives and perhaps strolled
into the Y. M. O. A. rooms or some other good
place In order to get out of the coll.

The announcementjmade Saturday morning
that the bouses were closed was received with a
feeling of satisfaction by all honest citiiens.
Public feeling has never been so strong against
these places as (at present. It is probable that
gambling never will be carried on in the District
again so boldly and lucratively. The public will
not permit it, and the law will have to be ex-

ecuted.
THE OAKBLERS.

A leading blackleg acknowledged Saturday
that thh gamblers were beaten, and that they
could do no business while The Bepitolicah
continued its attacks.

The gamblers are most faithful readers ofTn
Bepcbucaw, Theyare, allof them, night-owl- s

and many of them stay upluntll morning to get
the first copies that are struck off from the
press. They feel sore, and know that they can-

not thrive if the articles are not stopped.
GARBLES XISCSLLAXT.

One of the most pitiful victims of the passion
Is a shambling slinking man, who treqnenta
"The Club." In one year he has fallen from
the position of a respectable,
cltlsen to that of a seedy and suspected vagrant,
wearing a pair o f old rubbers, in the absence ol
shoes, and otherwise showing the extremity of
his poverty. He began to frequent the gambling
rooms about a year ago, and soon became fasci-
nated by the clicking checks and the excitement
tbat gamblers know so well how to keep up.
Every cent that he earned was fleeced from him
In this way, and his wife and family were reduced
to want. In order to support her children, hit
wife was compelled to do sewing and other work.
About six months ago he was detected In embex-slln- g

from his employer, and placed under ar-

rest. Out or regard for his family the case was
not prosecuted, bnt the criminal was thrown out
of employment. He tried every way he could con-

ceive to raise money to stake against the game.
His wife purchased a sewing-machin- e to aid her
in making a living for her children. He pawned
the sewing-machin- and even went so far as to
steal dress goods belonging to his wife's custom-
ers in order to raise money to satisfy his terrible
passion for gambling. He is now a poor, mlsera-abl- e

vagrant, no longer; welcome in the gaming
rooms, and ashamed to seek anymore respecta-
ble company. His wife, with true womanly traits,
still clings to the man she loves, bnt whenever
he comes to her home she takes care that salable
articles are moved out of his sight,

"SHOOTS ALL AOAIITST PARO."
A gambler, in conversation with "Tho Country-

man," a rew days ago, pointed to a grimy black-
smith, walking hastily towards "The Club." "Do
you see that fellow?" he said; "he is a blacksmith
down the street here, and he shoots every cent he
makes against a faro bank. Whenever he shoes
a horse and makes two dollars, he runs right over
to The Club' and loses it." The gambler further
said tbat be knew of a dozen similar cases, some
or whom never carried a cent home to their fami-
lies In their lives.

SEIH OAIIES.
A n "faro'" player, who was ap-

proached on the subject, said, "Every game In
Washington is a skin game. They all deal
square as long as they are winning, but when
they begin to lose they begin to skin. Another
thing there Isn't one of them who wouldn't
cheats drunken man outot every cent he has
got, and then turn him out doors."

When men are under the Influence of liquor
they play more recklessly, and can be cheated
more boldly; so some of the proprietors dispense
liquors without charge to their guests, and con-

sider It as a good Investment,

A BIO HAUL AT "THE CLUB."
One of the Jones Brothers, proprietors of "Tbe

Club," openly boasts that he caught a n

lobbyist, who represented the Interests of
a certain steamship company, and won $10,000
from him one night and J17.C00 the next. In
reply to questions, Jones said: "It was not his
money. Ifthey ask him what became of it be can
say that he gave it to Members."

Chler Justice Hoses Ousted How It
bappened.

rsneclal to the National Benubllean.
Columbia, S. O., Dec IT. By a concurrent

resolution of the Senate and House of Bepre- -
sentatives of South Carolina the office of Chief.
Justice of the Supreme Court or that State has
been declared vacant, F. J. Moses, St., on the
8th day of December, 1875, accepted the office oi
Professor ofLawlnthetlnlverslty of South OarcP
Una at an annual salary of $2,000, which action Is
in direct vlolatlonofartlclei, section 9,ofthoState
constitution, where it says, "That the judges of the
Supreme Court or Circuit Courts shall hold no
other office of trust or profit under this State, the
United States or any other power."

A special committee of the Heuse, composed or
seven members, to Inquire into and report
whether any member of the Supreme Court has
accepted any disqualifying office while holding
the office or justice of said court, report:

That In 1568 the trustees or the Sooth Carolina
College (then the corporate name or the present
University or Sonth Carolina) elected John A.
Inglis, who was at the time associate Justice of
the Court or Appeals, as the professor or law In
the South Carolina College. The question of the
compatibility or these two offices was maturely
considered by Chancellor Inglls, as wellaa by the
then board or trustees of the college, among
whom were Judges Wardlaw and Dunkln ana
Messrs. Frlerson, W. F. De Saassare and the late
Gov. James L. Orr. The conclusion of these emi-
nent men was that Chancellor Inglls could not
accept the office of professor of law without vacat-
ing his office as chancellor and associate Justice of
the Court of Appeals, and Chancellor Inglls. In
accordance with this decision, itdintd the ofilco
ofprolessor of law.

The University or Sonth Carolina had existed
for many years previous to the adoption of the
present constitution, and is recognised audits
perpetual maintenance provided for by section 9,
or article 10, or the present constitution, in the
following words: "The General Assembly shall
provide for the maintenance of the State univer-
sity."

FLORIDA.

Prominent Business Men Dlscnss tbe
Situation.

New Yore, Dec 1. The World says: "A
meeting of some dozen Influential businessmen
was held last evening at the residence or Win.
E. Dodge, by Invitation of the latter gentleman,
at which the political situation or the country was
formally discussed in Its bearings upon business
matters. The meeting came to no definite conclu-
sion, and was regarded as Initial to future larger
gatherings, where some plan can be devised to
submit to the country to obviate the present
difficulties in the Interests or the business men or
the country."

A New Indian Policy.
The Secretary of the Interior, In presenting the

annual report of the transactions of that Depart-
ment, discusses the Indian question at some
length, and some of his suggestions with refer-
ence to this perplexing topic are worthy of espe
cial consideration. He states that no matter what
policy may be pursued towards the Indian tribes
the one feature or educating them and mazing
tbem should steadily be adhered
to, or else their gradual extinction as a race will
be Inevitable. He. in other words, thinks they
should be treated the same, so far as is practica-
ble, as tbe white people of the United States,wlth
the exception that they should be concentrated
upon a few reservations, with lands in severalty,
and have extended over them the laws and Juris-
diction of the courts or the United States and the
dissolution of all tribal organisation. This would
lead to the abolition of expensive agencies, the
Indians could be more easily watched over and
controlled, evil whltemenbe kept from exercising
Influence over them. Illicit trade In arms, ammu-
nition and whisky prevented, goods supplied
them at a great saving, the military service re-
lieved, the Indians better taught and friendly
rivalry established among them, the more clvll-Ite- d

hastening the progress of those below them,
and most of the lands now occupied as reserves,
thereby reverting to the Government, would be
open to entry ana sale.

The Secretary think the sooner all tribal rela-
tions or the red man are abolished and they
taught to toll for their dally bread, and to realise
the sense or proprietorship In the results of labor,
the sooner will they be able to appreciate the Idea
of personal benefit derived rrom Individual posses,
slons, and rise in the scale of civilisation. In
other words, the Indian should be made as
speedily as possible to see thepractlcal advantage
to himself ot his work, and to eel that he reaps
the full benefit or it. He should be taught the
advantsge of possessing a home independent of
his tribo a hearth-ston- e around which he can
gather his family and in that possession feel the
security of proprietorship.

To Induce them to own and cultivate each for
himself a farm should be tbe first step taken; but,
in order to Its accomplishment, he must be sur-
rounded with the protection and guarantee or
lew. All this the Secretary believes; most be a
work or time, and may meet with opposition, but
the enactment or suitable laws for the govern,
ment under the system he recommend! should
not, in his Judgment, be delayed. And to the end
of carrying out his recommendations, the Secre-
tary says that the sooner the system or treating
the Indian tribes as possessing a sort or independ-
ent power and nationality is done away with the
sooner wHl tho Government reach some genuine
solution or the embarrassments which now sur.
round their management ; and he thinks there is
no good reason wby they should not be made sub-
ject In all respects to the laws or the country, and
treated tbe same as any other like portion or our
population.

In the constitutional
convention this morning the committee on the
manner and form of submitting the amendments
to the people, reported three amendments to be
submitted at tbe annnal March election, embody-
ing all the proposed amendments.

combined rates

cities that will give to each fair and satisfactory
differences for all business coming to or originat-
ing at either or those cities.

Tbe President Expresses Himself
Upon the Situation.

In a conversation yesterday upon the present
political complications President Grant said that
no official Information and reached him of the or-

ganization 'of any armed bodies of men la In-
diana, but that the subject had been brought to
his attention through the newspapers. He
thought that whatever excitement might exist
In that State was incited by the incendiary reso-
lutions of Democratic State and county commit-
tees. He said that it was a matter of extreme
gratification to him that such a conservative feel-
ing existed among many of the Southern lead-
ers, and that he thought the moral Influence of
the loyal element of the "Union would overawe
any attempt to frustrate the carrying out of the
action of Congress under the Constitution and
laws In the election or a President.

National Home for Disabled Soldiers.
The board ol managers or the National Home

for Disabled Volunteer Soldiers has been In ses-

sion at the office or the Surgeon General In this
city lor the past three days. There were present
Chler Justice Walte, Secretary Cameron, Gen.
Martindale, or New York; Gov. Smythe, or New
Hampshire: Hon: L. B. Qunckle, or Pennsylva-
nia; Gen. Cavender, or Missouri; Dr. Wolcott, of
Wisconsin. Reports from the severalhomes show
a larger attendance than at any time since their
establishment ten years ago. There are 3,300
disabled soldiers at Central Branch, Dayton, O.;
7M at Eastern Branch, Augusta, Me.; 758 at
Northwestern Branch, Milwaukee. Wis., and 027
at Southern Branch, Hampton, Va., making a
total of 6,339. At the four homes no deserving
soldier, disabled in the service, has ever been
turned away : and there is still room for any others
who need relief. The board did a large amount
of detail business relating to the management or
the homes, but ot no especial interest to the pub-
lic, and, after making the necessary appropria-
tions for the homes for the ensuing quarter,
adjourned last evening.

Government Hospital for the Insane.
During the year 1878 there were 831 patients

under treatment in the Government Hospital for
the Insane in this District, of which number M
were discharged recovered, 88 .improved, 1 un-
improved, died, 88; making a total discharged and
died of 187. Of this number 112 were males, and
45 were females. The recoveries during the year
was 70 per cent, oi the discharges. The general
health of the Institution was good, there occur-i-n

g no disease of a hospital or local origin. Not-
withstanding that the wards have been crowded
beyond their Intended limits, care has been taken
to secure ample ventilation, and this, added to
good management in the treatment of patients,
resulted In a satisfactory sanitary condition orthe
hospital throughout the year. Since the hosp-
ital was opened, January, 1888, no less than 4,104
cases have been treated. The whole number of
pay patients treated last year was 84. The
wholesale value of the products of the farm was
(23,f03.(2. The total expenses of the asylum dur-
ing the year, Including necessary repairs, was
1187,777.21. The Secretary of the Interior, in his
annual report on the asylum, recommends the
adoption of the board of visitors in relation to the
erection of a separate building for the care and
treatment of fomale patients, and says that,aside

' from the propriety of separating the sexes, so as
to allow greater freedom to each, the over-
crowded condition of the present building renders
additional accommodations necessary.

District Dear and Dumb Institution.
One hnndred pupils, eighty-fiv- e males and fif-

teen rem ales, received instruction In the Columbia
Institution for the Deaf and Dumb in this Dis-

trict during the past year. Only one death oc-

curred during the entire year at the institution.
The receiptr during the yeaf were $88,813.70, and
tbe expenditures, 184,878.78, leaving an unex-
pended balance of 82,137.01. The estimated ex-
penses for the next fiscal year are $81,003. For
completing the erection, famishing and fitting
up the buildings of the institution in accordance
with plans heretofore submitted to Congress,
889,82c2: for the lnclosure. Improvement and
care or the grounds or the Institution, 810,000.

The board or directors suggest, in relation to the
higher education orthe deaf and dumb. of tho
several States, tho propriety or inviting the
States to make provision for the support or stu-
dents here. Under present management the

has demonstrated the feasibility of Im-

parting a collegiate education to certain or the
deal and dumb, which should encourage the

a greater degree or usefulness wonld be
attainable if the facilities afforded were enjoyed
by the more proficient among the dear and dumb
of the several States, who are now shut out be-
cause of the inability on the part or the institu-
tion to support them. The board or directors
suggest that the subject of State support to
worthy students be brought to the attention of
the Governors of the several States In some
formal manner, so that the necessiry steps may
be taken to secure the requisite legislation.
