We don't think there levery much loft of Libra-
rian Spofford's certificate of character to Fer-
nando Wood, although we have no doubt the Iat-
ter will prize it very highly, a= it i the first be
bas ever had duriog the sixty.five years that ho
has lived.

The Senate yesterday sgaln Indulged in s dis-
rustion of the Oregon resolution, and this was
the main fesature of the procecdings. Mr. Bogy
agiin undertook to defend Governor Girover, and
in the course of his speech grew facetious on the
subject of returming boards. These roturning
boards seetn to worry the Democrats in & most
extroardinary manner, and they did not seem to
know, until Mr. Morton informed them of tho
fact, that they were no mew things, but had ex-
isted In almost every jSitate and at all times
slmoet since the foundation of the Government.
Mr. Eaton spologized for Grover, but he did not
attempt to defend his action in giving the certifi-
ente to Oronin. All he could say was that Grover
had acted from the best motives. In fact, this is
the most that the majority of the Demosrats have
sald aboat him, sand Mr. Sherman took proper ad-
vantage of this fact by showing that the Demo-
crats were pot willing te concede even good mo-
tives Lo the returning boards, and that In that
course they ncted with the greatest injustice.
The Oregon reselution wad pot finally dis
pored of.

Honso of Representatives.

In the Houss Mr. Fernando Wood rose to &
perscnal explanation. Thespursof theNaTIONAL
RrrvBuicAN must have out deep when ils
charges conld have induced him to depart from
his general custom and make & porsonal expla-
nation. But what did it sll smoust to? He
simply gave a general denlal to the charges, and
then prodused o fetter from Mr. Spofford, the
Librarisn of Congroess, to show some defects in an
interview with an assistant librarian. Mr., Wood
#ald the letter was unsolicited. That statement
may go down with the ordinary reader, ! but to
any one familiar with Uongresslonal proeceadings
the fast s well known that officers of Copgross
do not write such letters “unsoligited.” Mr,
Wood, of course, denies the charges mado by Tan
RerrniicAy, No one expected that he would
do otherwise, But can he prove that the charges
are false? Denial iz ane thing. Prool asother.

After the Democratic xide of the House had
applanded Mr. Wood's asseveration of lnnocence,
it took up the mbject of the address of the Irish
people on the cooasion of the American OCenten-
nial. Last summer whea Mr. O'Comnor Power
appeared hero with that address, President
Grant felt that it wonld not be becoming for him
to recelve It onless {t was presanted through Sir
Edward Thornton. The latter declined to be
made the agent of presentation because the ad.
dress contained reflections upon the British Gov.
erument. The President could do mothing else
than as he did, and if the House can devise some
means whereby it can be received without giving
offense tothe British Gevernment it will do &
goed work. An address of congratulation from
Irishmen woula st all times be most acceplable
to this country, but when offered to the President
must be couched In such lafiguage as not Lo of-
fend s triendly Power.
