authority, and tho-- e par icipating in it
manly arrested, has attracted considerable
attention. The Hon. Ben Wade said a few
days since that should Hayes be declared
elected by the Senate, and after the declara-
tion has been officiality made, the Democrats,
believing Mr. Tilden to be elected, attempt to
inaugurate him in New York, nothing will be
done sgainst this movement on the part of
the Hayes government until Mr. Tilden at-

tempts to infringe upon the rights of the na-

tional authorities. The moment he does this
he becomes a traitor, and will be arrested. It
is not probable, however, that the properly
constituted authorities would permit such
a government to be formed even. The
proper course for them to pursue,
in case the Eonse attempt to elect Mr. Til
den alter the Senate has announced Hayes'
election, is to stop the proceedings of the
House at once by arresting all the members
participating in this revolutionary scheme.
The House In this attempt might have the ne-

cessary two thirds majority of States for a
quorum; In fact all the members of Congress
might be present, yet it would not make the
action of the House any the less revolutionary.
Still, in the face of these facts, the Democrats
in the House under the direction of Mr. Hewitt
have determined to elect Mr. Tilden at all
hazards If the Senate elects Mr. Hayes, and
thus Mexicanlze the country with a dual gov-
ernment. They might as well know the con-
sequences of such a scheme now as when It is
attempted. They will be promptly arrested
and tried under the Revised Statute which
says "Any person who incites, sets on foot,
assists, or engages in any rebellion or insur-
rection against the authority of the United
States, or the laws thereof, shall be punished by
imprisonment of not more than ten years and
a fine of not more than ten thousand dollars.

An Ice and Snowy Suggestion.
Yesterday morning the city was mantled in

drapery of the purest snow, and in the after-
noon it had become transformed into grim,
muddy slash. Of the miles and miles of
splendid side pavements which adorn the city
and onght to be of vast convenience to pedes-

trians, at least two thirds of them remained
coated and daubed with snow slush all day
long. We believe tnere Is a city ordinance
compelling the removal of snow from the side-

Commissioner Smith's New Indian
System.

Commissioner John Q. Smith's recommenda-
tions for a complete reorganization of the sys-
tem of managing the Indians are recelvlngthe
favorable attention of all interested In the
welfare of our nomadic races. His excellent
scheme, which he has had under consideration
for some months past, is to make the Indian
Territory the permanent home of the Indians,
on wLIch are to be quartered, all the wild
tribes, with the exception of a few in theNorth
and Southwest. For these provisions are to
be made on the Yakama reservation, in Wash-

ington Territory; the Umtah reserve, In Utah,
and the White Earth reserve, in Minnesota.
These reserves will be set aside for a few scat-
tering tribes such as would be liable to pros-
per better in a colder climate than that of the
Indian Territory. To concentrate these tribes
ppon the reservations named could not be ac-

complished at once, but, as the Commissioner

ije, would take at least ten years at a cost
f not less than $300,000 annually. The
reposition, if adopted, to extend the laws
jflhe United States over all the tribes, would
eye tbc effect of destroying their tribal rela

tions by making each nlivldual subject to
the penalties of the law; also, giving each its
protection.

Commissioner Smith has lent his whole en-

ergies and thoughts towards a solution of the
Indian problem, and it is generally believed
that the system he now proposes is a wise and
sensible one, and will, If adopted, result in
settling forever the vexed question which has
perplexed the Government so long.

A New Way of Counting the Vit.
The Democrats claim that Tilden is elected,

not only by the electoral vote, but by a popu-
lar majority. Per contra, the Republicans
claim that Hayes has a majority of one in the
electoral college, and would have had a popu-
lar majority but for intimidation and fraud
practiced by the Democracy In the Southern
Statf s. Now, by adopting the same ratio of
representation in all States for electors a sure
test is fe:ured. The Inter-Ocea- n says the
basis being about 135,000 Inhabitants to a
Representative, and there being an average
about one voter for ever five and three quarters
Inhabitant, it will give, in round numbers,
abont 23,500 voters to a Representative or
elector, besides two for each State at large.
Dividing the popular vote by 23,500, the num-
ber of electors due each State will be ascer
tained. The total number of votes in Wiscon-
sin, Illinois, Michigan, and Ohio is 1,787,215.
Now divide this by 23,500, and we have 76
electors actually due these States, while the
present number Is only 61. This Is an in-

crease for Hayes of 12. Now take the South-
ern States where peaceable elections are
claimed by the Democrats to have been held
which States are Alabama, Arkansas, Dela-
ware, Georgia, Kentucky, Maryland, Missis-
sippi, Missouri, New Jersey, North Carolina,
Tennessee, Virginia, and West Virginia, and
we have a total vote of 2,506,433. Divide this
ly 23,500, and we have 109 electors, while
the present number is 123. This is a loss to
Tilden of 19, which is just the number of
electors in the three disputed States. Thus,
taking the Southern States, without the three
disputed ones, and New York, Indiana, and
Connecticut, and we have 165 electoral votes
for Tilden, while the Northern States give
166 for Hayes, making the latter's majority
just one, the same as is now claimed by In-

cluding the three disputed States. This does
not include the 20,000 Intimidated Republican
voters. Will tho Democrats, who are boasting
so frantically about having Tilden or blood,
meditate a little on these figures ?

Congressman Bannino was once a Re-

publican, a devoted and g one, In
fact, so long as personal aggrandizement was
the result of the devotion and work. When
this failed him he joined the Liberals, and by
them was sent to Congress. While Mr. Ban-
ning was serving his term in Congress the Lib-

eral party lost ground rapidly, and in order to
retain lis seat In the House he dropped sud-
denly Into the Democratic ranks, and became
In his unimportant way the assailant of the
Adminlssratlon.

The CHAIR laid before the Senate a dispatch

from Mr. Looax, dated at Chicago, saying that
he was unable to be present In Washington to
serve on the committee for considering the ques-
tion arising Li relation to counting the electoral
vote, and asking to be exensed Irom service on
that committee. He was excused by the Senate,
and the Chair appointed Mr. Coxklino to nil
the vacancy.
