Veterans of the Mexican War.
The regular monthly meeting of this associa-

Jleeolved, That we confidently hope for similar
favorable action from the Senators of the United
htatcs when Bouse bill No. 2283 comes before them
for consideration respectfully reminding them
that nope deferred maKelh the heart sick." and
appealing to thtlr sense of Justice to promptly call
op and dUpose of the case.

General Denver, In some remarks, encouraged
the belief that the Senate would also pass the
bill this session.

Death of Jtr. Thomas Berry.
The death of Mr. Thomas Berry occurred on

Saturday morning at his resldense, on M street,
near Ninth. Mr. Berry was In the h

year of his age, and was ill only a few days betore
his death. Mr. Berry was born In Baltimore, in
which city he remained until he attained his ma-

jority, learning the trade of granite-cuttin- He
then came to this city, and, after working as a
journeyman In bis trade for a few years, entered
business for himself, establishing a shop near
the Baltimore and Ohio railroad depot. His in-

dustry and integrity soon gave him a place among
the leading business men of the District. He
purchased much of the property in the vicinity ot
his shop, and aided his employees In providing
themselves with homes by selling them ground
at long time and assisting In the erection of
houses. Mr. Berry was associated with Mr. Mo-
han in the erection of the Patent Office building,
which was Mr. Berry's largest single work in
this city. He purchased the property known as
Ford's Opera-hous- and the Marble Saloon, on
Ninth street, adjoining Pennsylvania avenue, and
made substantial Improvements thereto. The
only public office he ever held was that of Fire
Commissioner, under Mayor Wallaeh's admin-
istration, although he was frequently urged to
accept other offices. Mr. Berry was very popu-
lar In the District, and his generosity and enter-- I

rite were well known.

TIME AND ETERNITY.

Dr. Rankin at the Congregational Church.
Notwithstanding the weather, there was a

large attendance at the Congregational chnrch
yesterday morning. It being the quarterly Com-

munion service. Dr. Rankin spoke of the con-

nection between time and eternity, from Daniel
xilJS "But go thou thy way till the end be, for
thou shalt rest and stand In thy lot at the end of
the days.". The whole discourse was a kind of
memorial sermon for the past year. The speaker
began by saying that It Is difficult for us to come
to any sense of the progress of time. Sleeping in
a car, wo awaken when tbe car stops and know it
has been in motion, and so It is at the end of lire.
A friend of ours that shocks us Into a sense of the
rapidity with which we are moving, or it
maybe the end of a year or the coming of a
birthday like stations on the route to eternity,
at which we seem to pause Just a moment andare
on again. Life looked at in this light is solemn.
It Is a progress that day and night, summer and
winter, year by year, moves onward.

Life is solemn enough were It only all that it
Is on the surface, eonld we see it all, and were we
not hurrying forward to some new surroundings,
to some new destiny. It Is solemn enough to
think how another twelvemonth of oar living has
afieeted tbe lives of tens, fifties, of hundreds,
perhaps of thousands whom we have met. Speak-
ing oat or their earthly lives, how this twelve-
month has given shape even to an earthly state
and destiny. Bat when we think of the connec-
tion between time and- - eternity ; how this life is
not only a progress toward eternity, so that eter-
nity is surely beyond It ; how that eternity is not
only a sequence, but a eonsequenoe of time, a re-
tributive consequence, then the serious thought
ofthls progress is almost overwhelming. Who is
sufficient for It? Let us look at this

as vrs abz liviito it,
as a progress toward eternity. It is there await-
ing us. We cannot avoid it. Had the passengers
on tbat d train known what a horrid death
awaited them, how soon they would have gone
down Into the abyss helpless, mutilated, burning
and drowning; this moment chatting cosily, card
nlavtnc. sleenlnr. the next moment amid the
crashing and burning wreck, or sinking beneath
ley waves, every one would have harried from it
at some previous station. They did not know.
In a moment the structure gave way and to them
the Son of Man came. 2. Look at eternity as a
consequence of this life. Years follow as se-
quences. Eternity Is a consequence of time, be-
came we have been in time. Upon the bosom or
time we are borne Into eternity; for as a river
pours all that floats upon Its surface Into the
ocean, so time empties all human interests and
human concerns Into eternity. Where are the
generations whose dust sleeps In earth's
bosom?

We often bear this passage: "Blessed are the
dead that die In the Lord; heir works do follow
them." It is a great truth that a man's influence
does not die when he dies: that he sits In the train
of events; that he puts himself Into events which
will live long after his head Is pillowed In the
grave. The good or the evil a man does never
dies, but follows him forever and forever. When
such a

Is hushed In death his hymns and his songs are
not killed. They cannot be killed. They follow
him. They have been winged with his own Im-
mortality, and will go into eternity with the
lire of believers, whom they comfort and Inspire;
they will follow them and bless them forever.

Again, we must look at eternity as a life of re-
tributive consequences. Thelawofmoraldescent
is Just as much a law as the law or gravity. Ha
man drinks up or gambles away his property, his
character and his business, he goes down Inevita-
bly. But this Is not all; he goes down retrlbu-tivel-

God has so made men that their sin or
their virtue finds tbem ont.

Lastly, it becomes us, whose etemltv grows out
or our time, to live Just as we should like to die.
We know not when we may be called. It Is the
very word or the Lord when He says, " Blessed
are those servants whom the Lord, when tie
cometh, shall find watching." Not that a man
should put on sackcloth and wear a solemn face,
but, having set his affections and his hopes upon
Heaven, and Heaven alone, he shall live among
men as one anxloas to comfort them and help
them cheerful, hopeful, courageous.

SLEIGH BELLS.

The Carnival Last Saturday Queer Charac-
ters on the Avenue An Afternoon Given
Up to Masqueradors.
The sleighing carnival Saturday afternoon wa

a merry event, notwithstanding the fact tbat
while it was In progress a drenching cold rain
poured down over tbe hundreds of maskers and
thousands of spectators. For some time beforo 3
o'clock, the hour appointed for forming the line,
sleighs carrying maskers dashed up and down
the Avenue. Those who participated in the car-
nival assembled at 3 o'clock at the east front of
the Treasury Department. Then, the line,
comprising about one hundred sleighs,
moved down the Avenue towards the Capitol.
Everything that could be placed upon runners
was drummed Into service for the occasion.
There was also a wide

Some of the sleighs were drawn by sleek, fiery,

steeds, and other Impromptu sleds were palled
by the sorriest kind or animals. There were
horses bought at the bataar, for the occasion, at
it per head and afterward sold baek again for $U

or the sleighs and sleds carried hair a dosen
or more occupants, and there were many original
representations.

One sleigh load was called the Oregon electors.
The most prominent feature of the representation
was tbe nose of brother Cronln, who acted as the
Jehu of the electoral triplet.

One of the sleds, carrying two men, had the
name S. J. Tilden painted In large blaok letters
on tbe sides. The white horse which drew this
Dsmoeratle load balked very badly when in front
or the National Bxrunucas office. After
standing as stationary as the pyramid of Cheops
for some time, the animal started off so suddenly
that one of the occupants of the sled was spilled
out. The horse ran at full speed down the Ave-
nue, Jerking the low sled, with its single occu.
pant, alter him at a thumping rate. The horse
and sled disappeared up a and S. J.

He
had a large sleigh, drawn by four splendid gray
horses. The occupants or the sleigh were all
robed In Immaculate shirts, fresh from Mr.
Thompson's factory. A banner held up above
the sleigh, bore the Inscription, "No more bloo Jy
Shift."

There were Innumerable original turnouts.
Some who did not have sleighs cogged the wheelser wagons, so that they, slipped over the snow
like runners. 'There Were tome "rage sleighs
filled with maskers. One was drawn by eleven
mules driven tandem, and others by six and fonr
horses. After going the length or the Avenue
the line returned, and passed through tbe ground'',
in front or -

stopped blowing and hats were raised from
heads. The masqueraders. after traveling thelength or tbe Avenmer again, began to disperse.

Mr. Robert Smalls, M. C, Refuted the Exer-
cise of His Rights as a Citizen, bat Ac-
corded Them ma a Congressman.
During the return trip or the Democratic Con-

gressional Investigating Committee from Charles-
ton, South Carolina, a most outrageous and
gratuitous insult was offered to Mr. Robert
Smalls, member of Congress from the Fifth dis-

trict of that State, who accompanied the commit-
tee.

This insult was protested against by tbe mem-
bers of the committee, who claimed that Mr.
Smalls was their guest, and said unless he could
dine there they wonld leave, but without result.
The whole party then prepared to leave the
place, whereupon Boniface, seeing the chanoes of
trade slipping through his Impecunious hands,
was most fulsome and servile in his apologies,
saying that, as a Congressman, Mr. Smalls
might dine at his place. This magnanimous offer
was refused, Mr. Smalls replying eharasteristl-sally- :

"ir I cannot dine at your table as a col-
ored man, I will see yon hanged before I do so as
a Congressman. This is a matter or principle,
and not or official standing.1' Mr. Smalls re-
ceived the greatest sympathy from bis legisla-
tive confreres, and afterwards lunched with Rep-
resentative Cochrane.

Loxo Brasch, N. J., Jan. 7. The trans-Atlant-

steamship Ameriqne, from Havro for New
York, came ashore at Seabrlght, about four miles
north of this place. She struekbout3o'elockthl
morning. There were three cabin and flfty-on- e

second andfourth-elss-s passengers and one hun-
dred and sixty-tw- o officers and erew, all of whom,
with the exception of three of the crew, were
saved. Sooa after the ship struck the captain
ordered a small boat, with a crew composed of
Officer Brlllonlng and eleven men, to convey in-
formation ashore and obtain aislstanse. The
steamship was then only seventy yards from the
beach. The boat struck the beach, but the un-
dertow and floatinr ice together, there belns- -

much orthe latter, upset the boat and three of ithe erew were lost. One of the bodies was re- - '
covered. Abont 3 o'clock this afternoon the '.

crews rrom stations three and four
were on hand, and succeeded soon afterwards In
throwing a line to the ship, and by the aid of the
crew of the Ameriqne the life-ea- r was soon drawn
on board.

The passengers at first were afraid to get Into
the ear, but Mr. Cornell Jewett, who was a pas-
senger on board, and his wife got Into the ear and
were safely drawn ashore, after which all or the
Sassengers and most of the erew were landed,

the ear at a time. The captain still
remains aboard, looking after the vessel. All the
malls and specie were safely landed. The vessel
lies well up on the beach, and at low tide it is
thought she will be high and dry. Cornell Jew-
ett and wife and a Spanish lady, the only cabin
passengers, are at the Emery hotel, at Seabrlght,
while the second and fourth-clas- s passengers and
a large part of the craw are at the East End
hotel. Long Branch. Most of tbepassengert will
arrive in New York afternoon, arrange-
ments having been made to send them by the
New Jersey Southern road.
