Without denying tbe inconvenience of having a
large population or unintelligent voters. It is
enough to say that the colored citizens have, un-
der tbe Constitution, a clear title to the ballot, of
which I know no fair or even practicable way to
deprive them. It is tbe duty of those who are
more Intelligent, to aid in putting Into operation a
system orpopnlar education which shall reach
every class in every State. Universal education
of tbe voting people, both white and colored, is
essential to thoearety of our republican Govern-
ment. No time should be lost In furnishing ample
oiptrlunity to every American citizen, of what-
ever complexion, race, or condition, to acquire suf-fde-

mental and physical training to vote and
to fight with intelligence.
