Miller, begsn work yestesday in the room of the
Committeeon Public Boildings and Grounds at
the Captol. A Tull complement of reporters
were on hend, and completely environed the long
table that rupd throuwgd the entire lengthof the
apartment, which ther eéaptured before the ar-
rival of the committeemen and modesily but tenn-
clously malntsined pessession of until the ter-
minatien of the ftding. The members of the
committee snd the iswyers present, who had ocoa-
£iom 10 tnke notes of the evidenoes sdduced, being
thus erowded ont, were sompelied to uillize thalr
thelr laps, the palms of thalr lelt bosds, ghe
wall, and everything olse but the table, e
cemtral figure of she day’s proceedingy was Rich-
ards, the Chief of Police, whose exsmination eon-
romed nesrly two bours, Richardd was dresse.d
in rall ualfderd; andl had evidemtly gparsd no
palnt Lo Jook his loveliest,

The band of the tonsorial artist was porespti-
ble in the smoothly-dressed halr and the neatly-
trimmed tuft.

wig. The detoctives were there In fall force,
and listened hungrily to Richards' evidanee.
They will mpt fail to remember it well, and
reiterate all he said.
