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The Attempt to Establish a Danger
ous Precedent.

On the last day of the convention which
framed the Constitution a resolution was
passed providing for the Initiation of the new
Government in accordance with the Constitu-
tion which It had just perfected. The resolu-

tion expressed it as the opinion of the conven-

tion, which was the combined opinions of the
very men who made the Constitution and knew
how to lnterpiet Its meaning, that the Sena
tors should appoint a Presldentof the Senate,
for the purpose of receiving, opening and
cocj.Tixr. the votes for President.

choice of a President and Vice President of the
T'nltrd Slates; and that the Senate Is now ready. In
the Chamber, to proceed, in the pre sence
of the House, to discharge that duty: and that the
Senate haveappolnted one or their members to tit
at the Clerk's table to make a list or the votes a.
thev .hall be declared :submlttlog It to the wisdom
of the House to appoint one or more of th.tr mem-be- r.

for the like purpose.
Mr. Ellsworth reported that he bad delivered the

rncsssge: Mr BoudlooU from the House or Repre-
sentatives. Informed the Senate that the Houe I.
Teadv forthwith to weet them, to attend the open-

ing and counting of the vo'esof the electors or
the rresldent and Vice President or the United
State..

The record of the proceedings continues

appointed President orthe Senate Tor the sole pur-
pose of recelvlng,openlng and counting the votes of
the electors, did. In the presence of the said Senate
and House of Representatives, open all the certifi-
cate, and count all the vote, or the electors for a
President and a Vice President; by which It appears
that George Washington, esquire, was unanimously
elected, agreeably to the Constitution, to the office
of President of the United Stales or America.

Here it will be seen that the framers of the
Constitution interpreted that document to the
effect that the President of the Senate should
make the count, and that both Houses wisely
concurred in the matter, thus establishing a
precedent which was followed closely through
all the years of the Republic up to the adop-

tion of the objectionable and unconstitutional
twenty.second joint rule.

But it now appears that tie members of the
joint committee doubt the wisdom and states-
manship of the framers of the Constitution,
and deny that the interpretation which they
placed on the document they created Is cor-

rect or just.
They have ventured to throw this interpre-

tation aside, and are willing to wander into
the maize of uncertainty, and establish a pre-

cedent which will make of the Constitution a
mere plaything to be toyed with by g

politicians as their interests may require.
Should their n y plan ba
adopted, the world will hereafter believe that
the Constitution of the United States cannot
stand the strain of closely-conteste- d Presiden-
tial elections, and that ever after this or some
other clap-tra- p system will have to be adopted
by which to settle the important question 01

who ha been elected President.

A Stolen State.
While the Democratic party are foolishly

claiming that the Returning Board of Louisi-

ana stole that State for Hayes, we would
have them place tbelr attention for a moment
on Mississippi while we make the asserUon,
and prove it, that they stole that State for
Tilden. Since the investigation now being
prosecuted by the Senate Committee on Privi-

wealth or cultivation, for it Is well known

that the Christian elements are richer and
far more enterprising.

How it is that so small a body of men, not
forming a military organisation and not calcu-

lated to act in harmony, are able to oppress at
Trill such a large and intelligent mass Is a
patter which has puzzled the ShxcffuMt BAl

in Europe and made the Eistern question one
exceedingly hard to solve.

But now the solution of this great problem
has been, by the stubborn measures of Tui-ke- y,

wrested from, the peaceful jarbl(ration
residing In the powers and desires of the con-

ference, and the probabilities are that Russia
will Immediately take the matter into harown
hands and settle It beyond controversy for- -
eTer

Tlie Proposed Prostitution or the
Supreme Court.

Is It possible that the Supreme Court of the
United States, composed of justices appointed
for life for the express purpose of removing
them far above all political bias and partisan
prejudice a tribunal whose jurisdiction covers
cases arising in the courts of the different
States, before whom may come the vital ques-

tions now at stake in three Southern States--is

it possible that such a court of final resort
can stoop to lend themselves to the uses of
any party, and to sit in judgment on matters
which have not legally come before them f

The spectacle of our honorable justices,
men of ripe years and great legal lore, occu-

pying life positions at salaries of $10,000 each
per annum, coming down from their high and
honored seats to sit in joint council with pol-

iticians and tricksters, and in which they (the
justices) are in the minority, to decide the
gravest questions of the hour, questions in-

volving the constitutionality of their very
arbitrament, is too humiliating to be tolerated
by the American people.

The respect and honor due and paid to the
Supreme Court of the United States is chiefly
attributable to the fact that they are above
the bias of party, the seductions of power,
and the influence of bribes; but let them
Ignore their constitutional prerogatives and
descend to the level of politics, and that re-

spect will be forever gone, their ermine
smeared with partisan taint, and justice only
a synonym of party dom'na ln.

Let such a commission as is now proposed
be formed, evenly divided, say, in politics,
save one, and let them consider the questions
submitted fairly and honestly, the result still
remains a party result, and one hundred thou-

sand dollars In the bands of one man decides
the issue. The Supreme Court is a part of
this commission, and though the justices may
not be bribed, the stisma attaches even to
their sacred ermine, as the commission in-

volves them In its fatal embrace.
Justices of the Supreme Court, look well to

your exalted rank before you conent to be
submerged in the vortex of politics, to the
disgrace of yourselves and the humiliation of
the nation.

The Integrity and elevation of the Supreme

Court of the United States is of vastly more
conseqnence than who shall be our next Presi-

dent. Justice must be respected, and her
ministers must havecleanhands. "Law hath
her seat In the bosom of God." If we lose
our faith in the highest judicial tribunal of our
Government, all minor seats of justice become

rotten, and we drift into anarchy.
Grave and reverend 6elgnIors, pause before

you descend.

Relations of Law and License In Washinston.
As a general proposition It is trae that every

community is responsible for the crime which It
tolerates or renders possible by Its Indifference
and Inattention. Hut, obviously, there should be
a departure from this rule in considering the moral
condition of a great political centre, saeh as the
city of Washington, whither the questionable
classes naturally tend In pursuit of pleasnreor
excitement, or of the idleness of office, in lieu of
the legitimate employment which is denied them
elsewhere, because of their habits and lack of fit-

ness. Here congregate, during the sessions of
Congress, as at a national rendezvous, all the
unoccupied portions or the people, not only of the
United States, but of other eonntrles temporarily
sojourning among us, bringing with th.m all their
weaknesses and vices to be indulged and prac-
ticed as dements in the festivities of the grand
carnival of "the season." The advent Is simulta-
neous with the commencement of the session,
and the htglra, with its close. Why it is so, no
one can teU, without a ssemiag reflection npon
the representatives of the people, unless, perhaps,
it may be accounted for on the hypothesis that
these classes assume the weakness or many
among so great a body of men as compose the two
Houses of Congress, and knowing them to be
mostly unaccompanied by their families, prcsums
upon their general participation in and encour-
agement of the scenes of dissipation and profli-
gacy so familiar in Washington during the
winter, introduced by them for purposes of
pleasure, of profit or orplunder,wben the circum-
stances are so favorable for indulgence and
secrecy. But this explanation does not materially
change the moral aspect of the situation, for the
reason that the classes in question are credited
with being superior judges of human character,
whether private or clothed with official dignity,
and since, by this immemorial usage, they have
familiarized the public with a very low estimate
of the average morals of legislators and others,
when absent from their homes on a winter's cruise
at the Capital. But be this as It may, the fact
remains that with the presence of Congress in
Washington there is a grand arrival of the repre-
sentatives of the sporting and immoral classes at
their accustomed places, whlob, like other embas-
sies, they locate "near the Governmenu" Then
come Jthe Idlers and who, having
nothing to engage their minds, fall into evil ways
and seek congenial resort: and companionship;
then come the numerous hordes of hungry harpies,
by their lobbies and subsldizers, scattering cor-

ruption and crime In the paths of all whose ser-

vices can be made available In the advancement
of the schemes to be promoted; then comes, also,
anofT color of fashion, seeking by means of the
lavish display ol money and jewelry to be recog-
nized and recelred In society; and, last in men-

tion, though by no means last to arrive, then come
the train of gamblers and the suits of the Jllle dt
jute, which the world over, as the experleneo of
every capital on earth will attest, seem to b. as
inseparably connected with legislation as if they
were a formal part of It.

Thus It will be seen that the resident popula-
tion of Washington can hardly be charged wltrr
a lack or virtue ir they fail to regenerate and
reform the motley throng which steadily passes
through the Federal city, pausing only with the
presence of the occasion, and then proceeding on

lu perpetual round, but to return again with
varletiesand forms of dissipa-

tion for Itself and of temptation for others. And
it will be admitted that they have afar more
difficult task than falls to the lot of the residents
of most cttlss In preserving themselves and their
youth from the contaminations sown by the an-

nual east of vice during the fashionable season.
They do all in their power to shot out the do.
vourer, but without success, because of the
breaches made In the walls ofdefeni. by the
assaults or the external forces to which they art
annually subjected.

These facts shonld have the effect, at least, to
Inspire the minds or the pure la the legislative
halls with great patience and forbearance toward
the devoted people whose homes and hearts and
whole affections are centred here, exposed to the
debasing Influences of the contagious mass which
floats in their midst, having its sources and rami-
fications in every city of the Union, and drawing
its support from those distant fountains. It should
prompt them to see to it that the amplest means
are provided the local authorities to restrict the
Influences, if they cannot suppress the existence,
efvice, by the lnvestmeat of some sufficient agency
with untrammeled power to that end, and by pre-

scribing exemplary punishment for the violation
of the laws by those who make them; for it Is
useless expense and absurd folly to enact legisla-
tion denouncing penalties against the general
transgressor while in his presence those who erect
the barriers of the law join In breaking them
down. How shall it be expected that the weak
and depraved will be restrained from the c ire-le-

indulgence of evil practices and vile pas.
slons from a respect for the law orout of consid-
eration for themselves, when the very sover-
eignty of the people, as represented among
them, is trailed in the mire and filth of secret
licentiousness! To hope for such a result, or to
labor for it, is to expect a miracle, and to practice
a carnal syncretism.

Where the people of a municipality are under
the direct control of the sovereign powert as in
the cast or this city, and particularly as the dr.
cumstances entail all the evils wt have pointed
out, any lack of morals or want ofrespec; for the
laws manifested on the part or the heterogeneous
mult.'tadereiiding or sojourning therein. Is wholly
ascrlbatle to inefficiency on Use part of therov-erefg- n

aathorlty. And It behooves Congress to
consider well the great responsibility Imposed
by the people in confiding to its hands the govern-
ment of the ilistrlct, and to provide sash fall and
complete measures for the purpose, including the

force of Us oven crumple, as shall protect not only
the morals of the National metropolis, bat the
reputation of the country at large.

the vacancy occasioned by the resignation of Lot
Mr. Morrill. Also, the credentials of the same
gentleman for six years from March i, 1877.

Mr. CAMERON, of Pa., presented resola.
tuns from the Pennsylvania Legislature ja rela-
tion to the peaceable settlement of the Presi-
dential question.

.The special committee baring reports 1 on this
subject, the resolutions were laid'on the table.

Mr. SHERMAN presented a patitloi Iron a
large number bf soldiers, asking that pensions
may commence from the date of discharge ol the
soldier. Referred to the Committee on Pensions.

Similar petitions were presented by Mr. Boot
and Mr. Cohexixo, which received, the same rer.
erence.

Mr. NORWOOD presented petitions from
Methodist conferences In many or the Southern
States, asking for a settlement ol the claim of
the Methodist Church South against the Gov.
eminent. Judiciary.

Mr. MERRIMON presented a resolution of the
Legislature of North Carolina, asking that the
rate of Interest paid by savings banks may be
fixed at eight per cent. Judiciary.

Also, a petition asking ror the suppression or
the liquor traffic; which was referred to the Com-
mittee on Finance.

A similar petition was Introduced by Mr.
OONKLING. Same reference.

Mr. JONES, or Fla., Introduced a petition ask-
ing that some action be taken looking to a relief
from devastation by grasshoppers. Agriculture.

Mr. CONKLING Introduced a petition rrom
James C. Jewett, asking ror the distribution of
tbe Geneva award. Judiciary.

Mr. BOUTWELL presented a petition from
Wm. King, asking for a pension. Also, a peti-
tion of pensioners, asking for arrears of pen-
sions; both of which were referred to the Commit-
tee on Pensions.

Mr. WRIGHT, from tbe Committee on Claims,
reported adversely on the bill for the relief of
Heartt, Walte k.

Mr. SPENCER, rrom Committee on District or

O. S. B. Wall snd others, asking ror a grant of
public land for the purpose or endowing a home
ror the Indigent poor of the District or Columbia.
Indefinitely postponed.

Also, from same committee, a favorable report
on the bill to prevent depredations upon property
in the District of Columbia. Placed en the cal-
endar.

Also, from same committee, an adverse report
upon the bill to amend the charter of tbe Mutual
lire Insurance Company of tho District of Co-
lumbia.

Mr. DOBSEY. from the same committee, re-
ported favorably on the bill to provide for the set-
tlement of tax lien certificates erroneously Issued
by tbe late authorities of the District of Colum-
bia.

Mr. SHERMAN presented a petition of citi-
zens of Cincinnati, praying ror the repeal of the
law Imposing; a tax on the circulation, deposits
and capital of banks.

Mr. BRUCE reported adversely on the bill for
the relief of George Calvert, of Prince George's
county, Md. Indefinitely postponed.

Mr. SARGENT introduced a blU for the sale
or certain lands In Salt Lake City, Utah Terri-
tory. Referred to the Committee on Public
Lands.

Mr. SPENCER Introduced a bill for the relief
of Thomas H. O rattan. Military Affairs.

Mr. DOBSEY Introduced a bill to provide for
funding tbe certificates or the Board or Audit or
the District ef Columbia. District ofColumbla.

C02ISULAR AHD DIPLOMATIC BILL FASBED.
Mr. SARQBNT called up the bill providing for

the consular and diplomatic service; which was
amended and passed.

Mr. WHYTE moved that when the Senate ad-
journ y It be to meet on Monday next.

Mr. EDMUNDS objected, and said ir the bill
providing ror the electoral count, introduced yes.
terday, was passed at all, so as to be available for
the count this year. It mnst be done at once, and
ought to be taken up and acted upon
without delay.

Mr. STEVENSON said that a great deal of
the work relating to the passage of the bill al-
luded te must be done by private eonference
among the Senators, and that could best be done
by an adjournment over till Monday, and he
thought It would be more acceptable to adjourn
over.

Mr. EDMUNDS said he felt that he should not
do his duty If he did not Insist upon a session to-
morrow. Senators had the mornings and evenings
lor private conferences and ought to take up the
bill He repeated the reasons why
there should be no unnecessary delay in either
passing or rejecting the bill alluded to, but It
ought not by any means to be smothered out of
existence.

Mr. WHYTE said he was under the impression
that the Senator was Intending to call up the bill
on Monday, or he he would not have made the
motion to adjourn over, and he would now with-
draw the motion.

Mr. PADDOCK introduced a bill for the relief
of settlers on public lands under the
laws. Committee on Public Lands.

MR. BOOT'S SPEECH COSTIKCED.
Mr. BOGY resumed the floor, and continued

his remarks on the resolution offered by Mr.
Wallace on the Sth Instant, In relation to the
electoral count. He confined his remarks entirely
to the Louisiana question, however, and was as-
sisted by his colleague (Mr. Cockbell, who
read largely by the testimony taken by the Dem-
ents who went to Louisiana to witness the elec-
tion COULt

Mr. PADDOCK (Interrupting) dryly said that
It had been so long since the Senator commenced
to read from that book that he would like to In-

quire what book It was that he was reading from.
Mr. CONKLING solo voce. He is probably

reading the "Arabian Nights."
Mr. BOGY, In a very sober and dignified man-

ner, gave the title to the book, occasioning consid-
erable merriment among Senators.

During the reading Mr. West asked leave to
report a Dili from the Committee on Indian Af-
fairs to authorise and enable the Eastern band or
tbe Cherokee Indians to Institute and prosecute
a suit In the Court or Claims against the Chero-
kee nation. Printed and recommitted.

The reading of the testimony was resumed and
continued until 2:30 o'clock, when Mr. BOGY
concluded his remarks by claiming that the testi-
mony read showed a most lamentable state of
affairs under Republican rule, but that the late
election was a peaceable one as far as the Demo-ra- ts

were concerned,and ir there was any trouble
It was occasioned by Ithe colored Republicans
threatening and Intimidating the colored Demo-
crats. He said the people down in Louisiana only
asked to be let alone and they would settle mat-
ters all right and peaceably.

Mr. EDMUNDS. (Interrupting.) Mr. Presi-
dent, I move that the Sergeant-at-Arm- s arrest
the perpetrators of this outrage and clear the gal-
leries.

Mr. ALCORN. I would suggest that this part
or the galleries (pointing out a section) did not
participate In the applause, and they ought not
to be Included.

Mr, SHERMAN. Perhaps the motion had
better be withdrawn.

Mr. EDMUNDS. No, sir, I will not withdraw
It. I have seen too much or thlssoit or Inter-
ference with our deliberations, and I will not en-
dure it any longer.
