Alexander et aL vs. Bouldinetal. The com-
plainants sue as trustees or tbe Third (colored)
Baptist church, or this city. They allego that
they represent that organization as a church, are
enuueu to an its rrancnise, and especially to the
possession of Its property. They aver that for
many years the church which they represent, and
themselves as trustees thereof, were in aniet ami
peaceable possession or tbo church building, on
the corner or Eleventh and L streets northwest,
but that tbo defendants, by forte and arms. In
July. 1187, took violent possession or tho same,
which they have held ever since. The defend-
ants avorred that their organization was the true
church, and they were its lawful trustees. These
were the main questions at issue in the case. The
church owed some debts, which It had given a
deed of trust to secure, but this provided in tho
B?U1 form, for peaceable PS'!eJflH ?f th?pjem..
ises by the complainants until default and sale.

All questions as to the indebtedness of the
church were secondary to the main questions, 1. 1.
which party represented the church and who
were Its lawful trustees. The court decided In
favor of tbe complainants. Juno 2, lSo, (lleeord,
p. 194.) and decreed that the complainants were
the lawful trustees, were entitled to tbo present
possession of the church building and property,
and that the defendants should deliver up the
same; and, If not done in one week, that a writ
Issue to put the complainants In possession. The
defendants appealed from this decree to tke Gen-
eral Term, and tiled a snperdedeu bond. The
decree was affirmed by the General Term No-
vember 8, lS6ti,(p. iw.) The defendants ap-
pealed to the Supreme Court of the United
States, and filed another supersedeas bond. The
Supreme Court affirmed the decree. (15 Wal-
lace, p. 131.) By it all the real matters in litiga-tl9- P

were settled and determined In favor of the
Complainants.

Tbe mandate was filed 15th day or February,
1S73. Its decree Is as follows: Afterrecitlng tho
'JP? ofSe Special Term, and also tho General
Terra, It lays, "a C!S5irat!?S "trc: !' !3

nowhere ordered, aJjnJged and decreed by this
court that tbe decrco ol tbe satd Supreme Court
in this cause be, and the same Is hereby, affirmed
with costs. &c." Upon tho prcentation of this
mandate the General Term (Minutes 2, p. TIL,)
remanded the cause to the Equity Court for exe-
cution of tbe decree. The original provided for a
reference of tbe case to the auditor to ascertain
and state the Indebtedness either way betwein
the parties. Arriving before the Equity Court
tbe complainants asked the execution of the de-
cree. Whereupon that court rerused the applica-
tion for a writ of possession, and, by agreement or
parties, the rererencc to the auditor was extended
so as to include the questions or possession and
rental value of tbe premises.

The auditor filed his report on the 10th of No-
vember, 1875, In which he allowed the plaintiff's
claim against the defendant, Bouldin, to the sum
of $8,747.57. Exceptions were taken by both par-
ties to this report. The Equity Court sustained
some and overruled others, and rendered a decree
on tbe 8th of May, 1S74, (M. 10, p. 121.) From the
decision of tbe court in respect of these exceptions
both parties appealed to this court. Pending this
decree the complainants again moved the court
for a writ or possession In accordance with the de-
cree of the Supreme Court, which was again re-
fused. (See last paragraph in decree.) The com.
plalnants ask for tbe execution of the decree of
this court as it was affirmed by tbe Supreme
Court, and have filed a motion for that purpose,
which now comes up for argument. Argued and
submitted.

THE ICE IN THIJ RIVER.

Damage Done In Georgetown Harbor The
Long Brltlgv Considered In Danger.

The Ice has moved out of the harbor of George-
town, and is gorged down the river about the
Long bridge. Their is a high rampart of Ice on
Analostan Island and along the District or Co-

lumbia shore. Tho Ice below the Long bridge
had not broken last night, but the current was
running very rapidly. The Ice still remains firm
above the break. There was considerable dam-ag- e

done in Georgetown harbor by the suddtn
breaking up or the ice Thursday night, which
could not be ascertained at the time.

The tug-bo- Etta, which was cut through and
sunk at her moorings at the Consolidated Coal
Company's wharf, was valued at about 4.1,000,

and belonged to Mr. Vanderweathtr. She can
probably be saved at a small expense. The tug-
boat Dr. Bogers was sunk at Barker's wharf and
was owned by Capt. Kctcbcr, and valued at about
$1,0X0. She is In about ri. teen Teet of water, and
can be saved without much difficulty. Several
stone scows were eapsltcdand broken up at tbe
foot of High street. They are owned by Gilbert
& Co. The damage Is slight.

Tho schooner Morning Star, or Philadelphia.
was capsized and sunk at Libby's wharf, and now
lies on her beam ends. The onlv damage done so
far consists ol two holes punched in her sides and
loss of galley, water casks and other movables
about deck, which were swept off by the running
ice. She can probably be raised at an expense
of two or three hundred dollars.

The schooner I7m.ll. Van Brunt, which re-
cently landed a cargo or asphalt at Easby'a
whari, was swept lose from her moorings, and
carried on the flats some distance below, where
she still remains. When the freshet subsides the
schooner will be high upon the flats, and it will
be difficult to rnovo her off. The damage done is
slight.

The schooner Eliza Sawyer, which was lying
alongside or the Van Brunt, was also carried
ashore, and lies Just below. The Sawyer had ber
rodder and after-choc- k carried away, and also
parted her hawser.

All the wharves along the river front were
more or less damaged by the heavy ice which
e.led under and over them. The Georgetown

boat e was completely demol-
ished, by the Ice.

On Analostan Island, at the point opposite foot
otBigh. street, the Ice has plied up some fifteen
or twenty feet.

The Ice above and below is liable to start at any
moment, and further damage may be looked for.

OPINIONS OF THE PKESS

On the Scheme Proposed by the Joint Com-
mittee to Determine the Presidential Con-
test.

New York Tribune, January 15.

We beg to commend some considerations against
it that teem to us weighty:
CI. It is revolutionary. It sets up a United States
returning hoard, clothed with powers uot con-
ferred by the Constitution upou any man or body
of men.

II. It Involves the possibility of an election cither
by a cheat or by lot.

HI, The commission, ir onec coustituud, has
jxiwer to investigate and tosendfor persons aud
papers, like any or the losg-wlnd- committees
now at work, but Its duty will be to gather aud pass
upon all the facts for which those committees are
searching, as to all thequestloas at issue. When
can wc reasonably expect this commission to pass
upon half a dozen questions, each Involving dis-
puted Issues oflaw and matters of fact upon which
the evidence alreadynlls many prlutcd a olames?

IV. The eotnmlsidon may or may not get orran- -
Izcd and may or may uot reach a Jndgmcntbefore
Harch4; bntlfltdom, that Judgment must still be
considered and passed upou by the two Houses sepa-
rately. In either House there will be a minority op-
posed to the Judgment or the commission. And
that minority will have power, by consuming a few
days of time, to prevent auy decision prior to
March 4.

V. It Is altogether probable that cither through
failure to organize the cominUstou or throoghthe
long delay Incident to Inquiry and discussion, first
in the commission and afterward In each House, no
result may be reached prior to the 4th of March. Iu
that event the Benat. will hold that its President,

ho may be elected for that purpose by a majority
or its memliers, will become acting President.
Thus, until another election can be held, a man not
voted for by a single one of many millions of voters
can retain the Ext entire office.

VI. When aU Is dose, what have we gained? We
have set aside the Constitution or the United
States, which requires that the votes or such elect
ors as the States may appoint "shall be counted."
aud not such votes as a United States Returning
Board may accept. Wc have broken down those
simple provisions under which the fathers acted,
and which, tbey believed, would not only secure an
Executive independent or Congressional control,
but preclude the possibility or delay and dispute as
to the result or an election. We have established a
precedtnt underwblch. If a special election should
be Held In November next, precisely the same ma-
chinery could be used to delay declaration orthe
result uatll after the next 4th or March, when the
President of tbeSeaate could take another lease or
power, and the people must go through the larce.o
a'llilrd election. That all these are possibilities,
under this revolutionary scheme, can any man
den)? At some point, certainly, suck a defeat or
the popular will would be resisted, perhaps by an
election by the House. But that wosld be counter
revolution, sustained, possibly, by public opinion
and rrsist'esa force, but utterly .destitute or legal-
ity. Iu short. It would be a resort to government
bj revolvers, a the only remedy for government
by tricks. This bill. In possible effect. Is simply
the Itepnbllc of Mexico reduced to a United 3ta.es
statute.
