TU rreeldewt'a Veto of the rollee
mil In the Henalc

The President's veto of the bill to ibolUh
the Board of rollee Commissioners of thU
District, not having been sustained by the
House of Representatives, U now before the
Senate, and will be acted upon at an earl v
day. In view of the frantic and desperate
effort that are being made to override the
veto In the Senate by the gamblers and those
police officers who were suspended from duty
a few days since by the new Follce Commis-
sioners, we deem It opportune to review briefly
the causes that led to the passage of the bill
which the President has declined to approre.

About the middle of December last Tub
RircBLTci began It so called "war" upon
the (rambler of Washington. This "war"
consisted In telling the public what they
doubtless knew already that ten or more
gambling homes were open and In full blast
under the nose of tho authorities, and that ap-

pearance strongly Indicated that the gamblers
pursued their nefarious vocation a men who
bad been pledged Immunity from police mo-

lestation. Comment were made upon the
fact that certain police officials associated
with theso gamblers, and were well aware
of their unlawful practices. This was
the bead and front of our offend
log. The facts that we disclosed
compelled the rollee Board to take some
action, and an Investigation, Invited by the
Chief of rollee, was Inaugurated. The police
officials feared nothing from the Inquiry made
by the board; lor some of Ha members were no
better than they were themselves. The tn
terests of these members of the board were so
Identified with those of the gamblers and de-

tective that the investigation was nothing but
ft sham, and not at all likely to produce any re-

form for the public cood. The members of
the board permitted the name of the resi-
dent to be brought Into the Investigation by
gamblers and men of low character, and did
not attempt to check language which could
not be construed otherwise than most Insulting
to the Chief Magistrate of the nation.

The President perceived the character of
the Investigation, and, In his wisdom, decided
to remove the board and appoint men In

their places whose records for Integrity
ftnd morality would qualify them for un-
dertaking the task of reorganizing the police
force and eradicating the evils which had
Crown and flourished In the city under a loose
and corrupt police administration.

The Chief of Police and the detectives, with
their numerous advisers, from the ranks of

the gamblers and the profligates of the city,
recognized the fact that such action by the
President would be a death-blo- to them,
unless; something could be done to prevent the
full accomplishment of his purpose. A
scheme contrived by little Billy Cook,
attorney for the' gamblers and the
Chief of Police, met with favor, and
an attempt was made to carry It

'out. Little Billy Cook threatened the pre-
sident of the Police Board and proprietor of
Tni Republican, who had been chiefly In

strumental In arraigning the police official

for their neglect of duty, with a Congressional
Investigation. In order todefeat the ends that
the President bad la view In appointing a new
board, a bill was prepared and introduced In
Congress to abolish the Police Board alto-

gether. By this means the unessy police off-
icials hoped to evsde unpleasant exposure and
the penalties of criminal neglect of duty. The
bill was offered to the House on the same day
that a resolution was engineered through by
little Billy Cook calling for an investigation of
of the acts of the president of the late
board, the arch enemy of gamblers and
their confederates, the detectives. Untruth-
ful representations were made to Senators
and Members of Congress, to the effect that
the President favored the abolition of the
board, and color was given to them by the ac-

tion of the President In removing the old
board. By this trick the bill was hurried
through Congress without a dissenting voice.
The President very properly vetoed the bill,
which would have defeated the ends of justice
In the case of the guilty police officials.

The new Police Board was appointed, and
an honest and energetic administration of the
police affairs of the District hu been inaugurat-
ed. The last chance that the detectives have

'(o escspe a trial before an Impartial tribunal
Js to have Congress Ignore the President's
veto, and make the bill a law without his sig-

nature. The detectives, with the aid of their
friends, the gamblers,have brought an Immense
pressure of Influence upon Congress and have
succeeded In getting the bill passed over the
President's veto In the House, by a majority
of only two votes. It now remains for the
Senate to decide whether honesty and moral.
Ity shall triumph, or whether vice, gamblers
and dishonest officials shall win the battle,
The President, In his message to the House,
stated the cogent reasons that Impelled him
to veto the bill, and which should prevail In

the Senate. Senators, before voting to Ignore
the President's veto, should consider well the
demoralizing results of the measure so
'earnestly advoted br the gamblers and cor-

rupt policemen.
Under the present circumstances, It would

be vital to the morals of the city to adopt any
such measures. It would be a signal that the
gamblers, who captured the police department
long ago, have no cause to fear molestation
from any higher authority. It would be a stay
of proceedings in the case of the accused police
officials, and the city would lapse Into the
eame condltloo In which It was before the
Republican called attention to the vices
which were permitted to thrive without mole-
station. The protection of the lives and
property of citizens would be intrusted to the
same corrupt officials, who have sold them-aelv-

to gamblers and thieves, and lived in
vulgar luxury from the proceeds or the sale.

Tub IUpuhlican hu no more Interest In
bavlng the President's veto sustained than
has any good citizen of the District. Bat in
common with all honest citizens who earnestly
desire to see the reforms so much needed
In the District carried out, we pray that
Senators will carefully consider the matter,
and vote on the tide of good morals, by sus-

taining the wise and timely veto of President
Grant.

by a direct vote, the candidate having a plu-

rality to be declared elected. But It Is be-

lieved no system can be devised that will not
Involve the same dangers we have now suffered
from, which would aot otherwise, sooner or
later, reeult In such a centralization of power
In the General Government a to make the
sovereignty of the Statds a mere name, with
no semblance of authority ; for, unless the
supervision of the election be reserved to the
States, the same as now, It ts plain that their
supremacy for any purpose would be speedily
frittered away. Sovereignty cannot survive
without untrammeled suffrage, no more than
human life can be sustained without nourish
ment. But If the States are to retain the 8 ime
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authority over the exercise of this right, fun
the ssme questions of fraud and Intimidation,
of legality and sufficiency, might arise at
every election, the same as now, and the
fame dissatisfaction and danger would fol-

low. If it be orlalned that Congress shall
have power to question the result as finally
returned by State officers, and to affirm or re-

verse their decision, as Is claimed now It has a
right to do, then the form of a State election
la a mere sham, a shadow without substance,
and the sovereign function may as well be
originally exercised under the control of the
Federal power as to be the subject of Us re-

view; and far better, for then there would be
simplicity, directness and expedition fn the
process, attended by much less excitement. It
Is not clear, therefore, what remedy for pres-
ent ills there Is which will not prove more
disastrous than their undisturbed existence.
The duty of electing a President must be
either Intrusted to the States, with full and
final authority, or to tho General Government
with the eame powers. There is no divided
responsibility In any of the concerns of life
that Is wise or practicable. If the control ts
left to the States, as was deemed best by the
founders of the Government, then the final
decision of the properly constituted State
authorities must be conclusive of the result.
If It Is turned over to the Federal power it
may as well be exercised tn the first Instance
as to be effected by a process of appeal.

There Is another objection to the proposed
action by the people directly In the election of
a President that will be likely to prove an ob
stacle In the way of any change. It Is that If
the plurality of the popular vote ts to elect
the candidate receiving it, then the smaller
States are to be deprived of a largo proportion
of their present power tn the matter. They
will lose their Senatorial representation, and
have only so much voice as Is given by the
ratio of representation In the House, and It 1st

more than likely that they will not readily
assent to a system which will thus diminish
their participation in the proceedings. It Is an
object, however, that must be accomplished tn
some form, and we hope to see brought to the
discharge of the duty all the wisdom and
moderation evinced by the people and their
Representative In the adjustment just made.
