A Despondent flrocer Kill HlmMtlf He la
Snppoeeit to Have Committed Snlclde. but
Uie Coroner Decide that hie leUt ytm
Accidental
TestfrJay morning-- between Ihe hours" of 0

and 10 o'clock, a young man appeared at the Sev.
enth precinct ttatlon.houre and reported that a
man hid either accidentally sbt himself, or at
tempted suicide, at the corner of Myrtle and
North Capitol streets. When officers reaehed the
spot they found a large crowd gathered around
the neat and provision store of Mr. Kobert R
Lawrence. In a room in the second story, Imme-
diately In the rear of the parlor, Mr. Lawrence
was stretched on a bed, with a bullet wound In
the I fit side. He was surrounded by hit family
and Dr. W. L. Hudson was In attendance and do-
ing all In his power to alleviate the so lienors of
the wounded man.

The Dcctcr said that the bullet had entered the
body about two Inches below the left nipple,
touching the lower or small portion of the heart
and raising through the left lung. Lawrence
died (we hours after he was shot.

The particulars of the shooting are a follow:

sir. Lawrence was sitting on a box In the rear
ptrtlon or the store when the pistol wat dis-
charged. Ho walked to the front or the store,
and at preaching Mr. Fred Smitbrhls cleric, threw
onen his coat and remarked that it waa accidental.Mr. Smith placed bis hand In the inside pocket
orMr. Lawrence's overcoat and drew therefrom
the weapon, a seven shooting Governor revolver.
A moment after Mr. Lawrence commenced to
stagger and he was removed above stairs to tho
rrom where he was found on the arrival or the
offlccrt. The pistol belonged to Smith and had
been removed from his overcoat pocket by Law-
rence without his knowledge.

The coroner wat notified, and, after viewing
the body and hearing the different theories rela-
tive to the alfair, decided that It wat accidental,
and deeming an Inquest unnecessary cave a cer
tmcateor burial.

Mr. Lawrence was about forty fl to years of age,
strictly temperate and or moral habits. He was
formerly a resident of Fort Wayne, Indiana, but
removed to this city about a year ago and re-
ceived an appointment in the Second Auditor'!
Ofllee, which position he held until about six
montLt ngo, when he was removed Inconse-
quence of a reduction of the force, receiving two
months leave of absence, with pay. With thismoney he commenced business at the place above
Indicated. He leaves a wife and two children.
