Hon-
orable men of broad Intelligence, although
dlssppolntcd beyond measure, will neverthe-
less refrain from cavil, accepting tbo Inevit-
able with candor and composure. Bat small
minds and mean spirits will break forth in
wild declamations If their narrow convictions
are. not sustained by the result, and through
the press and the pulpit, from the stump and
In the forum, they will pour out the vials of
their wrath and the tears of their amenta-tlonsl-

never ceaetng4floods. Such as these
lack not only clear apprehension but clean
consciences, and their words are commonly
both vile and vulgar.

But there Is a higher and harder dnty to be
performed than that falling to the lot of the
defeated party. It Is that which devolves
upon the successful one. This la the crucible
of character. Equable and exemplary conduct
In the hour of triumph la a thing of which but
few are capable, and the possibility springs
from exalted traits. The universal tendency
la to Inordinate vanity, and
bitter denunciation of the fallen foe.
Particularly Is this the case In political

where the multitude participates. It
will not do, however, In the present Instance,
for the people are disposed to meet on common
ground for the cool of the country, anl they
will make parties conform to their wishes.
They have an interest above tho object of
parties, and opposed to their domination;
and they will take care of it. They enjoin tbe
successful party In this Issue to be magnani-
mous, remembering that magnanimity Is
might, and to be forgiving, because In forgive-
ness there la reform. It will not do, therefore,
for the winner in the contest to be haughty
and severe, claiming all the intelligence.
patriotism and virtue of the country for Itself
and Imputing to the loser responsibility for
all the suffering and danger tho coun-
try has endured In consequence of
the struggle. There most be no dis-
charge of Invectives, no volley or vitu-
peration. All this has been forbidden by the
terms of the settlement, and no return to tte
wallowing In the mire ol such practices will be
tolerated by the people. So when a President
Is Indicated as having been chosen, It will be
the duty of all to come to hi support without
a murmur, striving by mutual endeavors In
the future to restore to the country what ha i

been lost by dissensions In the past.

Prepare to Ilea mite
Two years ago there was a strong opposi-

tion among the commercial centres of the
West to early resumption of specie payment.
This opposition has been growing weaker and
still more weak until at present there is
scarcely any hostility to the measure. The
excellent messsge from the President upon
this subject, which was sent to Congress
SaslurJsy, would have met with strong resist-
ance beyond tbe Ohio river even so recently as
1875, but It will now bo received with unmeas-
ured approbation among the commercial
centres of the West. In tbe East It his strnck
the e of popular feeling, and Its warm
reception through the manufacturing and com-
mercial districts of New England and the
Middle States demonstrates how eager the
country Is to arrive at a hard-pa- basis on
which to prosecute the enterprises and busi-
ness affairs of lift. Philosopher Greeley once
Bald that "the way to resume was to resume."
This la false philosophy for tbe present times,
and 1U realization would be disastrous to the
traffic interests of the nation. Sudden re-

sumption of specie payments would shake our
business life to Its centre, and tear down more
than the hand of prosperity could build up In

a decade. It Is not necessary to secure tbe
Immediate payment of gold for greenbacks at
the National Treasury. There would be atlnge
of' quixotic expediency about such a course
that at once meets with disapproval. The
truth la wo are on the verge of resumption,
and must make fast slowly In order to do It
wisely and for the common weal. The flrrt
Atep should be taken by reducing the present
jsmall premium on gold, which Is now 101 and
a fraction, to four per cent.; then with all possi-

ble but practical haste to three, and so en
down until rero U reached, and resumption
secured.

Ample reserves can now be secured, owing
to the fact that our exports are greatly In ex
reisofour Imports and gold Is rapidly comlaff
to America from foreign ports, there belog
now In the banks of New York city a greater
accumulation of gold than hat been secured
emeo the early daya of the civil conflict.

when the money market of the world shall
have reached apropereqalllbrtam.

resumption, and will add the coin of the
country to the circulating medium, thus se-

curing a healthy Inflation of a sound currency
to the great advantage of every legitimate
business interest." By such legislation, aided
by the marvelous increase of commercial trade
that has msdeour exports much more than
our Imports within the past two years, the
Government of the United States would soon
be fulty prepared and placed In a safe position
to launch out upon tho sea of specie resump
tlon, towards which commerce has baen
anxiously looking for ten years.
