districts, and the capitalists In cities.
have It In their power to control the
laboring classes to a very large extent,
and this has been done in tho South
to such a degree tbat the alien element,
which made common cause with the col-

ored people, finds Itself abandoned by its
allies, and unable to maintain Ita position
without the aid of the general government.
And whether such aid shall bo given, or
whether the State governments so situated
shall be left to the early demise which
awaits them In Its absence, Is the para
mount question for tbo consideration of
the Incoming administration.

the will of tho people 1 1t tho only question
to be asked, and when It is ascertained, it
should govern.

There is no longer anything to hold the
North and South apart, but everything to
counsel union and harmony. And there
will be no permanent prosperity for the
country until such counsels prevail. Nor
Is thero any reason why the Republican
paity shall not embrace as great and aa re-

spectable a proposition of the Inhabitants
of the South as tho Democratic party.
And we know that when this Is the case
there will be no more intimidation of the
colored people, no more sectional strife.

A new polltlcsl era dawned upon the
