The writer has been
active in urging the adoption of Improv-
ement la American farmingforminyyean,
and has had goxl opportunities for study-la- s

hba needs of American agriculture.
Familiarity with the life and work or
European farmers, where it Is usual for
those who cultirata the soil to lire in Ti-
llage, suggested to him the Idea that the
condition of our own agricultural popula-
tion could be much ameliorated by a sim-
ilar concentration Into communities where
the material lad moral benefits of better
social relations could be secured.

The paper considers the wsy in which
land may be divided so as to secure the
end in new with the least inconvenience
to the men who have to till the fields, and
with the least drawback to the business of
the farmer. Two cases are considered:
1. When it is a question of the settlement
or new lands. :. Where s are
already scattered over the country, each
on ha own farm. In both cases it Is at-

tempted to show how the details of the
plan may be regulated so aa to cause the
least annoyance and loss of time to the
men, to compass the greatest convenience
acd comfort of the women, and to provide
the beat advantages for the younger mem
bers of the community. These two schemes
are Illustrated by sufficient diagrams, which
indicate the way In which the farming
land aad the village tract should be divided.
Soggestloas are also given aa to the laying
out of the village green, the care of roads,
paths, and other open spaces,
so tar as such auggtstions are approprista
in this connection.

The way In which the proposed change
would affect the work of the farmer,
hi wife, his hired men acd his teams Is
fully coasidered,'.and it teems to be demon-
strated while it Is admitted that In

money-makin- there may be tome
slight advantage that oa the whole and
la the long run the general prosperity ol
our agriculture would be advanced by
the change.

Conaidertble space Is given to the com-
parative effect of the life of the isolated
farm house and of the more sociable life of
tae village on the character of the farmer
red his family, and, therefore, oa the
future farming people of the country.
