most Important to tbe interests or the coun-

tion to adjourn."
Tbe Democrats were uplnarmsat this prop-

osition. They denounced it as a deliberate at-

tempt to deprive tbe minority of their rights.
Mr Brooks ssld that under Its operation not
onlv would political Questions be decided with
out rrgard to tbe rights of the minority, but
that under Its operation successful resistance
to jobs would be Impossible. But the most
serious objection urged against It waa that ft
wss an attempt on the part of one House to
make rules for a. succeeding House, whereas
each House had a right to make Us own rules,
and this objection was recognized as valid by
many Republicans.

Mr. Van Wyck. of New York, a Republican,
said: "Let the Congress make
Its own rules," and the sentiment was respond-
ed to affirmatively from both sides of tbe House.

Al a result of theopposltlon tbe proposition
received only sixty. four votes, and it was re-

jected, while those who proposed it did not
even attempt to get toe yess ana nays ou it.
Mr. Eldredge, alluding to tbe Republicans who
had voted against It, said : "There are some
honest menilbsnk God, on the other side of
the House." It was bad policy, and was so
recognized by a large number or lie publicans,
and by all Democrats. Amon&rthe Democratic
members of the House were Mr. Adams,Clerk
of the last House, and Messrs. Holman, of In-

diana; Knott and Jones, of Kentucky; Swann,
of Msrylsnd; Wells, of Missouri; Schumaker,
Cox and Wood, of New York, and Randall, of
Pennsylvania all of whom were also mem
bers ot the last House.

Now, honest, d people would
naturally suppose tbat these gentlemen would
be consistent upon a like proposition to make
rules for a succeeding House when It came up
a few years afterwards. But not so.

It wss a tenfold more
atrocious proposition thsn tbat made at the
close of the Forty-firs- t Congress, for while
thstwas really In the Interest of legislation,
and was calculated to advance the business of
the country, this was revolutionary In all Its
Intents and purposes. Never before had It
been assumed that Ihe Scrgeant-at-Arm- s

or au outgoing House wss an ofilcer or tbe
