Notwithstanding the very caustic and
characteristic denial by Mr. Blaine, or the
highly colored story of his connivance
against tho Administration, and notwith
standing our belief that tho denial in form
is true, we are still of the opinion. In com
roon with others who have watched his
course since his attempted Intimidation ol
the President on the floor of the Senate,
that there is much substance In the report,
and that rumor has only exaggerated the
truth, In accordance with established cus-
tom, for sensational effect. Our Judgment
as founded upon the publlo estimate of the
man, coupled with tho peculiar grievance
be has suffered and his avowed hostility to
the course of government adopted toward
the South.

Animated by an ambition towering as
the skies, which is based upon a consider-
able degreo of ability, set off with wonder-
ful tact, inordinate vanity and great good
fortune, bo regards it as no arrogance to
assume that the President should have
been guided by hie wjjdom Md experi

ence and that of his friends in the course
to be pursued In the administration of the
Government, rather than by the off color
Republicans and rebels he Is charged with
inviting to his counsels. That a plain, un
pretending man, unendowed with the
sparkling sunbursts of genius, nnknown
In national politics prior to his nomina-
tion, and therefore Inexperienced In
knowledge or national affairs, should so
far forget his own significance as
Into still greater oblivion coeccrnlnethe
mighty men of the day and conceive It
posaioiefor him to succeed In the duties
or his office without the aid of their bril
liant parts and powers, has been to the
mlodsof such as Mr. IImi.te a conun-
drum of monstrous magnitude and enig
malic mystery; and to their aides, a thorn
of crucifixion. Rut that so unheralded a
man should not only Ignore the giants of
Ibe times In tho organization of his coun
sels, but utterly disregard their doctrines
and dogmas In shaping his theories of
government; and hardier still, when re-
minded of their displeasure by the sten-
torian tones ol high debate, thundering
their denunciations to the world, has been
to them a maddening poser, almost pre-
cipitating rwjehomuhy.

In view or these facts the defection of
the few of this class In the Republican
party, among whom the Senator from
Maine stands Is sot astonish-
ing. Indeed, consulting the "weakness ol
greatness," aa exhibited all along the path-
way of generations, astonishment wonld
have more legitimately followed If there
bad been no discust and no declensions.
And referring to the same moral deflexnres
In great men, or in those regarding them-
selves aa such, we have a positive cer-
tainty that Mr. Blamb and his sympa-
thizers and will not rest
anlil they hsve distlaivUhrd their
resentment, even though it be at
the cost of extinguishing themselves.
In the case or Mr. Blaise himself
we have superadded to this assurance,
based upon the experiences of life, his own
declaration of purpose, solemnized by In-

vocations of retribution In case he falls la
his faith; and being thus doubly Im-
pressed, It Is Impossible to escape the con-
viction that he is preparing to do and will
perform some sublime act In behalf of the
unfortunates, white and black, whoave
been cast upon the "ragged edge" of
despair by the Indifference of the President
and his advisers. What that particular act
will be remains to be disclosed In the near
future; that It will be pretensions and the
performance picturesque we make no
doubt, but that It will accomplish oogbl
mora than the final dlseomfltnre of the
great disclaimer we have much misgiving.
An ugly mine is being laid, and In the
progress or the work occasional manifesta-
tions reach the public observation, although
every precaution la taken to prevent
it, When some fissure In the strata
gives forth report the sound Is borne
to the country through the horns of
local trumpeters In such blasts aa to cast
discredit upon their revelations, and the
matter Is scouted and forgotten.

Hon. Benjamin F. Wade haa issued a
manifesto against the Southern policy of

hates in tne shspe of a letter
which has been published In the columns
of The In this letter he
refers to the part he took In securing
Hates' nomination at Cincinnati, and now
remembers his action then with "Indlna,
tlon and bitterness of soul that he never
felt before." Thia gentleman appears to
be in the habit or issuing manifestoes
against itepublican Presidents whose offl-

cial acts do not entirely auit him, and even
Mr. Likcols could not escape him. But
unfortunately for Mr. Wadb he is not the
Republican party. It Is a coincidence that
the occasion of his manifesto aralast Mr.
LrxeoLX was the same as that which has
drawn out the letter against President
Hates. Both had reference to the paci- -
ucation 01 me fcoutn ana to the establish-
ment of peace in the State government in
Louisiana.

Mr. Wade was a Senator from Ohio in
the Thirty-eight- Congress, and waa chair-
man of the committee that .had In charge
matters concerning the rebellious States.
A bill was reported at the first session to
guarantee to certain States a republican
form or government It provided for the
formation or State governments by the peo-
ple or the severs! States In rebellion under
certain conditions and limitations. The
bill was discussed, amended and passed
both Uouses, and In the Senate had but
three dissenting votes, and all Democratic
That session or Congress closed on the 4lh
orJuly, 1804, and the bill was passed and
presented to i'rtsu-sn- Ltxcouv within one
hour of the adjournment im cKs. The
President did not have time to examine it,
and it was not signed, and hence did net
become a law.

Taking it for granted that the bill ex-
pressed the deliberate Judgment of both
Mouses or Congress on the subject and In
order to aid In bringing about a

peace and in the restoration of the
rebellious States to their proper places In
he Union, the President on the 8th or

July, four dsys after Congress had
Issued a proclamation reciting the

fact that the bill bad passed Congress but
that it had not become a law, but that as It
contained a phut for the restoration of the
rebellious States to the Union, and that u
it expressed the views or Congress, he
thought fit to lsy it before the people for
their consideration.

In this proclamation he took pahs to de
clare that he was unprepared, by a formal
approval of tbls bill, to be committed to
soy single plsn of restoration. But he
wss also unprepared to declare that Us
Free State constitutions and governments
already adopted and Installed in Arksssu
and Louisiana (for these States had adopted
such tinder the suspension and direction
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or the military) ahouU.be set aside and
held for naught thereby repelling and dis-
couraging the loyal dtixens who had set
tip the asms as to fattier effort.
