It Is unfortunate for tho cause of religion
that It has been msde the excuse for so
many of tho bloody contests among men.
Throughout all the past, as In the present.
in the great majority of instances, its inter-
ests have been put forward to cover the
efforts of ambition to aggrandize nations
and individuals. The latest profession of
such Inspiration is that of Russia In setting
forth her reasons far marching against
Turkey. The Grind Dnke nerves bis
troops for the rigors of the campaign' by
recitals of the oppressions of the Christians
by (he devotees of Islam, declaring that
there is no other recourse for the ameliora-
tion of their condition but the persua-
sive power of the engines of war. And
while the charges made against the
Forte are true, and all the world
sympathizes with tho victims of
its Intolerance and tyranny, still
there Is no one to believe that this is the
actual cause of the hostility of tho Czar, or
that the result of the conflict will materially
Improve the condition of the sufferer?. The
real truth Is that, like a disobedient serf, the
Sultan has forgotten the stripes of the last
drubbing, and requires to be brought back
to a proper sense of the superiority of his
neighbor and of the power of his sword, to
the end that he may again feel the neces
slty of permitting the Kussian Cabinet to
dictate his foreign policy and domestic dis-

pensations. He has been In the tutelage
of the Itomanof the greater portion of the
time, since the peace of 1771, concluded
at Kuchuk KainarJI, notwithstanding his
many attempts to shako olf tho yoke, and
bat for tho Intervention of foreign Towers
he would now become tho vassal of that
crown, as a part of Poland Is And

Sultan Mcstava III declared war against

crown should at last acquire the European
domain of the descendant of him who con-

nived at her humiliation.
go did the representative of ,arcllio

which has been promulgated by the sword,
under the pretense of assisting Poland to
resist the domination of llusili, attempt to
carry tho shrine of Mohammed Into the
heart of Europe. Hers was the line zeal
In the causa ot religion which, because In-

terested In its advancement, against the
public detestation, was disguised by a pre
tense that now, because its object Is In

accordanco with the popular will, Itself bo-

comes a pretenso to disguise the ulterior
purpose. Hut In proclaiming It aa the real
cause of the contest the Ilusslan Gran
Duke announces tho disclaimer tho parties
to the tripartite have professed themselves
anxious to bear, as an assurance against
their fears of projected enlargement of
boundaries. Ills draco specifically declares
that the march Is not to conquest, but
simply to the relief of thoso who suffer for
Cn aist's sake. If this bo accepted as tmc.
It ought to lie sufficient to allay for a time
at lesst the excitement In England and
Auilrls, and canto them to dslst from prts
ent Interference, If not from armament.
Uut it Is doubtlul whether such an incl
dental announcement, although by author
ity, will luftlco to arrest the fears nf the
pcoplo of these countries or to satisfy their
Governments as lo tho Intent of the Czar ;
and tto result will probably be a formal
demand upon him frr an explanation of his
omission to lie thus explicit In tho man!
feito. Should this course elicit the lull
purpose, and, as so stated. It turns ont to
be In the Interest of the oppressed alone,
the campaign will doubtless go on unmo-
lested, but closely observed, until tho ob
ject sought Is attained.

THE DlSTniBUTIOX OF OFFICES.
As we have had occasion to remark here-

tofore, we are opposed to tho system of the
distribution of tho clerkships In tho gift o!
tho Government on mero geographical
Hoes. We are especially opposed to it
when the system Involves tho discharge ot
experienced and efficient clerks, because
the quota of a particular Stato happens to
uo ovcriull. lrecauso Ohio or Pennsylva-
nia, or any other State, has more clerks In
office than they aro supposed to be entitled
to, is no reason, if they aro rood clerks.
wby they should bo displaced to make
room for somo one from some other State
that has not lis quota. Our idea of con
ducting tho service on a Just rlan would
bo to fill vacancies as they occur from
States that did not have their quotas, but
not to mako tho vacinclca for that pur
pose. Tako tho ess? of Ohio, for Instance.
It is said that there are twenty or thirtv
moro clerks in tho Treasury Department
from that State than it is properly entitled
to under the law of Congress providing f.ir
an equitable distribution among the States,
Now, bow aro tho twenty or thirty that are
tobelorpcd off to be selected? In the
dismissal somo of the very best men
In tho Department may bo compelled
to go,' for, talk as wo will, political
influence and perhaps personal preference
of the higher officers will have something
to do with it. Then these places are to be
filled byncw men drawn hither from other
States. So long as the law does not make
their positions permanent these men had
better stay at home, even if they are getting
but small salaries. Six or seven hundred
dollars a year in almost any of the Interior
towns of the United States Is much better
pay than twelvo or fourteen hundred dol-
lars in Washington. There Is more money
in It, We bold that it Is no kindness to
bring a young man to Washington to give
htm a subordinate position, unless after
he has been found qualified he Is assured
bylaw of a permanent position so long as
be remains efficient and of good character.
Let the "Ins" who are in, and who are eff-
icient, stay in. As vacancies occur by
death, resignation, or dismissal for cause,
put In clerks from the States that bavo sot
their full quotas, and in a few years an
equltablo distribution will come about of
itself.

Many of the clerks hero who have been
In office for yeara have purchased homes.
They own tho houses , which they live.
This very ct Is an evidence of thrift and
industry, and should of Itself go fsr as n
recommendation for retention in office. Is
It right to deprlvo such men as thceo ot
their offices simply because they camo from
a State that has moro than lis quota? It Is
In effect a suggestion to tho clerk not to
purchase a borne and get around him fam-

ily comforts; but instead to drag out bis
cxlstenco in a boarding house. The clerk
who will build up a homo for himself Is a
much more dcslrablo employee to be sought
after by the Government than ono who
does not

We have not tbat fear that .some express
of creatlog an aristocracy of
The business man who has an efficient,
trustworthy clerk or other employee keeps
him as long as possible, for ho knows that
his Interests are site la that employee's
hands. The Government will bo the
gainer by acting on the same business prin-
ciple. Weed out the drones and the Ineffi
clcnt because they are dronos and Ineffi-

cient, but don't dismiss the faithful and
efficient becauso they come from any par-

ticular State, or becauso they have not
dabbled in Stato politics, or have lived in
Washington long enough to have become
interested in municipal affairs here.
