Hundreds of Men and Women out of Km- -
pioyment-Ma- ny Families In the Ntreets
Ulthout Fooil or Clothing Loss OterFlve
Hundred Thousand Dollars.

Boston, Juno 25.
At 2 oVIock this MOrntn; & ttra hruVe vUt In

the rear of tho Marblehead hotel, on Pleasant
street, Marblehead, and from this small begin-
ning spread until fifteen acres of buildings, in-

cluding ecry shoo factory hot five In the
town, had been destroyed. Tho fire depart
ment rallied with all posstblo dispatch, but It
was soon seen that the fire was beyond their
efforts lo control. Dlsitatches were sent to
boltm aud Lynn for help. The main source of
the water supply was a brick pond reservoir,
and ocr this was tho General Glover engine-hous-

In the rear of the englne-hons- o was
the building owned by John H Martin, and ld

by Lyons k Collins, shoo manufac-
turers. Only a few feet from this factory was
tho barn la tho rear of the Marblehead hotel.
Tlie hotel Itself stood about twenty feet from
tho engine-hous-

Thus the first result of the fire was the
simultaneous homing of theee four buildings,
and, consequently, tho Are department was
virtually compelled to wait until these were
burnt In order to get any reliable supply of
wutcr. Close to tho hotel, on the eastern side,
whs tho large Pope block, occupied by F, W.
A.T. M. Munroe and Jacob M. Cropley, shoo
manufacturers, which was soon enveloped In
flames. Next came- the factory of E. N. Bart-le- tt

L Co ; then the Rechablto building and
Nathaniel Glover's factory, thus taking every
building in the space between Tleasant street,
School street and tho railroad track. Tito fire
now leaped both Pleasant aud School streets.
At the same time the south sido of Pleasant
street, containing tho houses of Mrs Chapman
aud Joshua O. Le favour, aud thoesvt side of
School street and Bewail street, were on fire.

The flames from Glovers factory caught that
of Memers. Wono stead A Woodfln at the cor
ner of School and Sewell streets, and tho
dwelling opposite, occupied by William Ken- -

nat, and, at the same time, tho building of
T. T. Paino at the corner or Pleasant and
School streets, occupied as a store and dwelling
by William II. Cnswell. Durlug this time tho
house of Nicholas P. Tl tmou, on Spring street.
waa Ignited by falling cinders, thuslusnrlng
the destruction of every building on the west
sldo of that street. JohiwO. Lcfaour'ashop
at ine corner oiacnooianu i'icaautBireets,was
now ou fire. FromLefavonr'sbulIdinirthe fire
quickly communicated to tlie dwelling house of
the other corner, owned by John II. lirowne
and occupied by Joseph W. Forsyth. Next in
that vicinity qnlckly followed the Allcrton
block, Nathaniel Gloucester house and tho
South church, together with Henry O- -
Hyuionu. hardware store. On the opposite or
western side of Pleasaut street tho flames had
now burned T. T. Pal ne's house, the Humph-
rey house next to it and the Eastern railroad
depot, with four passenger cars From the
depot the flames communicated to T.T. Pal ne's
new stable, in tho roar, and then to the born
and house of Benlamin G. Hat hawar. and
next to a dwelling; house owned by H. F. Pit
man, ana oocupioa oy nn. rraskcr as a hoard-
ing house. Then the houses on both sides of
Sewall street caught fire, and In a very short
tlmo everything was down between Pleasant,
School and Spring streets.

In tho meantlmo the fire had dept along
School street toward Washington, destroying
In Its course the frame of the now engine-hous-

thecarpentcrshopof S 8. Mewneyand
tho stable of G. H. Wheatland, of halcm, occu-
pied by Enoch L. Pcdkins, and tho South
church, (Third Congregational.) which stood
at the Junction of School. Washington and
Essex streets. By this time steamer No. 2, of
Salem, had arrived, and soon had tho firo at
the southern extremity under control) and pre-
vented Its further spread In that direction.
Passing down Essex street on both sides, tho
destruction of tho houses of John Waddeu,
Amos Evans aud a small building used by a
firm of marble cutters soon followed, while on
tho eastern side of Essex street the flames oj

od tho large factory formerly occupied by
John H.WUklns, the dwelling houses of Henry
Paino and Wm C, Woodfln, the Mimes Doak,
and tho houses on tho other sldo as far as that
of H. P. Pitman's

At this point tho firo In this direction was
stopped. During this tlmo tbo fire had
worked along He wall street, taking In regu-
lar order on the cost side tho houso aud shop
of W, A. Stevens, the factory formerly used
by jonn vtaro, tno house or i nomas btacey,
tho house and stables of J. T. Paino and the
honses of Wm Stockwell and J, C. Wyman.
On the west side of Sewall street, commencing
with the house of Thomas Fors, succumbed in
quick succession tho house of George Church,
the factory and barn of Philip Lcfavour, the
house of James Chapman, tho house and barn
of P. T. Woodfln, and the honses of J. W,
Mason and Elcazer Graves, where the firo was
Anally stopped at about G.J0, John F, Wood-
fln, a fireman, was fatally Injured.
