tory was totally destroyed by fire at 7 o'clock
this morning. It Is reported that from ten to
twelve employees are buried In the ruins
William Whalen was liadlr burned about tho
head, chest and back. Katlo Panl, seriously
burned about the bead. John Plackcnbarg,
of Covington, jumped out of the window, and
was fearfully cut and turned. A man named
Iome was badly burned ind taken to the
hospital. Six girls were seen In tho third
story window with their dresses on fire, and
then fell back Into the flames. The names of
tho employees cannot be ascertained as vet.
Thero aro many mlstng, and tho lostt of life
will probably be terrible.

THIRD DISPATCH.
Cincinnati, Ohio, Aug. 3. It was about 0

o'clock before the fire was sufficiently ex-

hausted to enable the firemen to begin looking
for the bodies that were supposed to be in the
rnlns. Then they discovered In the cellar
fronting on Broadway a smoking mass of ma-

terial among timbers, brick and mortar. It
was fonnd to bo a human body burned to a
crisp, the arms and legs gone and with only a
fe.v rhreds of clothing adhering to the mass.
It was gathered up and laid on a board and
carried into tbe offise of the establishment,

Three other bodies were found In very much
tbe same condition all black and shrivelled
up, like mummies. In Fathering them up tho
arms and legs mostly fell apart, tho heads and
trunks, however, being kept together. These
four bodies were all that could be found np to
12 o'clock, and were lying in the office for tbe
recognition of their friends As soon as It be-
came known that tl 8 bodies hod been recov-
ered there was a greit pretmuro upon the
policemen by persons looking for their friends
t? see the remains, but they wero so disfigured
that it was an hour before either of the bodies
was Identified. On most of the bodies there
were hits of clothing that hail been protected
from the flames, and these alone leu to their
Identification,
