Tlie very power given to amend
that Instnime nt shows that its framcrs con
templated that our system of government
should bo flexible so tli.it It could bo adapted
to tho exigencies produced by tlio t h.tuge of
umes ami tne progrcn or mauictna in Knowl
edge and cmllxation.

In the present critical condition of social
and political a flairs various propositions to
enlarge the now era of the Gen eralt Jove nt

may have to lie considered. It is
very important, therefore, that correct views
dhontd prevail as to the truly popular char-
acter of that government It has always
heretofore responded promptly and effect-
ually to the will of the jieoplc. It lias
shown Itself to lie eminently liberal and t

progrcHsive. Neither the past history nor
the present condition of the nation jus titles
anyapprehenwons that the lie public Is iu
danger from ccntrallzatlorw It U now un-
derstood lhat the Federal nnd State govern-
ments aro in fact hut dinVrent agents and
trustees of the people The will of the
people Is no lew potent ut Washington than
at uarrismtrg or uichmond.

It shonld, moreover, bo understood that
enlarging the powers of tho General Gov
ernment noes not necessarily imply

there Is, as has been so clrarly
pointed out by Dk ToQL'KVILt.tc a vast dif
ference between n centralized government
and a centralized administration. Tho rock
upon which the Government was lately so
nearly shipwrecked was that of State rights,
and experience has hhown that we shall al-

ways have more reason to apprehend danger
to the Itepnblie from the centrifugal than
from centriiietal force.

In coaHldcrin this subject it I proper,
moreover, to notice the change which lias
tikrn plam In the condition ofthe cunntry
since the Constltutiou was atlopted, owing
to the diieoveries of science and other
causes, ITie teletrraph has brought all parts
ot tne nation into audi close intercommunion
at to make it resemble one city, thus render
Inx it practically like a small State to which
nlour, according to tho old theory, repnbll-ch- ii

government is applicable. Although
the whole body of American citizens can-
not Ix assembled In one place, as In the
Athenian Commonwealth, to dcli1erate
mon public affairs, yet the Mine end is
reached by means of the telegraph and daily
press. Through these instrumentalities the
debates of Cuugnw are read und public
question disemtwd simultaneously In every
part ot the land. Alius are the aenuments
of the people in every part of onr vaat lit-
public as promptly made known as even In
the smau iirecian hutes or antiqnity.

THE FUTURE OF WASHINGTON.
Many years ago by wine forethought an

act was pawed by the Legislature of tho
State of New York authorizing the authori
ties of the city or New lorkto plat the
wnoie 01 aiannaitan island so tnat ail im-
provements inlzht be made with reference
to the streets which It was foreseen would
be required by the future growth of the
city. Tills wise action secured regularity
of system In the plan of the npper part of
the city, which would have been impossible
had matters been allowed to go on in a
haphazard way.

The city of Washington was fortunately
laid out npou a magnificent plan, which se-

cured snch nnlty and hennty in its design
as will nltlmately render it the most splen-
did capital oil the globe. The city is al-

ready beginning to spread beyond its limits
as planned by L'Infaxt. No time should
1m lost, tlicrefure, Jn extending the plat of
the city so as to include all the territory
within the DNtitct of Columbia. This
should lc done iu order that no valuable
improvements may be made within the
District which might interfere with tlto
future expansion of tho city aa It gradually
extends beyond its present limits.

It la, of course, very important that all
future additions to the city should be in
harmony with the original plan, and it is
equally important that large reservations
shonld be made for parks, in addition to the
splendid grounds of the Soldiers' Home,
lor example, there shonld be a park laid
out so ns to include all of Rock creek
which is within the District All buildings
shonld be removed trnm its banks as far
down as the bridge, at least, and
the stream restored to its native condition.
Its dells would afford the dwellers in the
National Capital such cool and shady re
sorts as no other city can boast of. We urge
upon our citizens to conwaer tms sunjeet in
time, in order that the necessary legislation
may be procured at the next session of
Congress for carrying this design Into effect.

THE WASHINGTON MONUMENT.
Iths-toeu- the least, extremely doubt-

ful whether Mr. Mbadh ileaigu for the
completion of the WAsniNOTON monument
Is such as would be approved by the Judg-
ment of persons of cnltivsted tnste in art
matters. The responsibility of approving is
certainly a grave one, Inasmuch as if It
should be condemned by the judgment of
Intelligent art critics it would remain a
perpetual reproach to the Administration
which sanctioned Its erection.

We think, therefore, that it would be
safer to fall hack upon the original design
and complete it after having strengthened
the fiMindatinn as proposul. The ina1
4ontribu lions of iiuuit thousand of utKinle
have aided in carrying the monument to
Its present height. Their contributions
were made with the understanding thai
the raonoraent wonld he built according to
the plan exhimteit to them, and good faith
to the numerous contributors, both living
ami dead, demand that the original plan
suouid not ue abandoned.
