Uvea arrayed against him, because of his
connection with the raid again t the gambling
lnteresta of the city last winter, which re-
sulted In destroying that profitable bus! new,
waived an examination.

Tough, and on
Wednesday last, through John A. Grow, acting
M his counsel, ho sent a letter to tho Secretary
of the Treasury asking that the duplicates
might be Issued and delivered to him as In the
case of the originals. This
was referred to Assistant Secretary French,
who had the case In charge. Friday, at 10 a.
yn., was set apart for the hearing of the parties
In Interest. At that hour appeared John A.
Grow, S. A Peugh and Col. Jack Drown, ol
Georgia, as their attorney. Mr. Tompklus,
With Mrs. Lock wood as his attorney, did not
appear until much later.

Mr. B. A. Teugh stated under oath that ho
had been the attorney of Mr. Tompkins for
five or six year In the prosecution of hla
claim before the Southern Claims Commission,
and produced a power of attorney signed by
Tompkins in 1872, as well as fifteen or twenty
letters written by and received from Tomp-
kins between the years 1871 and 1677 to sub-
stantiate or confirm his testimony. A certifi-
cate from the judges of tho Southern Claims
OommiMlon that Mr. Peugh was the attorney
on record was also presented.

The witness states that about the last of
October, 1878, he obtained from tho Treasury

two drafts aggregating $1,342,
one for (335, (his fee) and the other for $100,
that he wrote his client (Mr.
Tompkins) notifying him of tho fact, and

him to send him a power of attorney
with authority to indorse his name on the
mailer draft, and as soon as he received his

fee the larger draft would be re-
mitted to hU address.

Not hearing from Mr. Tompkins, he en-
gaged Mr. John A. Boilings some time daring
the month of November to sell or raise money

n the smaller draft for him: that on the 4th
of December ho received from Mr. John A.
Grow $310 for tho smaller draft,
on the same day both drafts
of his Interest In them, and on the next day
notified his client of his action. Mr. Peugh
closed his evidence by saying that he had
never seen the drafts until produced In court.

Mr, John A. Grow was then sworn, and
made the following statement t That the
drafts were left in his office by
or Mr, Boilings on tho 23d or 24th of Novem-
ber, 1870. On the next day he met a Mr.
Goodman, who stated bo knew Mr. Tompkins,
and as Tompkins was Indebted to him he
would encase to nrocure Tomnkln's Indorse.

A land case of considerable magnitude was

argued yesterday before Secretary Schurs and As
sistant Attorney General Marble by lion.

The case Involved the title of the Bute of Kansas
to over 230,000 acres of land, being the aggregate of
tne grant 10 tne cute under the act of 1M1. admit-
ting Kansas Into the Union. This act provided
mat mere do reservca to tne mate every sixteenth
and thirty-sixt- section of each township of pub-
lic lands for school purposes, Ac Prior to the ad-
mission of Kansas Into the Union, however, nearly
half of the territory had been set apart by the
Government as Indian reservations. But this land
had been ceded back to the United States by the
Indians, and the question whether "nubile lands'
covered also the Indian reservation land thus
ceded was the point in doubt. t

18M, providing for the disposal of the Osare reser
vation. Congress Intended that the Uth and 86th
sections orcacn township or land embraced la tha
reservation, should be reserved to the Bute for
school purposes In accordance with the act of 1861
admitting Kansas into the Union.

As soon as the
train aril ted President Hayes was escorted to
a carriage hy John B. Page, the re
mainder of the party following, and wai
driven rapidly to Gor. Page's msnslon oa
Main slreet. Here they wrre received by Mrs,
Page and her friends. A largo number of
young loilics were ranged on both sides of tho
hall, strewing the floor with flowers as the
pany entered

After lunch had been serted the doors
wero thrown open, and about 1,000 people
nt ailed themselves of the opportunity of me t J
lug the rrceptimi lasted an hour
and a half. The house wu beautifully deco-
rated with flowers. At the clone of the recep-
tion the party sal down to an elegant supper.
Immediately after which they were escorted
to the depul, where a speiltl train was await-
ing them to convey them to Rrallleboro' via
Bellows' Palls, becrctarint Erarts,Devens aud
Key lift the train at Bellows' Falls to goto
Windsor tu spend the 8abbath with Secretary
Starts, when they aro to be joined on Bator
day night by the President and the remalndtg
of the party on their return from
Brattlcbnro. Tho reception was attended by
one or two thousand people.
FROM BELIjOYYS' FALLS TO BRATTLE

BflTTLKBORo', Vt., Aug. 17. When Preill

dent llsjes left Bellows' FatU at 1:37 this
morning the uccunnuts of his car had been re-
duced to a family party, consisting of the
rreftidcntand.Mr3.11aui, Mr. Webb Hsye,
Mr. Btin.li ft rd Hayea, Miss Foote, Mr. and Mrs.
W. II. HIgclow, coiulm of tbe President, and
(iipt. Wheeler, U.S. A. Hmlth
has placed his private car at the disiotal of
Secretary Kvarta, and It will be returned for
the uso of tho President and Cabinet during
their stay In Vermont. At Bellows' Falls the
train, (onsiating only of the car ' Belle vue"
and a baggage car. drawn by tbe locomotive,
entered upon the Vermont alley railroad, aud
tbe run from Bellows' Falls to Draltleboro', af
distance of twenty-fou- r miles, was made la
twenty-nin- e minntes.

The President and ladles of tbe party re-
tired for the night soon aRer leaving Rutland,
butlt being asceitaim-- tint the making np of
trains In tbeyardatBrattlehoro', accompanied
bv the switching of cars and the blowing of
whistles would disturb tho President In hit
sleep It was decided to convey tbe party to
tho Brooks faousa, where they might enjoy an
uninterrupted night's rest. The town was
wrapped In slumber, It hating been an-
nounced that the President would proceed di-
rectly to the home of Mr. Blgclow,ln Wort
Brattleboro'. His arrival at the hotel was en-
tirely, unexpected, nevertheless apartments
were aeslgued tho party on tho parlor floor.
