A NEW AND UNEXPECTED TURN

TAKEN IN TltE CASE.

MB. OAIKB TOMPKIVS'CHIM It) USD TO BK

INVALID rCBAISTETr ENDEAVORS Or

Mr, Caleb Tompkins, an old man of seventy-seve- n

years, was brought here from his home In
Georgia by the secret service detectives to tes--

tfy against Messrs. John A, Grow and Samuel
O. IN. ugh. Thce gentlemen had been arrested
on the Information of a Treasury clerk without
the authority of the Department, for the

d forserv of the iLdjismentof Mr.Tomr- -

kiusti InudinfUmadft out In his favor fur
sttUfactlonof his claim against

tho Government, allowed by tho Southern
uiann com in w ion, and continnpu oy lou
grew, who appropriated the money to piy It,

The drafts In ntifdlnn wero ra'helbr t
Treasurer of tho Vultcd States on presentation,
hut, upon the discovery of tho fonrorr. tho
money was promptly refunded by Mr. Grow
and the drafts returned to him canceled. The
drafts originally camo Into the possession of
air. iirow turougn a legitimate cnanuei, anu
tho Indorsement of Mr. Tompkins was believed
by hint to bo genuine. He was so certain of
the fact that he indorsed them himself and de
itoattcd them lu tho CItlrcns' bank of this cltr
for collettiuu. This circumstance was of Itself
sudlcient to acquit Mr. Grow of tho charge of
complicity In tho forgery, Nevertheless, de-

spite this, and the fact that tho Government
had Ixeu repaid tho money, and Mr. Grow had
ncUd the pait of an honest man throughout,
theirimlnal prosecution, originated in above
stated, solely by the secret servlto detectives,
was pushed forward with undiminished vigor,

Mr. Tompkins, a feeble octogenarian, was
transported all tho way from Georgia at the
public rtpeuse. All of this after Mr. Grow
had redeemed the drafts. At the Police ttmrt
ou the day of the preliminary examination.
iiensou, tneuciccive,wnson nana ami nsststei
tho District Attorney in conducting the prose
cution. Mr. Grow not deeming It prudent
under the circumstances to reveal hi defense,
waived hU lights to a hearing, and gave ball
to aw nit the action of tho grand Jur, Mr.
Pcugh was leas wise, aud although nocitdeure
connecting him with tho forgery was elicited,
vet tho police magistrate, pi o cm held him for
furnery becanso he had iartt-- with the cus-

tody of the drifts without authority from his
client, a decision probably tho moat marvel-
ous on record outsldo of a backwoods squire's
court.

The Police Court proceedings over, and Mr.
Tompkins applied to tho Treasury Department
for his money. To this his attorney before the
Southern Claims Commission, who bad pro-
cured him tho award, demurred. He appealed
to Mr. Tompkins to allow hi in the usual fee,
but to no nurnose. Mr. TomUklns would nav
nothing. ltocoursQ was next bad to the acting
Secretary, who referred the matter to Judgo
French, the ralstant Secretary, It was during
this hearing that the question of the validity
of Tompkins' claim was sprung. Then it was
elicited voat tne southern Claims commission
had informed the Treasury Department that
some of the awards made to parties In North-
ern Geonrta called for further Investigation.
and requested that theso cases be Inquired
into.

It next transpired that the claim of Tomn- -
kins was entirely without merit and ousht to
be vitiated. This turn In the tide was, of
course, an asfonUhcr for Mr. Tompkins, bnt
it w as now too late to compromise w tin ma at-
torney by paying nlm his fee. Tho case had
passed beyond his control. All day yesterday
Madame llelra A. Lockwood, tho counsel fur
Mr. Tompkins In these latter proceedings,
hoteredtu tho vicinity of Assistant Solicitor
Itoblnsou's office, making occasional visits to
that official, and volubly argulug the cause of
her aged client, whom she has had on her
hands for nearly two weeks, Mr. Ilohinson,
however, failed to bo conv inccd, but promised
that lu the eent of an idverso decision tho
Government would pay Mr. Tompkins' d

faro to his home,
Tho conclusion will probably not bo reached

for a few days, as the papers are numerous.
Mr, Itobinson asserts that there ore many
precedents for withholding payment from per-
sons whoso claims aro discovered to bn fraudu-
lent or exaggerated, even after they are
awarded by the proier tribunals. Mr. Tomp-
kins Is not out of tho woods jet, by any
moans.
