TIIE FIXE ARTS IX AMERICA.

If we may judge from the periodical lit
erature of the country during tho last decade
there is nothing which Is more universally
longed for by Intelligent Americans than
Increased attention to the cultivation of the
Quo arts In our Republic. This desire Is
also manifested by the purchase by our clti- -
Bens of many meritorious woi ks ol art, by
efforts to establish ntt cilleries, by the in
crease in the number of persons going abroad
to study art, by the interest taken in the
itudy of the department of the fine arts In
Die Centennial Exhibition, by some

mostly aborthe, however, towards
embellishing tlw National Capital with
works of art, and by tho lamtible desire
luown to appreciate anu reward ewry
worth r artist our country has produced.

But notwithstanding all these favorable
Indications art has not flourished In Ameri
ca, nor does It seem likely that it will do ho
loon, nnlen some means can be dev ised of,
effectually encounging it There Is now
no want of lversona who are anxious to pur
ine nrt, but they long In rain for good mis-
ters, the society of artists;, and above all for
enlightened and liberal patrons it is well
known that during its infancy modom Eu
ropean art was greitly indebted to tltc
Uiurch ior encouragement and jot tne

which produced many great mas
terpieces. In all countries in which nrt has
nourished it has enjoyed patronage .from
the Church, the State or wealthy privileged
clisses. We have swept away tho btato
Church and the privileged claws, nnd only
tho State remains capable of exercising
patronage in such a manner as to call forth
the highest efforts of genius.

Tlie want of stability of wealth in fami-
lies In America forms an insuperable ob-

stacle to tho private patronage of the arts
here In a country in which fortunes
rarely remain In families more than two
generations, neither the disposition nor
the powcrto patronire the arts, is likely to
exist to such an extent as Is necessary for
their proper development Hence tlie sug-
gestion which we made a few weeks ngo
that the General (Jovcrnment ought to be-
come a patron of the fine arts for tba em-
bellishment of this capital in a worthy
manner.

Tho New York Graphic, In commenting
cponour article, objects to the suggestion
becanse the eflorts of Conwess thus far In
that direction are not calculated to inspire
confidence In the art culture of that hotly.
SVe frankly admit that Congress Is not a
body to undertake the business of deciding
upou the merits of works of art, nor would
ire propose thnt it should do so. Our plan
would be to hive the business lntrmtcd to
a commission composed of persons possessed
of the highest qualifications as nrt critics
This Bcherae, of course, Implies that we are
to have some day or other Congresses

enlightened and liberal to appreciate
the true worth or the line arts, and

patriotic to decree thnt the Capital
of their country shall be rendered Inferior
In Its art embellishments to no other ctpltil
on the globe.

The Graphic refers to the fact tint we
lme many youn;: nrtl'ts nhroad ns an en-

couraging Bipi for American art. Unfor-
tunately many of them never become more
than mediocre Imitators. Indeed, it tiny
be questioned as to whether tho mo-- t
ripid progress, the greatest originality inri
the highest merit would nnt ho better
secured by tho total exclusion for nirre
purposo of stndy of all foreign works of cr
and nil foreign teachers thereof, thereby
throwing our nrtists upon their own inven-
tive poucrs and the resources of their own
genius.

The first work of an artist, ns Tainc well
observes, is to study nature nuxiously nnd
minutely and to keep tho objects them-
selves before his eyes and strive to repre-
sent them with scrupulous fidelity. As
ApjiLLEs and Zfctrxis and Phidias at-

tained the highest merit as artists without
studying In foreign schools, so it is poilhlc
far our artists to become great without ever
seeing tho great masterpiece of tho Old
World.

Another consideration is that our ait
can never attain tho highest excellence
until it becomes national lustea d of provin-

cial. Oar National Capital must becomo
tna centre of ttsts and patronage to which

Artist can look confidently foTa recognition
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oi wieir laienis ami mung Honors anu re-

wards Ko Incentive so cheer the nrllst In
his work as the hope of having the merit of
nu worK recognised ijy an enlightened, re-

fined and appreciative public auch ns can
only be found In great capitals. If all th
good works of our American artMs were
s)1ted at this Capital after the manner

of the respectivo nations of Europe the
rivalry would result In much excellent
work. Moreover, the establishment of such
nn nrt capital would bring all the nrtists of
onr country into each others society, and
iiiereny vastly promote their mmml im
provement. Ihusonlj cm art bo estab
lished, fir, as OiFTiir. has well said, art

onld oi.ly be discussed In the presence of
1UI.

neighbor. It Is high time thit wo should
get rid oftholnrbarous idea thit n nitlon
ever gains anything by impoverishing other
countries, especially those In close proxim-
ity. The more wealthy Canada lrcomes
tlie more of our surplus products will she be
able to take In, thus in turn promoting our
prosperity by the encouragement which will
thereby be given to onr industries.
