Ko one dreamed of
Ihe existence of such a law nntil It was re--
suneitrd by the researches of the ofilcers of
ue I apartment or Jnttce. Under that
law whuh Is still In force hundreds of ar-
rests might be made every Sunday. Ko
Bewoboy can cry a paper lor sale without
incurring its penalties.

Although all the officers of the District

Of four murders committed in Hartford

It is charged tbat the con-
victs have been Induced to commit these
acts of violence In conseqnence of maltreat- -
fearnt by the official. One ot thorn, upon
bis trial for murder, claimed that he liad
been oertaked by work, and another that
Ihe food furnished to the convicts was u-
nit for huinnu beings to eitt.

have been comic ted of rrimm do not cease
tobehumau but their custodians
are very apt to fall Into the liabit of abusiiu;
them, as though all their claims to humane
treatment had thereby hctn forfeited.
