taken up by paper on tho resumption of specie
payments. Hon. Stewart L. Woodford will

agencies.

A number of bankers In New York, Phila-
delphia, RuRalo and other cities aroeipected
to speak on the best method of resumption.
Secretary Sherman Is expected to be criticised
and defendeil with some warmth, especially by
some of the Western bankers, who are much
divided on the subject. On Thursday Hon.
Wm. 8. Orocslwck, of Cincinnati, will read a
taper on the silver question, and will advocate
remonetltatlon. lie will, however, oppose
greenback Infiitlon. Tho next paper on tho
silver question will he read by 1'rof. It. L.
perry, of William Cotlegp, Massachusetts.
Pome other papers on reiuonctlzAtlon are also
announced, after which Chauncey I Williams,
esq , of Albany, will read a paper on tho tax
it Ion of tanks.

On Friday It. IT. Thtirman, esq., of Troy
New York, will read a. paper ou bank taxa-

The scene of the outrage was the ancestral

Alexander Hamilton, The honse stands In a
comparatively secluded sjwt, overlooking the
river at a point about mldw ay between l)obW
Ferry and Irvlugton. At the time of the
burglary the o'cupants of tho mansion were
Coloucl Hamilton, an lnnlkl, oer 00 years
of age, an elderly lady named Webb, who
takCSCarOOI IIIO Oldgcuiicmnii, a inuy incuu
nt hm. four seraut alrls and an nzed work
man, named Daniel Wallace, who It U said has
been in employ of the Hamilton family for

nearly nana century.
Tho burslars entered the house at 11 p. m,

and remained till 4 1. m. Tho women cave
them twenty dollars to leave. Tho scoundrels
helncd themselves to wine, ham, crackers and
other eatables. It is bellced the parties arc
iiAt tiiY.rslnnftl burtrtArs as thev did not tan
sack the house lu search of valuables; tho only
articles missing after their departure being
two small stiver dishes. The men aald they
were out of work eighteen months and needed
money.
