NORRISTOWK, Fa"., Sept, 10.
The gallows brought from Philadelphia for

the execution of Thomas Francis Curler wm
flit up In the corridor of the Jilt ou Sat unity,
and during yesterday was made the object of
curlodtyto a number of visitors who were
admitted to tho Jail. Curley'a cell Is oa the
ground floor, and Is but ft fen feet distant
from the scaffold, so tbst the sou ml of the
carpenter's hammer was audible to blu all
fifty long. Just above Is tho cell of Suttee, the
colored murderer of Mrs. IUoder, at Bluebell,
last June, and a few feet nearer tho door on
the opposite side is the cell of Wahlen, to both
of whom tho arrangements were an object of
dread. Interest, not withstand log tho efforts of
the all criff to conceal It from them, parti cu
larly Wsblen. ThU being but the second execu-
tion which has erer taken place In Mont
gomery count r. the other being there In
February, 1807, of Knddop, for tho murder of

BYMPATHV FOR CCRLr.V,
Not a relative has ever visited Curley since

Ms arrest except his father, who tailed upon
Mm for the last time soon niter tho first death
warrant was signed, over a rear ago. The
ahaenco of relation has causod great sympa-
thy for Curley, and he was left nifbtt of the
time In company with his spiritual adviser.
Yesterday Ft ttiers Monahau and flarvr-y- of
Norrlstown, were with him nearly all day, and
Wis him good-by- e at 10 o'clock; last night.
Curley did not retire until nearly 1 o'clock

morning. Monahau again Ylilted him
!hls morning at 7 o'clock, and administered

communion at 8 o'clock. The condom nod
rnan partook of his breakfast, and tho remain
Ing time ho spent with his spiritual adviser.
Precisely at 10.0-- o'clock tho sheriff entered
tho corrlder and inarched to the door of the
prisoner's cell. Sheriff Llndermau notified
the condemned man that his time bad come,
to which Curley responded that ho was ready,
and quickly arose, followed by Fathers Mona
ban, Oarvey aud Kuel. The shoriff and war-
den headed the march of n few steps to the
scaffold, which they mountod, followed br the
Prisoner with sttady steps accompanied by

Monaban, whtlo the other clcrgj men
knelt on the pavement below.

Curley was clad In black with a neat white
shirt, collar aud black necktie, aud a he
firmly clasped the crucifix, kneeling by the
aide of Father Monahau, his appearance was
that of aubmlaalon. But a few minutes were
occupied In the service, and at tho conclusion
the condemned man arose and said :

A SHORT SPEECH ON TIIK SCAT TOLD.

Gentlemen, I bid you all good bye.
A few more mluutes and the rope had been

tied tightly around his neck and his hands
lien oen ma mm, ana then father Monanan,
the sheriff and warden quit the scaffold. The
first support, which alwavs allows the trap to
firop slightly, raused n chill to pais through
the spectators. While the clergyman began
the office of the dead, and as the words "God
Almighty have mercy on his soul" were
spoken the sherlffpnlled the rope, and at 10:17
the drop fell, and Curley was hauged. Death
followed almost Ipatantly. The trap fell with
lbs usnal thnd, and was audible throughout
Jhejall.

The body twitched but little, and after Inng-lo- g

ten minutes was pronounced dead, aud at
10.40 o'clock was cut down. Soon after
benrte was driven np In front of the Jail, and
tho remains, which hadjbecn Uldout In a neat
coffin, were taken to the Catholic- burying
pound and Interred at the expense of the
priest. Throughout, the arrangements made
by Sheriff Llnderman were perfect. When
asked whether Curley had made a confession,
J'ather Monaban replied that he had died
ponltont.

Owing to the execution of Curley no conrt
was held here this morning, the fiesaion betug
postponed until 2 o'clock, at wlileh time tho
trial of Wahlen, charged with the l,!m statlou
murder, will commence. Considerable tlmo
frill be consumed, it U expected, In Impanel-
ing a jury.
