gion of Ion barometer Is In a high Utltulc, It

naturally follows that to tho aouth of tint
point the wind will le fiom tho warm regions
of tho aouth; while If thearoaof low barom-
eter is In a low latitude, that tho wind to the
north of that point will be from tho north, and
therefore cuw.

During the past winter low barometer fol-

lowed hi a higher line of latltiili' than usual,
causing over much of tho country warm south
winds, therefore wo h.vd little protrie ted cold
weather, aud wo had what is commonly un-

derstood as an "open winter. 'lhls summer
wo hnu had repeatedly alow barometer n li-

tre ahmz a Hue of hish latitude, cauilnrf to tho
south of it atiutheily and thcrefiro warm
wind. Low barometer ha.s btartcd in tho
