Thero
are not only types varying from tho lowest
grades of uplands to the highest class of
Ixmlsuua and Sea Island cotton, but like-

wise specimens of textile fabrics produced
in various parts of the Union.

Care fully-pr- e pared models in plaster of
every conceivable variety of fnitt are seen
In the glass coses of the agricultural ex-

hibit. These specimens hav e been 'specially
picpared by thedepartmout.aud In addition
thereto we have on view a splendid tct of
Inilt, moulded in wax, furnished by the
Horticultural Sodety of the State of Iowa.

The entire collection is exhibited la a
