Drooko Hereford, of Chicago, yesterday morn. mo

at All Souls' Clmich, In tho presence of a ovcry
very largo audience. He took for tho subject

his dlscourso "Tho I'crson and Work of
Jesus Christ." He said tho Unitarian church
may differ from other churches in Its uplulou seaon

what Christ wo, yet they all look up to
lllm as tho great teacher. Morally and religi-

ously
tho

He stands at the head of our race. Uni as
tarians bcllcvo In the Christ of the Gospels.
They cannot receive tho faith that Hn Is God, actiontheir orthodox friends atllrm. In tho Gos
pels thoy believe that they get back to Clnlt

Ho was. In these records of Ills llfo lies thattho essential and undying vitality of Christi by
anity.

At this point Mr. Hereford gave a very
graphic and tnnchlngdescrlptlon of tho career

Jesus, floin His announcement at Nurarcth tnHis Messianic tnksion to His death o.i tho
cross. Special stress was laid upon tho fact
that Christ always acted upon the conviction
that ills mission was for spiritual, not mater-
ial, ends. To this peculiarity is to bo attrib-
uted the loss of interest in lllm on tho part

the people who by "foico had wished to
mako lllm King," and tho growing boldness

tho priestly party which at last wiought
His crucifixion. Iletwecn tho Ignorant people

tho ono hand and tho persecutions of the
other, Christ kept straight on obeying His high
calling. It Is no marvel that in after years
men, wondering over his strango career, tried

explain Him by calling Him God. Hut, said The
Mr. Hereford, to mo and to thoso who lived tho
about Him Ho was one like ourselves ; His
deity was an afterthought. andHo was exalted above us hut In degree.
Such was tho Christ of tha Gospels. What Ho
was himself ho expected his disciples to and

liven His saying, "I and my Father arc
one," held but tho same thought which Ho ap-
plied to Ills disciples, that "they may bo ono
even as wo are." Even Paul's declaration con-
cerning Him, "in whom dwcllcth all tho ful of
ness of the Godhead bodily," was applied to tho
Christians also.

In the next placo Mr. Hereford spoke of
unrists wont, which no saitl was nural nml and
Internal. His death was not n sacrifice to God

appenso dlvlnu anger, but tho natural result
n llfo spent in trying to lift men out of

their sins to God and a holy life. He did noth and
ins to turn God to man. but all to lead man to and
God. Wo will not, howoor. attempt to follow
tho preacher through his elegant trihuto to the
blculugs which have followed tho spread of tho
moral power ol iwUrisr.s, teachings aua exam-
ple.

In conclusion, Mr. Hcrefoid showed how
ClirUt has laid tho one great foundation for
uicwoiicrs religious llio a totimlatlon upon
which all kinds of superstructures have been a
lea led; but which abides while ono alter an-

other of the many creeds nnd systems built
upou It perish. As Lord Ilicon to modom
philosophy, ns Kuclld to geometry, so Is Jesus tho
to the world's religious life.
