Nrw YonK, Teb. 8. At tlio reassembling of

tho Potter committee this morning
Wlckhain aud Coiporatlon Counsel Whitney
wero among tho spectators. At 11:15 o'clock
Governor Tlldcn entered, accompanied by Ills
brother, Henry A. Tildcii, of Lebanon ; John
Illgclow, nnd Henry S. Dimmock. Tho Gov-
ernor camo in smiling, nnd took his scat
quietly. Ho was nt ouco sworn byMr.Hiinlou,
chairman, whostid, "GqvornorTllden, wo

your noto expressing your willingness
to testify." Mr. Tllden replied, "I havo read
tho publication nnd translation which I havo
novor seen beforo. I ncvor entered lntQ,nny

to purclmso tho votes of South Caro-

lina or Florida. I had no Information or sus-
picion that any such communications wero be-

ing carried on Until I siw dispatches published
in tho New Yoik Tribune. 1 had no knowl-
edge of nor any dealings witli nny parties to
these negotiations. I never authorised any
such negotiations in nny form whatever. On
tho morning of November 20, 1370, Mis. Colo-

nel I'elton mentioned iu my prcsouco that her
husband bad gono for tho dny. I didn't
know ha had goue, or was going out of tho
city. Ho wont to Philadelphia, I believe.
Later iu tlio day I was called on by Mr.
Cooper, who was on his way down town, and
was told by him that ho hud rccoivod an offer
from some party oMorlug to obtain for monoy
tlio voto of South Caiollna. I said I would
authorise no such trans ictlon nor spend tnonoy
for any such purpose. Tho wholo conversation
occupied only a few moments. I obtained
Colonel Polton's address in Ilaltlinoro mid tele-
graphed him to come. I know nothing of
ciphers that had been passing between him nnd
othors, and I could not havo translated thorn.
With regard to Florida, I naversawono of tho
telegrams either iu cipher or translation. I
did not know I was not Informed that
any negotiations weio going on in re-

gard to Illegally obtaining certificates of re-

turning boards. Mr. Marhlo told mo In a casual
kind of way about tlio con uption of tho return-
ing bond of Florida. I novcr saw any ono of
thoso dispatches relating to Florida, cither in
cipher or translation. In regard toOiegoudls-pitche-

I did not know they camo In clphor
until nftcr tho mcctiugof tho commlttoo to in-

vestigate them. Some of tlio dispatches weio
addressed to my lcsidcnco, 15 Ginmeicy pari;.
I do not know that any of thoso dispatches
wero ever delivered there. Colonel Pclton'a
habits of mind and miuo nro very different. A
day or two after election Gcncial Grant wroto
a lcttor rocommondlug that committees go
South to sco a fair count. I had nothing to do
with tho selection of thoso committees. I
novor heard of them but ouco, and that was a
communication signed by Mr. Otteudorfor and
others. I was very busy nil that time, and did
not undertake to concct tho idea that thoy
weio my personal agents. That idea lias no
foundation. Thoy roprcsontod tho Democratic
paity. None of them, so far as I know, went
to these States authorized to do anything that
gentlemen might not do. From tho 7th of No-

vember, 1870, to Deccmbor 0, of tho samo year,
under no circumstances did I enter into nny
competition for socking of certificates by vo-u-

Inducements. There nover wns un hour
nor n minute that I entertained such a thought.
To the pcoplo who, as I bellovo, elected ino
Prcsidout or tho Unitod States to 1,000,000 of
rltlreus who wero dofrnudod, I owod it as a
duty to pioclaim I would not yield ono jot or
tlttio of my right. Whatever ovlls may Jesuit
fiom this subversion of clcctoial system nnd of
froe government, I resolved I would enter into
no auction for tho purclmso of the Chief Magis-
tracy. Cheers, which tho chairman suppressed.
1 was lesoived that I would coutiuuo to pro-

test against tho wioug by which tho pcoplo
weio dofiauded out of their rights."

Ho had no kuowlcdgo or rccollcctlou of it.
"Mr. Smith novcr showed any of these dis-
patches to mo. I do not know If ho had u
cipher. Whin Polton returned from Haiti-mor- o

I said something to him about ills action
and ho undo no inply. I did not get from
him nnv Information about ciphers or negotia-
tion! til, ill I saw them published. I did not
bellevo that Peltou had any power, because
ho had no authorisation. Edward Cooper
came to ino and said ho had received a propo-
sition to get tlio votes of South Caiollna for
money. Tho substanco of our convcrsitlou
was I hat tho votes wero for salo. I nover heard
of nny attempt to brlbo until tho publication
of tho fait. I first henid of tho Florida briboiy
fiom Mr. Marble. Ho simply inontioncd tho
circumstance nftor ho had returned fiom
Florida.

I mani-
fested my displeasure, but did not nsk hlui to
resign his position. I kept up no confidential
lehulons with Smith M. Weed In renal cl to
theso transactions. I know nothing of ills'
prcscuco lu South Carolina. I hoatd no propo-
sition from him to buy votes. I had not tho
most kindly feelings towntd him

Mr. Tllden admitted that he had had
confidential iclatlons with Mauton Mai-bl- e,

That tho latter, beforo going to
Florida, culled to bid him good-by-

Theio was nothing in tholr conversa-
tion at tho meeting hearing on this ques-
tion. It was little inoiu than a formal loavo
taking. Ho rcltciuled, In reply to questions,
that lu his Intorvlow with Mr. Coopor no idea
of accepting a proposition to umchaso votes
was debated botwocu them ar thought of for a
moment. As for Cotonol Peltou, lie was the
last man lu tho world ho (Tildou) would have
selected If ho hud Intended to enter Into such
transactions as purchasing tbo elcctoial votes,
ilelug asked why lu his caid to tho puhllo ho
did not lofer to tho liajtlmoie transaction, Mr.
Tildou lepliod that It was not pcrtiucnt.

Q. Do you not sco that your statement that
you had no kuowlcdgo of tho negotiations, ex-

gesting locations and plans for tlio city post-otllc- o

I havo seen no mention of one which,
for several icasous, scorns to commond Itsolf lo
favorable consideration. Perhnps the reason
th.it it has not been suggested may bo found
in tho fact that It involves no "job" or salo of
prlvato pi operty to tlie Government, and, there-
fore, has found no ndvoeato to push It into no-

tice.
Tlio southwest cornor of tho reservation ou

which tlio City Hall is located has been mildly
mentioned, coupled, howovcr, with tho qualify,
ing suggestion that that reservation had, per-
haps, bettor bo retained fur uso as a paik. Hut
no matter how much that icserv.atlou may be
improved aud beautified as a paik, thoso who
fiequont or pass through it will, on looking to-

ward Itssouthorn border, bo confronted by the
blank, rough, nuil unsightly brick wall of tho
unfinished City Hall building. It would bo
contrary to all esthetic taste and tho fitness of
things to lot that oyo-sor- roinaln to mar tho
nppoarauco of tho pirk.
