Tho Campt s ol Uhe Cigy y hias recelver
from the bank exuminer in Georgla a speclimen
of the new 4 per L, Bonds recently sined By
Lhal State, They are, In slze and coloy, similar
to groonbacks, and In other rospects they are n
bowd, with interest payable six years after
date;, with six annunl counpons, nmounting to
tiventy conts ench, apon tho right end of the
nole,  The Complroller, Ly his repords lor 1572
snd 1573, enllea the attentiom of Congress to
tho tssue of certifieates of the denomination of
80 by the Stale of Alabama, which wero re-
coivable (o poyment of taxcs nod all dues to
the Btate. The question Is likely to avise
whether theso bonds nee bills of eredit, The
Compt roller, in bis veport for 1572, said the
Coustitution of the United States provides that
no State shall emit bills of evodit, and it has

The Chlenge Whisky Cases,

In the Supreme Court yosterday Mr, Jistice
Cliffurd delivered the oplnion of the court In
the onse of the United States va. Hurton M,
Ford ot al. and six other cases.  In those cases
the decision 18 thpt accomoplices fn guflt, not
previously convicted of an infimnous orime,
whon separately tried are competant witnesses
for nod against cach other, aud the nniversal
nenge is that such n party, if called and oxam-
fped by the publie prosseutor on the trial of
his associntes fn guilt, will uot be prosecuted
for tho same offonse, provided it apponrs that
he acted ju good flth, nnd thal he testifled
fully sl fuirly,  Alsgo, that where the case is
ool withiv any statute the general rule fs that
IEan swcomplice, when examined as a wituess
hy the public ruseentor, dissloses fully and
fuivly the guilt of bis pssocinbes he will not be
prosecited for the offense disclosed, DBut it s
oguslly clear that he cannot by law plead such
fouls fn bar of auy indictment agniust him, nor
avidl himsell of 16 upon his treinl, for it is
mercly an equitable title to the merey of the
Exociitive, subject to the conditions hefore
stttod, nod e ouly come befors the gourt Ly
way of application to put off the trisl in order
to give the prisoner time to apply to the Jx-
ecutive for that purpose. The distriet-attorney
