As wo aio approaching tho clnso of tho
iiltiotconth century, add tlio spcr.kcr, wo o

moronnd morn sonslblo of (ho astonish-
ing profusion of eminent persons nnd public
servants, In overy path of human effliit,
during tho idx dorados previous to tho late
war men who havo seldom boon equalled in
nny country ior patriotism, Knowledge of gov
ernmcut, nnd in tho loftlo't gifts and pur-
poses. Whou ho first camo to Ibis city

of James Madison nnd Alexander Ilnino
llton wcro mombers of Washington society-an- d

formod a nucleus of a socloty which, for
dignity of deportmnnt and brilliancy of wit,
was novor excelled. II tho statulnrd of worth
Is deteriorated among puhllo men now, tho
cause of tho dcrailctico can bo traced to tho
grood which has become a rutlng passion of
Americans. Statesmen may originate nnd
digest commercial plans that will bring
wealth and compotuuca to thousands; they
may declare aud perpatuatn war, may declare
poacc, open (ho channels of cnnimerue, but ho
gains for himself only Injurious accusations
while living, nud lu death, at best, only u
doubtful cuiogy.

Nor is this menial decadence peculiar to this
country. Tho samo dcrllno In tho highest
gifts of (ho mind Is porcopdble lu Europe. In
(formally, ho said, thoio was no writer
In Imaginative lllcraturo who was known
throughout lluiopo. Their philosophy was

togiovulllug materialism, All they can
boast of now Is a piodlglous standing army,
and n scheming wurkor for tho suppiusslon of
human llbeitics lu tho parson of u Ulsniarck.
Tliero was ono blanch of kunnlcdgo in which
tho present ago outsliips nil Its predecessors.
It is in that science which unravels the secrets
of nature. Tho domains of philosophy havo
been invaded, and thu term Itself si twisted
that lu 187K It has como to moan a veiy differ
ent thing than when Nowton worshipped at Its
shrluo. Now it means, not wisdom sought, but
wisdom gained. The scientists of imvo
taken nsture by tho throat nnd forced her to
disgorgo tho arcana, and she, like tho rest of
lior sox, Is unable to keep 11 secret.

Tlio concluding portion of tho addros con-
sisted of somo ninst Interesting sketches and
personal reminiscences of sover.il distinguished
statesmen of tho past. He said that it seemed
to hlm.hut ycsteiday that ho stood In tho cor-
ner of thu gallery of the Seuato Chamber and
listcnod to tho rounded porlods of Webster lo
tho roll of his voice, stiikiiig tho oar In deep
melodious cadences liko waves upon tho shore
of tho sea. After giving abiief sketch of
Webster, ho alluded to Jackson, saying that
history a Horded few such Instances of adauiau-lin- o

will and conrago of purpose The great
secret of his power was hit ti lollty In friend-
ship. Ills nualltlos wero all clearly and bold-
ly defined, but without exaggeration aild de-

formity. Ills haughty spirit kept l)lm abovo
vulgar strife. To oppose him was to opposo
uosmiy. biicli will uouuoil inn direction to ac-
complish groat good. That direction would
havo been found lu Daulol Webster. Datiinl
Webster, Henry Clay, aud John C. Calhoun
then occupied tho public mind almost exclu-
sively.

Calhouii's'charactcr has bcon allko tbo sub-
ject of earnest pralso and obloquy. Whatever
was the diversity of opinion regarding bis
character no man would deny that he novsossed
wonderful Intellectual faculties. Tall, gaunt,
and somewhat stooping lu flguro, with a blow
full but receding, liatr starting from his head
llko a Gorgon, au eye that watched everything
mid revealed nothing, u voice subdued but em-

phatic, to au audience already embittered he
seemed (n rca'i.-.- tlinldin Weal of a conspira-
tor. The most popular man in thu thu trluiu-vlrnt- o

was decidedly Henry Clay. Tho secret
of his great and unbounded ponul.iilty was
that he had cultivated to poil'cctloti what our
public men loo often neglect tho philosophy of
manners.

Tho most remarkable man of his day and
gouerntlon was Thomas II. Bcuton, who was
characlcib.cd more by Intense individuality
than Intellectual power. Ills oiatury was

fur tho discharge of nil sorts of mis-
siles at thu head of his adversary, llko a cata-
pult. Ho bilstled with passion and animal
coinage. Ho would havo mado uu excellent
military commander.

As nu lustuiico of llciitou'd egotism tho
spcakor roniaikcd that after his
(loucial Fremont, bocamo tho Itcptibllcau nom-
inee for l'icsldcut in 1S.')0, many said that lien-ton- 's

opposition was Inspired by his fealty to
the Democratic party, 'itio 1 1 tit It was dint ho
looked upon tho sclecdou of a subordinate
tnombor of his family us simply n great pleco
of impertinence, whichovor political party did
it. To a question which the spcakor put to
him at that tlmo as to what ho thought of tho
nomination, Benton replied: "Think, sir? I
think this, sir. This uomliintlou was un-

doubtedly made becauso it was thought that It
would bogintlfyliig to mo to mo personally
uud undoubtedly ho will bo elected: but If.
sir, I merely glvo cxpicsslou to tho simple
monosyllable, 'No,' thoy will drop him, sir;

Parties who Raw tho storm
from ndlstanconay It was terrible to look ut.
It could bo distinctly seen from Lcmars. At
Hist tho storm cloud presented tho appenrauco
of au hour glass, nftor which It assumed the
shapoof n straight column, and then seemed
to break Into fragments and drift awny. It
nppcarod to niovo slowly, and was lu night
about half an hour. Tho wind blow stiong lu
Sioux City, but nu damage woith mentioning
was done."

Milwaukee, July 1. Iteports from over 100
different points In Iowa, Minnesota, and Wis-

consin say the late storm did no damago (o
the crops. Somo wheat was blown down, but
it is all coming up ugaln.

St. Paw., Min., July I. Tho storm Wed-
nesday night was tbo hoavlost over known in
Minnesota. Five Inches of rain fell horo In
fifteen hours, the greatest amount slnuo the
Signal Service Ollico was established. Tho
damage lu tbo city is considerable, but is con-

fined to flooded streets and cellars, burstod
sewers, nud one or two buildings undermined.
Trains aro dohiycd ou all the rallroids by wash-
outs, and uono arrived at or loft tho city until
last night. Tho most sorlous damage Is ou tho
luilioad near Red Wing, whoio washout will
stop travel for a day or two. The storm ex-

tended all avor this Slate and Northwestern
Wisconsin, In which regions' thero was a great
fall nf ruin nnd hall, aii'ouipinlcd by thunder
and lightning. The details como in slowly,
but Indicate that great damage 1ms been dune.

DETAH.H OK THE TKliltlULK DIBVSTEK.
Sr. Paul, Minn., July first com-

plete account of tho terrible loss of Ufa in
Goodhuo County by (bo slorm ofWudnesday
night aud yesterday morning readied hcio
early this morning. Thu storm assumed the
uhaiactcr of a cyclone near Ited Wing, the
point of great violeiico being at Vnsa, u small
village somo ten miles west of tho Mississippi
Ulvcr.

A special dispatch to the Pionetr i'rrss from
Hedwlng says: In tho town of Vasa the fury
of tho storm was at its height, making fearful
havoc. Itsocmod to stint four miles huyuud
Vasa. and traveled In a southwesterly direc
tion. Vasa Chinch and thu orphanage, which
Is under tho caio of tho chinch, wero com-

pletely demolished. The orphuuugo contained
twenty-fou- r Inmates, and nut of this number
three woro killed outiight and seventeen in-

jured throo, It U thought, fatally.
Tlia house of Illicit Stovonson, closo by, was

blown dowu, and ho was killed and his wife
seilously Injuied. O. II. Holme and wife, nu
eldeily couple, wero killed j also a baby of Mr.
aud Mrs. Linsed nud another party unknown,
making ulno poisons In ull killed, and fuur
mine aio not expected to livo. Tho number of
wounded Is thli ty. Tho roof was blown from
tho parsonage, a little In tlio rear of tho church,
and set down In a Hold, whero it flittoncd out
llko it fan. Tho baru of August Peterson was
blown dowu aud his house badly Injuied. Tho
houses of all mentioned us killed woiu blown
down, and many other houses Injured.

Tho stoi m luged (hrough Hollo Creek, where
it blew down tho houso of Anthony Puttcl aud
completely dcstioyed tho bum of Walter
Doyle. The blacksmith shop nt Black Oak
poU-otllc- was scattered to tho winds, and iu
different places In the town tiees wcro upioot-oi- l

and canlod foiwaul aud set down without
the bieaklug of a limb.

At Wariuntowii, on tho lake shoic, dnco
houses ware torn down aud u man, his wil'o,
and daughter weio killed in ono of them, At
.Maiden Jtoclc two finiiio houses were demol-
ished and tho top of tho watch-hous- e was
taken oil', but no lives wero lost.

Thu btonu uiossud fioiu this side to Ticutou,
whcio it unrooted .Mr, Huiuulgieou's linusii,
baru, uud giuuuiy, nud biuku duwu large trees
on his timber land, The roof of Audiuw Nel-ton- 's

bum was blowiiMiway nud completely
smashed to pieces, and tho baiaof John Tag-ga-

was struck by lightning, and burned to
the ground. These houses are all In tho south-
eastern pait of tho town. The damage to
ciupsis considerable, but not to bad as would
havo icsultud had thu storm occiimd later in

Judge Mnchrynnil thu Teller Committee.
Pending the Investigation by the Teller Com-

mittee Jtulgo Mackcy, of South Carolina, tes-

tified lu relation to tho management of tho
election In that Stato In 1870, a report of which
found Us wny Into tbo newspapers and fell un-

der tho iiotlco of United States Marshal II. W.
Wallace. Ho has written Seuator Teller n let-

ter In roference to tho singular tostimnny of
Maekoy, In which ho charges that tho state-
ments mado by tho Jiulgo havo very llltlo
foundation outsldo Ills own vlld Imagination;
and further that, whilo his romauclug ou po-

litical affairs is so wall understood lu South
Carolina that It uceds no explanation, thu o

miy not bo woll Informed ns to his ver-
satile manner, and bonce Marshal Wallace re-
views some of tho limccuiaclcs of his recollec-
tion of the facts, nftur n lapso of (wo ycais
and a half.

Marshal Wallnco says it would niipa-i- from
Mnckey's evldeneo that nn Indufinltu number
of deputy in irshals woro float lug around tho
polling products, Intimidating Democratic
votors, but It was all in his Iniigliiatlon, for
only fourtoen deputy marshals woro appointed
or held commissions la that county at the
tlmo of that election ono doputy for oiuh
pulling precinct lit tho county, and somo of
theso did not qualify.

At Cjrm ol 1IIII, whero he represents (hat n
crowd of doputlos nssatiltod voters, only ouo
deputy wus present, and ha was nrresloil by
tlio State officials and cairled to jail because
ho attempted to Interfere with tho g

piocesscs nf Mackoy's Democratic friends:
and after his arrost they had tho voting all
on their own sldo.

It was represontod at tho time, through tbo
nowspipois and by gonurol report, th.it Judge
Muekey had boasted In several of his speeches
for tho Democratic pnty that if uuy duputy
iriirsliat attemptod to lutorfern with thu elec-
tion In Hny way ho would utoiico order his ar-

rest and commit hiiii tojall. Tho Stato author-
ities had asked to h iy a detachment of (loops,
under a lieutenant, stationed ut Chester Court-Hous- o

to prosorve tho poaco. It was antici-
pated that Muekey would uru.ilo a dlstuibanco
by attempting to arrest uud commit thu mar-
shal to j ill tho moment he miulo au attempt to
iiiturfcio with tho olllcers in tho discharge of
tholr lawful duty.

About tho middle of tho nfternoou Muekey
wont to the polls and objected to the manner
In which tho votois wore reqiiliod to ap-
proach tho ballot-box- , and soon becamo
boisterous, whvu tho doputy detailed
to take caio of him suggested that hu
was disturbing tbo olectlou nud advised him to
rotlre. Ho utoiico ordered tlio sheilff to ar-

rest the deputy and a riot seemed Imminent,
but the duputy ordered the squad of soldieis
into the court-hous- e yard, the polling precinct
holug In the court-hous- and Maekoy was told
that he must ceasu his disturbance or go to
jail. His rage cooled dowu and ho wlthdicw
to ono sldo uud indulged iu a vlliipoiatlvo
liaranguo, when tho election piococded quietly.
No effort was mado tnarreelLleiituniiut 1 Inton,
who did not lake Ills men iuslde the building
whero the box was, but kept them lu Hue on
the side of the yaid. No voter fouud It noces-s.ir- y

to pass near the soldiers lu going Into the
house to vote, uud no chargo was mado that
any oll'ort was mado by any deputy to Influ-
ence a voter.

Dtch deputy mnishal had a commission
signed by Marshal Wallace, uud thu statement
of Muekey that tho commissions went headed,
"Stand by Your Patty," Is u dellbouttu false-
hood. All the commissions wero mailed to
thu (deputies by the marshal, and no such
words, or any woids of u like puiputt,uppeared
oulthcm.

the United States marshals, instiiictiug them
to dlsieg.ird (he process of the S,tatu cotnts, is
characterl.ed by the nun'ial :vt a flight of
Imagination. Tlio circular loferred to was ouo
from the Attornoy-Gcuci-al'- s ollico giving tlio
different sections of tbo Revised Statutes bear-
ing ou the election and oxplalulng tho duties
nudiiiithoilty of United States marshals under
thoso sections, and It contained no such in-

structions as .Indue Maekoy luiiresouls,
Mnishal Wallacosiys lie has tho names of
