Natlonal aud sate Soverelgoty.
To the Eiitor of the Nutfonal Ropuiblican :

Bin: The speond period of our Governmont
was under the conpmot of confederstion, from
1791 to 1750, It I important to bear o mind
that the Congross wos practienlly continnous,
and that it was this Coloninl Covgress, und not
the colonlen or States that propoved the artie
el of conifederation ; that It was not a uiolon
of tho enlonios or states whicls was proposed by
the Cotgress, or noted upon by the people.
Nar was the appeal made to thow to becomo
mombers of n Fedoral league, That thoy
ware Wrendy united, wis doneedad, and tholr
Federnl dependenclos wers flxed by their nnlow
They had already submitied to the supremoey
of the Cougress us the gonerml governing
power, sod were soting undor & recoguition of
ita muthoyity, without iis having beon invested
with sny of the attrilmtes of sovervignty iu-
dependently of thoir colonial union.

Iho proposition contained In the articles of
Confederatlon, theralbre, war clmply & propo-
sition to mwinke the unlon perpotusl,  The coms
pact proposed was o ecotapaet for perpotulty,
and in that compnet thers was no proposition
for n dissevernnco or repndintion of their de.
pendenes upan the Natfonal Government, By
neceding to Ie they dbd ot neceds to a unlon
of the coloylea, or, na they were now eallod,
By this net they added vothiing to the
supremacy of the Congress as n governing
power which 1t did not alrendy powess, nod
thoy cedod nothing over which thoy thomselves
could elaim o severnlly, sovirelgoty, or sue
premacy,  Ontside of the leaguo of wuion they
woere every one of them but dependencies upon
the erown of Great Britan, and lind never heen
nuything olse, The compiuet itsul &oreatod and
secared for I colony while In the Union, &
sovereignly wnd fudependence wihich it had
not und could oot have lndependently of the
Union,

The eompact of the confederation proved
utterly defective us o bisls of Nutions! wdmin.
ilrution, Thore was no new organigation of
the Genernl Government nnidor it other than
tho appointment of secrotaries for the diffors
ent Departmaonts, who stood in relation of spe-
cinl committess appointed by Congress for the
regulation of the forelgn and home departs
muonts inthe adoinisteation of palille affuirs,
The powers of these eommittoes wero not spe-
cifieally definod, nor was any such committeo
appointed by Congroas until Moy, 1704,

It I8 enay to soo the defects of the confedome.
Hoo, dompariog 1L, as wo may, with tho record
of Hs tuelioleney und the more sucecssful nps
eriution of tho present Coustitution, But
when we cousider the emburmssmonts in
which it orlginated wo cannot wonder at its
Inelielonuy, »

The peculine elronmstances under which a
frme of  govermment wus called for: the
grievances and oppressions which tho colonics
hiad sustuined, nnd were still smarting nnder,
from the arbitrary ennctmonts of Parlinment,
and thy measurgs of sdmivisteation in Eog-
lind rendered them extromoly jeslons of any
nuthority ta bo erected whose powers shonld
in muy degroe eontrol thelr own logislntion,
The nfulcnulu of the Nation found themsclyves
io o situstion at onee vew and peenlioe, They
conld look back upon the history ol other res
publies us beacous to wirn, but not ax lights
to guide, The one for which thoy wore called
npon to Jegislate was without preeedent inthe
world's history, They were not yet In fuot
Stites,

Without the settled conselonsness of nations
nlity they could vot know what might be thoeir
Natloonl wants or necessities, 1litherto thoy
Iad understond the benofits of the Union only
a8 dependent colonies, nnd  with reference
merely to rostralning orresisting the aebltrry
extension of Is anthority by s power to whieh
they neknowlodged and confosed wll doe alle-
gianes, and from which they bad wot oven
thought of sopnrnting themsclves, HBut now
thiey hiad by the deelnrtion of theie independ-
euve virtuully severed the tie of thely political
relutionsliip with the purest Btate—tho Crown
—they Leenme extremely doalitful and ean-
tious with what sttributes they should clutho
their own Natlovnl Adminlstmtion,

The muin defeet In the Articles of Conledsr-
atlon lakd Ju the mwost pesnicioos of its provis-
fons—that fo the States respectively wod re-
served the vight and tho powor of enrrying out
the decrecs of the Cougress aml executing
them wpou the people within their respective
Juriglictions, while the Geueral Government—
thie Congross—had no power by whieh it could
enforee tho Btutes thenwelves to comply with
It mearures,

Had the colonies themselves been Indopend.
ent of each other when they provlatmoed their
Independonce of Gireat Britato, then the sov-
erelgoly exorelsod over onch of thew by Eng-
Tond wonld undoubrediy have reverted to eagh
respeotively, Then they might rightfolly huve
consldered themsel vis sovorntly Tuverted with
the unqualiied atteibutes of goverslguty, Buat
there never was i thioe dn ol thole past hise
tory when thoy had not been subjeet elthior to
Civent Britain or to the Congress ; aud st the
very tlme thelr Independence was declired
each and every one of tham hind, by tie neces-
sities of their situation, sl by Its own voluns
tury aeguiosence fn the exorcine of the powers
the Congress necesiorily assuimed, suljected
itaelf to tho direotion nad control of w geueral
government, which wus virtually vosted with
these prevogntives of soverelgnly,

However thix oxtreme llea of Btate Sove
ervigoty may have oviginated, it was this so-
called reservation, ns if powers which thoy
never pisscssed gcould be sald to b resorved, it
wus rither the conveynnoe to the Stales in
pevoralty of thode powers of savercignty whiloh
did belong, nud must pecessaiily belopg, sod
which ought to belong, to the Goneesl Governs
maent, bowever deslgnated, which reudered it
