General Wnlkcr says : "I do not feel It In-

cumbent to tako up In their ordor mid answer
tbonutncious misrepresentations and uilWato-mcul- s

rising at times to flagrant falsehood nnd
"outright calumny contained In tills slmincfill
letter. It would nufilco to exhibit tlio geueral
character and autmusoflhtsdocumaut by citing
a few of the giosscst Instances of pcrvcislon of
fact or direct falsification.

First Referring to tlio provisions for tlic
compensation of enumerators, Mr. Konncdy
says : "Tlio nvcrago bjsls will enable hlin (tbo
Soperlntciidontof the Census) to pay cnutuera-totsfl-

per day, whllo others tuny no restricted
to $2 or less tier day for equal services, pro-
vided tlio nvcrngoof 10,000 or moro enumera-
tors shall not bo moro than $1 or$0 per dlom."
Tills allegation, which crisis its shudo so widely,
has not nn Inch of root to support it. The act
of March 3, 1670, expressly provides that tlio
compensation allowed to any enumerator shall
not exceed $1 n day cnt of the 100th meridian,
or $0 west of that line, nnd preclude) any
avetaglngof the compensation of tlio'cunincia-tor- s

as a body. Tbo "averago'' considered Is
'tlio aveiago of tlio Individual enumerator's
own woik nnd compensation thcteof. -

Second Mr. Kounedy declares that "thore Is
nothing In tholair to prevent tbo employment
of 1,000 mcu additional to tlio cnnmciators fur
a twelve-mout- nt $0" por day nnd traveling
expenses." A In ieC computation will servo to
set this statement in Its ti no relation to
Mr. Kennedy's published statistical dibits.
Ten thousand men nt $0 n day, for 300 work-
ing days, would coat thu Government $18,000,-00- 0

for their compensation alone. If $-- n day
were ttdded fur traveling cxponses, the cost of
this Borvico would rise to tfau.OUS.OW. Mr.
Kennedy says "there is nothing in tho'lnw to
m even I" this.

Third Mr. Kennedy 6tatus that " ono of the
mast valuable fe.it u res in tho past thiee cen-
suses, tlio valuo of real estate owned, has for
come unoxplaluod object been stricken out of
tbo law ut a moment wlicu its ictcutiou is
specially essential In view of the radically
changed condition of our people." This state-
ment is not lu tho letter of it absolutely un-
true, but Its necessary effect Is to deceive ovory
leader who It not ultimately acquainted
with tho facts of tho case, sluco It would
crcato tho Impression that tho statistics
of tho valuo of real estate are not to bo obtalnod
at tho coming census. By the act of 1870 tho
Inquiry ns to tlio valuo of real and porsoiul
eetato is, whllo dropped fiom tho population
schedule, retained upon tbo social statistics
schcdulo, mid tbo ntuttstlcs of wealth will still,
for a part of tho census whllo agoucics are. pro-

vided by the now legislation, which It is be-

lieved will serve to secure for them n far higher
valuo than they have over hud boforo.

Fourth Mr. Kennedy dcclaiea that tho
censuses uuder Federal subvention

Is but 'a devico to piotract the services of tho Su-

perintendent beyond the tcim promised for
tbo completion of the general census. In mak-
ing personal reflections of this character, n man
must bo conteut to stand by the natural pur-
port of his words, nnd cannot tako icfugo lu
EOtno posslblo oonetiuctlon of them. Any ono
reading tlio paragraphs must understand that
It charges that this project was dovised lu tho
Interest of the Superintendent of tlio Census.
and adopted nt tho Instigation of himself, orof
His menus, tor mo puipose oi pruiougiug ins
term of otlleo. Bo understood, tho chaigo is
not only false but calumnious. The pioject of

.jnternieuinto otato censuses uuuer rodotai
subvention wns not suggested by tbo Superin-
tendent of Census, but originated lu tbo Com
mitted of Congress. If tho senso of humor
could coexist with tbo iudigiiatlou which such
a wanton calumny must arouse, one might
no amused to llud .Mr. Kennedy, wnn hold a

In prcparliig.coudnelliig mid compiling tho
eighth census tor six ycais, lacking seven
Vt'CLks, and was then turned out by an
Impatient Societury, leaving less than
half lu bulk ot tho tables of tho
census published, chargliig an Inordi-
nate desire tu draw a salary upon tho prcsout
Superintendent, wliohohl ollieo less than thrco
yoirs In couiiicllou with tho ninth census,
having lu that time complete 1 and put in
typo every tablo In tho vastly widor raugu'of
compilation conducted nt that census.

Mr, Kounedy, in objecting to tlio early or-

ganisation of tho Census Ollieo, declares that
"Superintendents have never heretofore been
appointed ovor tlueu or four mouths lu

mid its frequently nut ono." Thin,
sgaiu, Is not absolutely uiittuo lu tbo letter of
it, but Is false lu essence. Mr, Kennedy wns
not, Indeed, nppolutcd Superintendent of tho
eighth census until Juno 1, 1H(X, but ho was
uppoluted, at a talary of &i,U0O, to make tho
ticcissaiy piop.iiiitlons fur that census as
early ns July, 18."!).

Flith Mr. Kennedy states that "thero Is
no clearly-expresse- d definition of the duties
of tbo enumerators that Is nut ns clearly neu-
tralized by suluiqiiout provisions of tho law,"
To Ibis charco. wholly without snecllloatlon
or Illustration, 1 can only toply without a lint
denial, Tho duties of enimiointors nro clearly
nnd amply dctluul lu thu law beyond nny
danger of misunderstanding, except by poisons
with u nnii bed genius for nilMUidcistnudlug
every tiling Mhlcb they do nntllko.

Patagonia Mountains, Aiiiiona,

July 10, 1870.
To the Editor of the National RcimbUcnn:

Pill : From Fort Wallen our drive was rapid
over a little-use- d road, sweoplug In long

curves tho chain of mountains (till wo de-

scended fiom tho Mesa) along tho foot of hills
of tho Sautn Rita rango to "Camp Crittenden,"
a spot selected in 1807 for military use, aud
work on tho fort began and continued on nu
oxtcusivo scalo under Lieutenant Ross, till
1S72, when It was for reason nbaudoucd.
It was conceived on a splendid scalo by their
captniu, Ewcll, and buildings put up of adobe
brick, enough for a regiment of men or more,
all on a magnificent scalo. It lies in a broad,
lovel basin, tothesoulliof which was tlio Pata-
gonia Mountains, mid nt tho base of which
flowed tha beautiful Sunolta rivor,

Tlio snot Seemed woll chosen for defciwo
against tiio Indian, for from nil directions all
apmoaclilng objects cculd bo seen. But hero
was tho mistake. These soldiers ought tint to
have been scut hero thus to provide uttractlvo
quarters amongst Indians, who day aud night
lu thoso years piowled tho plains, and fiom
cvciy height watched tho poor adventurous
pioneer and shot him down liko a dog.

Crook, tho most woishlped of nil men or
Generals ever in tho Territory, had his quat-tor- s,

hut his soldiers, day and night, did just
what the Indians had been doing roviug,
watching, slaying and thus did ho mako It
posslblo to dwell horc. Uudcr Crook,
wherever the Indian wont, ouo or
moie soldier followed, was surprised, iiriested,
and often slain. They did nut sleep ou arms
in adobo quartets, nnd leave tho pioneer to
gu.ud his own life uud homo ulouo. Only ono
or two buildings of tho fort yet ictain a roof
out of qulto n cily of houses. Tumbling to
lulus lu all directions, tho great rows of theso
mud brick called to mind tho ruins of Baby-
lon. All tho windows, dons, itc., wcio

to Ciunp Grant, whero a new lot of
qtinitcrswcro erected. Tho csplanado or drill
giound was tho finest I over Faw ovcrwlilch a
legimcnt could havo been drilled. Ouo mna
is still paid by Uncle Sam to guard theso
mumbling plies of adobe, for nothing elso now
remains. Much labor aud treasure was spent
heie, now lost forovor. Ono mllo beyoud Camp
Crittenden, by a gradual diiccnt of about ono
bundled feet, we teach old Fort Buchanan,
built Immediately nflor tho Gadsden purchase,
but It now lies lu ruins aud utter desolation.
Owls and bats, scorpions, snakes and lUiid3
aru its only occupanU. About sovoutyllvo
thousand dollars was thrown nivay at this spot
under Buchanan, General F.wcll, I think, In
command. Dining tho stay ot tho m my horo
notliingspeci.il happened, and it Is difficult to
sco why a camp suomu nave uicu looaicu in
tho depths or such a vauoy. just overirom
tho nuns, about two nuiiurcu yarns, is n uttio
cemetery ou tho heights of a small Mesa.
A low niouumcnis ol maruio mm ouo

nrie-sl- s tho tiavelei's attention, and
naturally arouses his curiosity. Within tha
rilling sleeps Mrs. Moulton, tho wifo of Cap-

tain M., In service here, when bo was attacked
strangely witli small-pox- . Ho was removed
fiom home, warned not ruluru too soon; but
ho did. Dr. Itosi now ichites the sadstoiyl
glvo you below. Soon nflcr, ns his biavo nnd
lovln.-- r wlfo cavo him somo tilllltic attention.
a mysterious apparition lit whlto crossed the
Moor lu nont ol her. inn low moments,

from tho fright, sho bald to her hus-
band, "With mo all Is ovei: I shall dlo within
two days," That night situ was prostrated
with small-po- x bcisclf, and was Indeed a
coiuso oio the suu set of the time sho had
named. See lolt tluco helpless children and
her husband to mourn her loss. Near by woro
tho inouuiiiciits of fourotlieie.n pioneer family
uamed ' Pennlugton; theio wcro fivo In num-
ber father, mother, daughter, sou aud

Tho wholo weio attacked by tho
Apaches, when they defended themselves as
host thoy could. Tho father, mother, son aud

wero all klllid. leaving only tho
surviving daughter and wife, whoso picvlous
cscapo trom tho tortures of the Apache Is a
wild talu of staitliug romance, yet ti no. All
oftlioabovo slain wcro ouo day fiom homo.
Iudlaus eiiirouuded their little home, and
mado hor captive, and rapidly can led her
away. As tho day closed, tlio woman's exhaust-
ed stato gavo tlioui assuianco they could tako
her no fuithcr. To nil of their ugliness sho
had quietly submitted. An old uiiu of tho
tribo had walked bcsMo her nil day and talked
to her constantly of the wtongs tholr trlbo
had sufl'eied from tbo whiles, In Spanish, sho
icplylng In tho samo language, which sho tead-ll- y

spoke, that for all he stated neither sho
nor her family were responsible.

Toward setting sun the Indians fell behind
and put her In front. Ou a sudden, without
warning, sixteen cruel spears woie thiust Into
her body, she was strippod naked as tho hour

was born, and thus, bleeding, sho was
d ishod ovei u picciplcu ou tho roadside and
left to dlo. During the night she lieiml voices,
aud amongst others that of her husband, lu
hot puiMilt of the savages ; but she was !k

then to speak. All night she lay tlieic
In iiironv not doseillable. By inoiulng she
had rccovcrud somoivhat, made hor way out ol
tho chasm to tho little trail, and tlicuco, In
hoiilblo pain, walked fifteen mlli.i over tho
stony ground, which 1 tiaveled mjsolt uud
saw lot myself, and luto i cached her father'
house, to llio joy oi tut. &uo was put to neu in
iicr biulscd, exhausted and tot tilled stato; nnd
within ouo mouth thero was horn to hern
beautiful daughter; mothoi and daughter yet
llio lu the city of Tucson to attest every word
of this strange story. Soon after this tho bus-biu-

rnthei, Ac., was killed. Iu cotlisoof
time tho widow was married, mid I learn Is tho
wifo of the most distinguished physician of
Tucson.
