Sin : It has been alleged that decision No.

2.2G1, which admits pedestals and statues at
tbo samo rato of duty as statuary, whon such
pedestals nro invoiced with and accompany tho
statues, has been mmlo tho medium of tho
importation into tho United States, at 11 duty
of ton per cent, ml valorem of pedestals 01
monuments which arc ically no part of u
statue, and that a etutuo is generally invoiced
with such pedestals or uiouttniota lu order to
give color to tho claim that thoy nro both In-

tended to bo used together.
Tho department tins, therefore, to state that

tho decision lofotrcd to should bo strictly con-

strued; and, in ordor thut tho pedestal and
statuo may bo properly regarded as 0110 sili-
cic, thoy must bo ovidoutly intended for each
other. To illustiato this vlow, it may bo stated
that fi statuo of a famous person, real or ficti-
tious, with a pedestal on which his notions arc
illustrated, would constitute a slntr.o aud
pedestal onoaitlclo, whllo au Impoitntlou by
1 dcalor in maililo work of various ilguics,
rvltli as many pedestals adapted as woll to ouo
is to another of such figures, aud as well
idaptcd to toceivo nu urn or other ornament
as such figures.woiild not couio within tho de-

rision In question, such pedestals should bo
classified as mauufactuics of marble, liable
to n duty of fifty per cent, ad valorem.

When tho work claimed to bo a pedestal Is
out of proportion to tho statuo which Is to sui
mount it, so that It becomes a monument with
k statuo surmounting it rather tliiiu a statuo
Willi its appropriate pedestal, such a structure
will not boiegaided as part of tho statue. It
Is not Intended that dealers ah.tll enter oxpoti- -

live monuments which aio lu fact mauufac-
tuics of niaiblc, at a duty of 10 per cent tul
valorem, by merely impoi ting with them or
placing upon them cheaji flguies lu marble,
although such figures may bo brought within
the definition of statuary. .

You will bo governed by the vlows herein
expressed whou enforcing tho law under such
decision.

Defaced mill Lost llomls.
Tho Secretary of thu Trcasuiy has issued a

circular lu regard to dtstroyed aud defaced
bonds, and lost registered bonds of tho
United States, lu which, after citing soctious
3702-3-1- -5 of the Kovlscd Statutes relating to
this subject, ho says:

Parties presenting clolnis on account of coupon
cr registered bonds or llio United Btates, which
have been dtstrojed wholly, or In part, or on ac-

Iu the cote of registered bonds It should
also be stated whither they hud been assigned or
notpielous to their aliened loss or dcitructlon,
and, If assigned, by whom, and whether aligned
In blank or to romo person sneellltullv bv nninu;
and If assigned lu the latter manner, the unmoor
Mie assignee Minims ucgnou.

A bill was leccntly irrotvoil by tlio
Uo.iid of iloaltll from Iho Stato board of

Louisiana, purporting lo be for loitaln debts
coutractcd for sanitary otk in tho city of
New Orleans. Contrary to custom, however,
tho bill was not Itemized, and tho Statu board
Tme notified that tho details of expenditure
wore liisutllcloul to warrant Its payment by
the Troosuiy Department. Upon receipt of
this iufoi million au appeal was mado by tho
Stato boatd (0 tho Secretary of tho Treasury,

requesting a relaxation of tlio rules of tho
Treasury, so tliat In cases of emergency tlio
mouoys by mo .national
Hoard of Health might bo entrusted In bulk to
tlio Stnto board, and tlio latter held accounta-
ble therefor.

Tlio matter was suscquonlly roforrod to tlio
First Comptrolloi for Ills decision. Under tlio
stringent rules of tho Treasury govornlng
tho approval of expenditure, Jiidgo Porter
hold that until clear and unequivocal proof is
furnished, such as vouohcrs and affidavits,
covering every itom, tlio paymont ot tho bill
In question cannot bo authorized. Tho Na-
tional Board of Health concur iu this opinion.

Adams, to which
General Grnut responded in briof nud tilting
terms. Tho doors of tho hotel parlor were
thrown open nud a giand public reception fol-
lowed. Tho reception lasted about nu hour,
during which tlmo over 1,000 persons passed
turottgu tuo room aim were presented to Gen-
eral Grant aud members of tho party. At 2
ociock tlio rccepttou cuditl anil tho guests
woro cscortod to tho diutug.ioom. where n
collation was spread, and about IHO persons sat
down to lunch. Among tho party wcro ox- -

Governor Thayer, It. 1. liirhart, tho Secretary
of Stato, aud othor Stato oftlciuls. Lunch be-
ing ovor, tho party took carriages aud, d

by tho bands, marched to tho depot and
took a spoeiat tram tor rortlauu at 1 o clock.
Salem was qulot handsomely decorated in
honor of tho uvcut, and great enthusiasm was
manifested, General Grant stated that it was
tho first time ho had vlsltod tho city, and

himself as bciug gratlfed with Its
haudsomo and thrifty appearauco, and tho
hearty wclcomo accorded him.

Honored In Town nud Unmlet Alike.

Madrid, Oct. 17. A hurricane on Tuesday

night wai accompanied by heavy rains which
overflowed tho rivers Muudo nud Segtira and
floodod tho populous nnd fertile valley.
