It
comes as tho clvlllzer, thosmo prolictorof
our now chosen ubuda in tills wild Western
wulld, It is tho John tho Baptist of our pencu
uud luspliation of our hope. .Savagery moves
uttclc ucloro tho nimble nt us wheolx, ami
prosperity follows Its majestic power. From
Cussa Grande our route Is to Muricopa, also a
new place, laid out by thu railio.ul company,
with broad stteols, Into lajgu lots, a sale of
which took place ut public auction l.ist sum
mer ut prices as low as 4UU aud as high as $!0.
Only n fuw houses havo ns yet been built
there, but water Is easily hud. It Is
notf.tr from thu Gila, lalhopjlutfium which nil
freight ami tialllc with I'ruscuit, Phoenix,
&c. will taku its departuio, nud has tlio
niumlso of sonio railioad woiks as a basis of
bono on which to build n town. The depot
buildings are substantial and handsome, but
thero is nothing but an alkaline plain around
it, and no timber nearer than tho ilver,
twenty-riv- e miles distant. The road has left
tho old Maiicopa wells six miles oh" to tho
light, which in former times was tho slugo
station, and near which the spur of thu

laiigo leaches, pruseiillng in thu great
rock tho very likeness of a man, which thu In-

dian legend claims is thu fxco of Monlczumu,
ami they say he will yet hear tho cry of tho
pooor 1'iiuu und Yuma and come forth fiom
this rock to regenerate thu ruined Indian race.
Painted locks, another lilstoilo nud wonder-
ful spot, lies West of Mailcnru, not far from
rail and near tliu river. Thu traveler should
pause uud take tho stago to this luinaikublo
placo.

For many wuary miles tho cyo lesls mi
nothing but stretches of wasto, sandy ilesrrt,
unless It is lifted and glimpses of thcsu

jugged, bruwn and led;
stained, or piiiplo mountain tops are caught
mid in thu light nud shadows of tho day, or'
tliufglory ot siinrisu lighting their tops, or
hi caking lulu their gorges, they are always full
uf chaiin and warm tliu 1'uucy. Spots or tui
tions In Iho outlook of suc
ceeding mountain, like Hint of Cor., nation
(so limned by Spanish explorer.! Icon h like-iic-

lo n uilli'iit ciown), when thu iiuptiiplcil
atmosphere uf thu evening .'lollies llieui in
Imperial iiibo, b.u iiuu ,t sight uud pluiuienl
eternal iueinoi, lo i.Mst oi poet. Bill on no
rush to Vuitia without uutuhliig thu muncu ol
the wild rugged uud vulcanic wastes along tho
road.

Wo reach Yuma nt 4 o'clock, nnd leaving
tho car for wo wcro to slop thero two hours
W0 Walked up Into (ho town, It looked ns
bnrren within llsslreols almost as without, but.
It had n good hotel, tho Palace, nnd
if gentleman ns its proprietor, ns usual
West; plenty of si loons, a few hirgo
stores, kept In very good one-stor- y buildings,
bnt tho town looked ail ancient, decayed,
"gone" flort of ii Mexican place, rather than
nil American sanitary resort whero nstlima
nnd consumption are Invariably cured. Tho
fort stood ojiposKo on n hill, looking far hut-t-

than tlio town, whllo tho grand Col-
orado river awent between I men nnd fort.
whero tlio old ensign Ihulcd lu lbs glory. Up
tip tho river from tho fort a short distance
Is llio deep nut mado by Tom Scott's Pacllle
road, nuil wo wcro (old Hint much sliullnr
work was ilono botweou Yuma mid S.in Di-
ngo. Dozens or Yuma Indians, nearly naked,
wero lying mound tho train in tho sand; n
fow of tho fuinnlcs In red
flannel cloaks, which swung nroiiiid them
looso to tha kticcs, nnil which, I guess, was
nil they lind on. I "guessed " so becauso I
saw ono climb lulo a platform car with her
hack to me, nnil

From Yuma up thu rlvor Is uavlgahlo for
GOO miles, with somo fertllo lands, especially
on tho Arizona sldo. Ileforo the railroads all
freight was sent to Prescott up nnd then
hauled overland. Uoat.s still como mid go to
Ytiiun, hut at present tho numbers uiu fow.
Near tho town Is n lino twenty-stum- p silver
mill, doing well. Kxplorntlous and work in
mines all mound this point aro going on, nud
thero Is coining abetter tlmo fur ancient, much-abuse- d

Yuma, in spite of Us burning sands.
Mr. I'liigo publishes hero n lino weekly pulcr.
Castlo Donio lifts itself In mystic outlino in
(ho far distance, and mlnaicts, In tho long
mountain chain ivs It fades on tho vision, Ho
in n purplo sky. Tho gicat railroad hrldgu
ovor llio i Ivor is a masterpiece of skill nnd a
monument to tho cntcrnriso of tho men who,
Willi prophctlo Itcn, saw what treasures of
wealth Ho in tho yet unbroken fields ntul
depths of Arizona. H'o crossed tho great
desert In a paluco car nt night, and that night
a dark ono, too black ns Ink; heavy clouds
roiieu, anil mu winds swept tho vast dcsuit
with horrifying fury.

Wo icachcd tho really beautiful nlty of I.os
Angelos about 10 In tho forenoon, nnd tho train
stopped thcio for three liuiiis, giving us tlmu
to soo It thoroughly, A small, swift stream
divides it Into two parts, leaving tho business
streets chiclly on the sldo next tho hills, nud
on whoso sides beautiful cottages tiro built.
Tho population readies about 18,000, mid thrift
was evident, though thoy havo been complain-
ing of haul times. Somo of the business houses
would do ciedit to llioadway, New York;
and, by tho way, ns wo stood looking nt tlio
magiiificcuco of ono, your old fellow-citize-

ami famous school trustee, McCIcllnu, camo up
and grasped my hand. He is In charge of tho
otUcoofthc San Dingo Steamship Company,
nnd looks gicntly improved by his chaugo from
Washington hero. Wo also met hero .Major
Siilllln, a prince among ull good fellows, ou a
"pnyliig-oi- r trip." Tlio "Pica IIousu" is n
large, lino hotel, In a conspicuous spot, mid
run much llko the libbltt Is witli you. Kvery
homo hero Is surrounded by mi orange glove,
whllo the finest ruses, geraniums, hullotropes
and other tiupical flowers ami vines bloomed in
consummate gorgcousitcss. Terraces of grassy
beauty abounded. Palms and bandanas suread
their ilch leaves, and tho plumed grasses
wcio beautiful In eers- - viml. Nearlv nil
houses set back fiom (ho street und had lanm
yauls, except lu the old Pueblo part of tho
town, whero (ho Mexican still lives as In an-
cient days, when tho old mission of San On--

lei, near by, was built moro than a hundred
years ago, mid which has so marked a history.
I should write it up if tlmo hero permitted.
Los Angelos lies about fifteen miles fiom the
sea, nnd enjoys a mild nud gloiloua climate,
perhaps uiiprjtiuleil by any spot lu tliocuuntrv.

Fruit cultuio is cairicd ou hero lo on enor-mou- s

oxtent grains especially, tho icsulting
wlno manufactuic, and raisin curing, which
has now become great enough in Itself almost
tosiippnrt the tuwn. Oiaiigogrovesand giiiiu of
nil kinds mo also souices of wealth. It con-
tains two flour mills, wooluu mills, and furni-
ture, broom, wagon and other faclorles, whllo
tho salt works of tho county supply Arizona
and part of California with salt. Tho churches
are handsome. Two llvo dully papers are pub-
lished. The slrcels aro wide, clean mid well
pavod. Threo linos of "traniways," as Ilurltt
calls them, aro doing well, mid it's a real lux
ury to livu thcie.
