Yesterday morning tlio business of tlio
Criminal court was suspended, owing to tlio
breaking out of tlio dlsoaso ninong tlio prison
ors nt tlio Jail, nml soon sonsallonnl roports
woiospiond, greatly oxoggoratlng tho oxtcnt
and danger of tlio peatllcnco. Upon Inquiry
of tlio licaltli nutlmrltlcs It was nscortnllietl
tliat so fur sovon cases linvo boon ropoitod,
four of which liavo been removed to the hos-
pital. Tho othor throo linvo bcon Isolated and
cnrofully guarded. Tlio cases nro located :

Thieo cases liavo occurred In tho Distrlctjull.
The-firs- t citso which came to tho attention of
tho authorities wos that of n man lit Provi-
dence) Hnspllnl,-srli-o camo from Staunton, Vfl.
Ho had been In tho Institution six weeks
boforo tho disonso manifested Itself, and it Is
cot known how It originated, Tlio patient
was immediately removed to tho small-po- x

hosplltil. Tho next caso appeared in tho
District Jail, prisoner who had been con-
fined otght mouths and was within a day of
Borvlug out his tlnio being attacked with tho
scourge. Tho man was Immediately trans-furre- d

to tho small-po- x hospital. Ho Is tho
patient who escaped from tho institution last
Friday mornlug, niid was found waudorlug in
tho streets by the pollco.

THE CRIMINAL COURT ADJOUIINKD.

Yesterday morning, prior to tho opening of
tho Criminal com t, the habltuosof tho chain
bor woro not slow to olaorvo that somotlung
outsUlo tho usual routluo had occurrod, and
tho evidence was sufficient to show that no
session of tho court would bo held, Tho wit-

nessed supposed to be present worn not on
hand, tho prisoners' dock was empty nnd tho
assignment of cases posted for trial had boon
withdrawn.

Dcnlrlug to crcato no oxpitcment ornlarm, It
was thought best to suppress tho ical causes
for tho suddon halt in criminal prosecutions;

Had tho Judgo or other
officials at thu Court-hous- o outertulucd the
least Intimation that tho soourgo had ontorod
tho city prison not a prisoner lrom within Its
walls would liavo bcou permitted to outor tho
City Hall. As this could not bo prevented,
tlin nftTt. aim wns to nlaco a check, if possible.

work of tho court was suspondod. How soon
