A FDEWALK LEGISLATURE,

Avousra, Me, Jan. 190.—Governor Joseph
L. Saoith at 4 o'clock thig afternoon advanced
fo the gatewuy of the eapitol, nccompaniod by
somi fifty persons, vepresenting themnel ves na
tho leginlatuve, and demanded an entrance,
Admission was denied them, and Bwmith was
fnformed that if be would put his request in
