Tho question Is whether that derscrvlng
general would bo tho kind of a president tho
country needs a president who can bo de-

pended

lems of statesmanship which aro now beforo
us to preserve the good things already dono
and Improve upon them To lead battailous
of bravo men against a Codified position or to
wlu a campaign by Bdashlngninnajiivrols ono
thing to regulate tho finances of the country
In such a way that tho blessings of a sound
currency may bo peimancntiy secured to us
to develop our corn met cUl opportunities to
organize tho civil sorvico in such a inauuor
that It may conduct tho public business
upon sound bnsincss principles Is another
and In tlio latter caso tlio brnvo spirit
and ability which stoims bostilo batteries
mid lays low Invading hosts docs not appear
in tho first liuo of Importance When such
difficult civic duties aro lo bo pel formed wo
shall us rensonablo men Inquire whethor tho
brilliant captain who appeals so glorious at
the Iii nd of his columns is also familiar with
tlio complex Interests which inofficial station
ho would have to serve whether his kuowl
edgo tiatuiug experience and mental habits
fit him clearly to distinguish on tho political
field good from evil not only In the absract
but lu tho confusing multiplicity and viiilcty
of foims lu which things appear in reality
whether ho will bo sufUcloutly equipped to
penetrate restrain and baillo the wiles
of political Intrigue and tho conflicts
of factlou among tho friends which
always surround Hie chief moglstinle of a
girat commonwealth whether ho will show
Iilnftclf fitted to liiovo ou that field of civil
action and duty whero forces aro handled
and directed not by a meie rule of command
and obedience but by finding tho Just measure
of firmness aud moderation in tho pursuit of
great objects aud loslstanco to evil influences
I ciinuot Impress It too slrougly on your minds
that theio can bo nogieatcr diflcienco than
that between the handling of troops In u cam ¬

paign and the bundling of political forces of n
great people aud tho handling of tho political
affilm of a great government

Moreover it must not bo forgotten that
this government Is no longer the simple ma
chinery it was iu tbo early days of tho repub-
lic

Tho bucolic ago of America is over Tho
interests tho government has to deal with aro
no longer thoso of a small number of agri-
cultural communities with here and thcro a
commercial town They aro the Interests of
nearly fifty millions of people sprenl over au
immense surface with occupations pursuits
mid iudustiies of endless vnilety aud great
magnitude largo cities with elements of pop
ulation scarcely known hero in tho early
days and all these producing aspirations aud
interests so pushing powerful aud complicated
In their naturo aud so constantly appealing
to tho government llglilfully or wrongfully
that the requirements of statesmanship de¬

manded in this ago aro far different from those
which m faced n century ago

The fact is that tho president of tho
United States by tho very nature of Ills posi ¬

tion is obliged to spend far inoro timo in lis-

tening

to tho advice and tho wishes and the
urgency of inon outside of his cabinet than to
Ills consultations with cablnot ministers them
telves Tho opposition ho may encounter
from tho opposlug party in congress and iu tho
prcts Is lu most cases tlio least of the dllll
eiiltios ho has to con tend with The greatest
puzzles that aro apt to porplux and sometimes
to overwhelm his mind como from his own
poty who havo u claim upon his attontlou
and Insist to liavo tint claim lospoctcd Not
only upon tho great moaauirs of his
administration but upou every dotal tho
ndvlco of tho members of bis party
especially thoso In congrus is urged upon
him with all linaglnablu sorts of argument
and fiom all imagiiiablo sorts of motive
There is bcaicoly an appointment ho has to
make there Is certainly not a reform ho wants
to execute that ho will not bstvo to carry
thinugh a siogo aud storm uf opposing wishes
and intoichts Every object bo pilrMics will
inn counter to tho wishes not only of his
opponents but of soma of his frlonds every
refill m the execution of which may appear to
him dcslrabio will tread upou the toes of
somebody whoso iutuicsts lie in tlio ubuso to
be rcfoimod or who has a filcnd to protect
who Is connected with It and all these picas
representations remonstrances uigouclcs and
pressures go to tho picsldciit not tluoiifh
tho mciubms of his cabinet bnt behind
their backs aud It Is a mutter of loug
Mid varied experience that unlets
the president himself lino 11 sufficient
knowledge of arTalis aclcnroyo toseo Ihrouuh
arguments and motives and that temper and
tklll which ate necessary to itslst without
tiUundliig and to conciliate without giving up
Ills objects ho will Inevitably bo run over aud
lamentably fail No man who has not wit¬

nessed it hag an adiquato conception of the
fmious prcssuio tho president Is subjected to
especially during tlio first period of hla ad ¬

ministration tmd that first period Is apt to da
loiutluo the chuiacter of tho whole No
cabinet minister can carry out a icfoim In
tlio biuucli of tlio public servlco over which
ho presides unless lie has tho president at his
back for if tho president yields lo lemon
atiauoeaiiml urgencies biouglit to bear upon
li I us against such a reform tho cabinet min ¬

ister uill tlud himself bafllvd at uvury slop
Now put fur tho sake of argument In that

most trying position juuoial HiuicocU or any
man trained exclusively in tho walks of auuy

Intuitive genius which I hnvo spokeu of and
which ovon his most ardent friends as I un ¬

What has theio bocn lu llio school of his past
llio to ill liltu for It As a boy bo was ac
cepted by tho government as a cadet at West
Point and that was his cullogo and univer-

elect him It will bo only becauso bis services
