Police Ofllcors John Dally and Daniel S
Williams wcro arraigned In tho pnllco court
yesterday on n clmrgo of assaulting a boy
named John Quill on tho night of the 23d In-

stant Ify the evidence of tho boy and others
Who testified for the prosocutloii It appeared
that as the boy was silting ou his poich at
the corner of Third and Q streets southwest
tho pollcemon en m a along nnd he cried out

Now I have got youj I saw where you cuno
from Upon this tho policemen chased him
Into bis yard Williams strucW at him with
his baton and Dally shot nt hlin tho ball pats
lug through tho fouco about two Inches above
his bend The hoy was afterward arrested
hut broke away from tho station house Ho
was chased threo shots being II red at him
and recaptured On the way back to tho
stiilloii honso Williams clubbed li tin

Tho two olllccrs testified lu their own de-

fense

Their statement was to tho effect that
having coino out of a restaurant which tlioy
had visited fortliepurposoofscrviugn wnriniit
on tho proprietor they were accosted by tho
boy In I be uiaunor related above Dally went
after him to sco whn It was nnd tho boy ran
Into his gatoaud looked over the fence Ofll
ccr Williams then struck tho fence with his
baton Thu boy relumed tho tnliiti by throw ¬

ing bricks nt theni upon which Daily fired
his pistol In the air Williams tcstilUd that
ho applied tho nippers lu lie boy hut did
pot strike or otheiwisn abmo him Judgu
nuudvin dlsposlugiif the case rcuiutked thit
in his opinion tho Iiiigiiiigii nltho boy was
not a sutllclcnt provocation for the action of
tlioofllcuis mid If Dally had killed the hoy
when he filed his pistol he would havo been
guilty of felonious homicide Ho thereupon
Imposed a line ofioO or slxtydays upon uauy
nnd dismissed the charge against Williams
