Tho custom of making New Years calls was
brought from Holland toNlcuvv Amsterdam noW
Now York city Tho first observance or It was
January 1 1015 when the hardy Dutch settlers on
Manhattan Wand congratulated each other In
their newly erected log houses at the beginning of
their second j ear in tho New World Ev cry re
turning year brought Increasing prosperity to tho
colony and the day continued to bo celebrated
with boisterous mcrilincntand good cheer Every
family was lslted by the Jolly Dutchmen and they
wcro served by buxom wives and daughters with
a New Years bc erage of rum sugar and spices

Johrrinlardwhowrm on authority In annals
fifty yte s ago an original member of the vener
able Historic ol Society of New York was a pas
sionate lover of all thcld Duich customs oudln
J832 he defended New Years callsngainst an at-
tempt of fashtouablo society of the city to frown
