Flogging: in Our Schools.
We call upon School Superintendent

Wilson, who is a just and resolute man,
to put his foot down that there shall be a
stop to beating and misusing children in
the schools. Yesterday a boy of eleven
so exasperated a female teacher by put-
ting his hand to his face and laughing

'that she lost all control of her temper
and made a brutal assault on the child.
.It matters not what offense had been
committed, the beating and scratching
and tearing inflicted were disgusting
and unwarrantable. Nothing that is
human should be so disfigured
'for any offense whatever. Humanity
'weeps at the existence of the whipping
.post, atwhich thieves are scourged. Flog-gin- g

of unruly sailors on shipboard and
"of rebellious.,convicts in the penitentia-
ries may sometimes be palliated by hard
necessity; but we do not believe society
demands the beating of a child, or the
tearing of his ears, or the holding him
by the liair while these injuries are
being inflicted. If a pupil is unruly
and unmanageable, the school should
be freed from the disturbance he
makes. He can be punished in
some efficacious way without being
degraded by miserable blows. A teacher
who descends to venting his or her rage
upon a scholar is thereby proven unfit
for the high and responsible dut' of
teaching. The public mind will not re-

gard with favor anything less than an
adequate reined' for the abuse com-

plained of. Neither the teacher, nor the
School Superintendent, nor the School
Board, nor the District Commis-

sioners, nor the Congress of the
United States have any right to
authorize or tolerate such ferocious as-

saults upon school children as the one
which is the basis of this article. Disci-

pline the schools as rigorously as may be
found necessary, but the brutal beating
of a child by a teacher is just as indecent
an outrage as would be the beating of a
teacher by the Superintendent, or of the
latter by those who direct him.

around Garrison, Foster,"1 Rogers, diid
others in 183S never could quite seewhy

ihe-onen'-wh- 'refused, to be awakened
until the Mexican war was waged for
slave territory should be received into
full communion in their church. The
men who fought, fdr free soil, 'free
speech, and free labor, in 1S4S never
looked with much favor on the new-

comers into their-rank-s who were aroused
by the fugitive-slav- e law of 1850 and the
accompanying legislative atrocities of that
year. In 1854 the men of 1S30 looked
distrustfully on those who regarded the
outrages inKansas as the first real provoca-
tion given by the slave power. In ISoSthe
anti-Lecompt- on Democrats were counted
but little better than "slave-hound- s " by
those who in 1854-'5- G had thrown off the
pro-slave- ry j'oke. In 1SG0 the Republi-
cans rather preferred Breckenridge to
Douglas, and in 1S61 many of them were
angry because the Douglas men would
not go into the ranks of the copperheads.
In 1S65 the Radical reconstructionists had
no patience with the patriotic "men who
had been intensely ardent for the lTnion
cause, but who then faltered in dealing
thoroughly with the defeated rebels.
And now, when the world has moved
and carried along with it thousands who
were a few years ago impracticable and
dissatisfied, we liave some who appear to
regret the disintegration of the oppo-

sition, and who set their faces against
receiving recruits. Of this stripe were
those described in the parable of
Christ as complaining because a
new laborer came into the vineyard at
the eleventh hour and received the penny
which was a day's wages. They had, they
clamored, borne the heat and burden of
the day, and were not to be put on a
level with those recruited in the last
hour. These are held up by the Master
as unworthy and selfish. And so must
they be regarded who would now bar the
door of progress and well-doin- g against
the men who are struggling to make a
forward movement.

The negro question is dead. It has given
way to the law and order question. War
legislated. Reactionary efforts have only
accelerated progress. The silly Southern
sentimentalists who would not see that
their cause had been consumedin the fires
of war, the blatant Bourbons who hugged
to their bosoms the delusion that deadly
defeat was only victory postponed, have
lost their hold upon thousands of healthy
minds. Touched by the magic of free
thought and action, this new blood will
tell upon the national health. And lo !

we find Northern Bourbons unready to
permit national growth. Privileges
they have enjoyed may be endangered.
The profits of patriotism must not
be diminished. But these cannot pre-
vail. The recent election gave us a na-

tional victory. It signified more than a
party triumph ; it meant peaceful con-

quest. The Nation spreads her borders
in fact as well as in theory. The march
of ideas penetrates the South. The ice
breaks. Brave and enlightened men
stand forth who have long been redeemed
from the thraldom of sectional bigotry,
and say : " Give us standing-roo- m

among the adherents of the Na-

tion and national authority. Do not
make hard conditions. We are for the
Union, the Constitution, and the enforce-
ment of the laws. We break the chains
of tradition, and desire to share in the
blessings of the new era." Who will
dare reject them? Who will be narrow
and mean enough to say to Liberal Demo-
crats in Tennessee, "You shall not aid
on equal terms in giving us an Adminis-
tration Senator in 3'our State. You in Vir-
ginia who have battled under Mahone for
equal rights, an honest ballot, free schools,
and fair dealing with State creditors shall
not be heard in the councils of the Nation."
There ma' be some such ones, but they
will speedily open their eyes and march
on, or be left behind The brazen pre-
tenders to fair play who bull-doz- e voters
and by fraud and violence overthrow the
results of election will not be trusted.
TheBourbon'Democracy of the South and
their unscrupulous allies at the North,will
not be able to hoodwink the country ; but
the true men of the South, who openly cut
loose from them, will lead in those States
where they are not heartily welcomed as
followers. The sooner this is realized by
some reputed Southern Republican lead-
ers the better will it be for all con-

cerned.

The Iiove of Cruelty.
There is an element of savage cruelty

in the human character which baffles the
softening influences of civilization and
improvement as the love of scratching
refuses to be subdued in the cat kind.
This instinct it was that made the butch-
ery of captive gladiators the most accept-
able pastime of a Roman holidaj', and
those who were cast before the wild
beasts at Ephesus contributed by their
sufferings to the same delicate sensibility.
In our day we do not have men torn by
wild horses, nor yet fed to real tigers
and lions; but the love of cruelty
is catered to just as faithfully by
other modes. If a man must suffer
for the entertainment of the crowd,
he is stuck with barbs by vagrants
and blackmailers who have access
to some of the newspapers. If he is
most upright and fastidious in all points
of honor, the favorite treatment is to
lacerate his feel ings by coarsely represent-
ing him as mercenary and corrupt. If
he refuses to please the spectators by ex-

hibiting signs of pain, the performers
next proceed to dip their pens in venom
of a different character. They will strike
him by falsehoods concerning his family
or his friends.

A case in point. One of the fore-
most men of all the world, a man
in whose fame ever' American
ought to take pride, and upon whose
good name any cloud would be a national
calamity, is now, and has been for several
years, the object of newspaper attacks so
bestial, so surcharged with malice and
falsehood, that one may well imagine the
assailants to have been seized with some
delirium such as follows great debauches.
He has offended by refusing to notice
them. The brave enemy resents this in-

difference by degrading insinuations
against an unfortunate lad', whose wrongs
and misfortunes drove her for advice and
counsel to him and other friends of her
late illustrious father.

The fact of that venerated father hav-
ing lived through long years of useful-
ness as Governor, Senator, Finance Min-

ister, and Chief-Justic-e made his daugh-
ter all the more precious to the wretches,
because so great a sacrifice on the altar
of cruelty could hardly fail to deeply
wound the man for whose punishment it
was made. A special dispatch to the
Philadelphia Press from Washington Jan-
uary 4 indicates that the injurious state

During the last half fehturj quite a number of

newspaper pirates have graduated at the Capital.
Jhe chief occupation of theso persons is to nail a
black flag upon the character of every public man
who has interfered with theirprivate job3 or failed
to treat them with the distinguished courtesy tbey
unnaturally expect. It is. fortunate for newspaper
readers of the better class that these wretches are
seldom employed by newspapers which" have char-
acter or standing in the community. Most men,
after a few years of public service, become indif-
ferent to the assaults of these defamers. To criti-
cism of the manner in which they perform public
duties a majority are very sensitive. A.saults
upon private character arc generally regarded
with contempt. During the last campaign one
public man of high station, great ability, --and
proven integrity, a man whose conduct is in-

dorsed by a.largc majority of the people of the
greatest State in tho Union, was selected as
the especial target for personal abuse of the vilest
description. So far as the Senatoris personally
concerned, the accusations against him fell harm-
less and unheeded. Secure iu the estimation of
his friend's, who knew the utter falsity of tho
charge, he refused to dignify the slanders by
denying them. The most disreputable feature of
the assaults, end oue which the Senator
is Relieved to feel most keenly, is the
wauton attempt to degrade' the reputation of a
blameless lady. Foul attacks, uusustained by the
slightest particle of evidence, upon the charactor
of any woman arc bad enough. Uut the circum-
stances surrounding the case in point are pecu-
liarly aggravating to any person whose love of
country is greater than lovcof scandal, and whose
reelect for patriotism and high statesman qualities
is not entirely dead. The lady whose name is
bandied about iu the foul columns ofcertain pub-
lications is the daughter of a man ;ho rendered
the United States yeomen service when the nation
was in peril. If there is any man whose
name commands the respect of the American peo-

ple, that man was Salmon..'. Chase. It is unneces-
sary to speakof hislifeorhispublicscrvice. Both
are well remembered It is the daughter of

Chase who has suffered at the hands
of a band of irresponsible gossips. It is over her
shoulders that the lash is flung at the New York
Senator. In good time the scandal-monger- s will
be put to shame. OfthcfhMty of the latest batch
of stories put in circulation there are a dozen wit-

nesses in Washington men of the highest
character and reputation. If it shall be necessary
for the vindication of womanly honor that they
bear testimony to the fact ilhin their knowledge,
they will gladly do so.

New Democratic Tests.
Time was when the Democratic party

was a party of many and sometimes con-
flicting principles. It was sure the States
were sivperior to the Nation. Federal
laws were mere suggestions, to be nul-
lified by any State Legislature. If a State
decided that the " compact " it had en-

tered into was violated by all the other
States, the one State at once became a law
unto herself, and was "the solejudge of the
mode and measure of redress." Such was
the good old Jeffersonian Democracy.
Then came Jacksonian Democracy, which
in a tilt with Jeffersonian Democracy
would have hung Calhoun had not the gal-

lant Clay interfered and made successful
mediation. Then came the ferocious
hatred of the national bank, also the
spoils system, by which the victors took
the offices ; after this a revival of ex-

treme Calhouuism and periodical aggres-
sions of the infatuated slave power.
To question a demand of that power
was to be " fishy " and unworthy of Demo-
cratic confidence. Then war against the
Government became the rallying cry of
the Democracy in the South, and peace
and meek submission the policy of the
party at the North. For the Nation's de-

fense against armed legions the Democ-
racy recommended the olive branch of
"peace at any price;" but for the hostile
party, a flaming sword, confederate inde-
pendence, and National dissolution. After
the war the Democrats demanded in be-

half of their defeated friends indemnity
for the past and security for the future.
To refuse this was to be harsh and cruel
to a conquered foe. Such have been the
aims of the Democratic party in the past.
Its creed in 18S0 was pretended belief in
the Morey forged letter and similar slan-
ders and libels.

The result of the presidential election
has caused a change of the Democratic
heart. We find that not only Kelly has
been thrown overboard by Tilden, but
Hewitt and Morey have been thrown
over by Josh Hart. All that was declared
true is now admitted to have been false,
and " nothing is but what is not." The
New York World, speaking for the dam-
aged party, of which it is the ablest organ,
makes the following new tests for mem-
bership :

The Democratic party as a party has spoken out
in favor of free ships and civil-servic- e reform.
Whoever, therefore, in Congress does not intend to
promote these reforms cannot in a party sense be
called a Democrat. The only real point for inves-
tigation and deliberation is how to effect such re-

forms.
This is as good in its way as was the

response of the converted pugilist, who,
being asked if he loved his Lord, said :

"Anybody that don't think I do can get
a d d lively bet out of me." And so
anybody that doubts the proneness of the
Democracy for civil service reform could
doubtless lose any given sum he might
dare to wager with the editor of the
World. The prescribed dose a hard
one. "Free ships and civil-servi- ce

reform !" Noble and inspiriting shibbo-
leth! The old toast can be revived:
" Gentlemen, I give you the clipper-ship- s

of America. Gentlemen, I give them to
you." Free ships! The phrase has a
slight smack of abolitionism. Freedom
is rather a sectional word. But then
there is " free trade " to match it, and the
Democracy used to howl for free trade
while pelting abolitionists with stale
eggs. Perhaps this historical fact may
palliate the free use of the otherwise ob-

noxious word "free."
The Democrats now in Federal office

will take kindly to the cry of civil-servi- ce

reform, and will firmly set their faces
against money contributions for (Repub-
lican) party success. And as to those who
are in the cold for the next four years,
they can clamor for the reform men-
tioned on the ground of euphony.
It sounds well, and soothes the
average Democrat in his present
depressed condition, as the word " Meso-
potamia" soothed the ear of the devout
old dame who knew not its meaning.
The designs of the Democracy, as de-

clared by the World, are tempered to the
times. The red shirt of the bull-doze- r,

the tissue-ball- ot of his more peaceful
neighbor, the long and patient vigils
of the forger and the libeler, will be
among the pleasures of the Democratic
memory, while he who Avould keep abreast
of the times and be remembered when the
Bourbons return to power must be able
to prove that in 18S1 he was addicted to
free ships and sound to the core on civil-servi- ce

reform.

The Providence Hospital.
Several well-know- n gentlemen recently

presented to the President a protest
against a renewal of the present contract
between the Surgeon-Gener- al and the
Providence Hospital authorities. In
making the protest they made charges
of misapplication of, or at least
an insufficient accounting for, the
funds appropriated for compensation
to the hospital for services. The protest
was brought to us for publication, and the
city editor made a brief statement of its
purport. The Surgeon-Genera- l, to whom
the President had referred the protest,
made a response, which we printed. We
also printed an interview with one of the
sisters hi charge of the hospital. The
protestants, feeling agrieved at what ap-

peared in The Republican the same
being severe on them, and some of it per-
sonal in its character, have called upon us
for space in which to reply. They say
they are ready to substantiate all they
have said. We have declined to allow
tho controversy to proceed in our col-

umns, and have advised these gentlemen
to go to the proper committees in Con-

gress. If they can show that the
funds hitherto appropriated in the direc-

tion named have been misapplied,
of course it would be most improvident
to make another appropriation without
attaching to it conditions by which full
and satisfactory accounting will be as-

sured. We have a good opinion of the
Providence Hospital, and rejoice in the
charities it bestows on the unfortunate.
We cannot change this opinion on ex
parte statements. But business is busi-
ness. Let the matters complained of be
sifted,and the result will vindicate which-
ever side is in the right. It cannot be
settled in a newspaper controversy.

United State Consuls ITmlerpald.
To the Editor of The Xational Republican :

The United States realized a profit of about
5200,000 last year from our consular service, indi-
cating the possibility that it is being conducted for
speculative purposes. In no part of the world do
our consuls receive as much salary aud allowances
as do those of other nationalities, and particularly
is this true iu the East. In China, our present
great objective ioint, commercially and otherwise,
where our Ministers and consuls are expected to
work wonders, they are the poorest paid and most
meagrely appointed of those ofall nations.

For example, our Minister receives S12.000 peran-nu-

the Engli-- h Minister receives $30,000, with
an allowance of a year for entertaining pur-
poses. In addition, he has a splendidly appointed
establishment. He has likewise a large retinue of
well-pai- d attaches and servants, together with a
military escort to accompany him upon official
visits. The German, French, Russian, Italian, and
Japanese Legations are all nearly, if not quite, as
equally grand and imposing.

In the consular service, at every post the English
and other consuls have splendid establishments,
well appointed, and with plenty of sen-ant- s to add
dignity aud power to their positions, while our
"greatest and best" representatives have to shin
around as best they may to get a house to cover
their heads and shelter the consular seal and coat-of-arm- s,

which shelter, owing to their meagre rent
allowance, must per force be of the plainest and
humblest sort. The consuls of tho smallest
European powers receive far higher salaries than
do our own. In all cases our consuls exercise
judicial functions;, which involves more dignity
and entails more expense, with no additional pay
on occount of same.

In Shanghai the English consul receives 57,500
per vcar, with almost as fine a house and grounds,
frec'of rent, as our White Home. His duties are
purely ministerial (Great Britain has a thorough
system of courts throughout China and Japan.)
Our Consul-Gener- receives S3.000 per annum and
must pay his own house rent, servants, Ac. The
same distinction obtains at all other ports. When
the English consul retires from the service he re-
ceives a pension for life, equal inamonnt annually
to the salary of one ofour consuls in active service.
Living in the East is very expensive, there is
so much entertaining and beinsr entertained.
The habits and customs of the best English
ana European society ouiuiueu mere, uur consul
must do his part with dignity and liberality, else
his country receives a slap in tlte face. You can
little conceive, Mr. Editor, how far these things go
in giving a respectable status to our representa-
tives in those countries. If our consul has a just,
personal, or national pride, he must " keep up his
end." The result is, he must come home poor or
with the stamp of dishonesty branded all over
him, to the chagrin and mortification of his coun-
trymen. We do not consider our Government as
second class; nor are we ; if not at the very top, we
arc so near it that It is only a question of time, and
we all know that other nations are exceedingly
jealous of what they realize to be the near ch

of that time.
A nation's representatives abroad are regarded

as a reflex of that nation. How important to us,
then, that ours should be men of a stamp to do us
honor and much commercial good, and enabled
by liberal salaries to live in a style befitting their
statiop. I hope, Mr. Editor, that you ill at least
giye our national legislators an occasional "tip"
as to your views on the subject, and perhaps in
time they may be induced to do the square thing
by our representatives abroad. Yours truly,
