LEON GAMBETTA.

The Life ami Work or tlie French States-lua- n

lleviened Ileibrc a Historical So-
ciety.

the Long Island Historical Society Mr.
George M. Towlea, of Boston, recentlv read a paper
depicting vividly the career of Uambetta, the
Fiewh republican. The lecturer opened with a
graphic description of the uprising against the
usurpation of Napoleon in 1S51, the scenes behind
tlie barricades, when Boudin fell a martyr to the
Ci'iieof free government, and said that at that
thai- - in the interior of France a little thirteen-year-ol- d

boy, the win of an Italian attorney, first became
imiiued with the principles that chaYacterized his
aftVrlife Mr. Towle dwelt upon young Gambettn's
oireer as a law student in Paris as a rollicking,
tUitles associate of Bohemians like himself
wh n he spouted in cafes and other places
teiminenK of fiery hatred to the empire. He
f IceU bed his advancement in his profession when
he defended the republican editors who had
offended the umpire in their advocacy of a statue
to the martyr Boudin. His glowing eloquence on
thut occasion made eventhejudges tremble on the
lienr-h.an- the day after he was the terror of the
empire and the delight of the populace. He rap-
id reviewed the career of the man as a member
of the tribune, his services as an organizer of
armies, and as supreme dictator. He it was by
whue courage, zeal, and cxhaustless euergv
Trance was saved from committing suicide. He
proved himself iu the hour of his countrv's great-
er danger the ablest leader France has seen since
the days of the first Napoleon. Indeed, the lecturer
Faid, Gambetta had more power than Napoleon
Bonaparte possessed, and while, owing to his
magnetic power over men, he could casllv have
won a crown, when peace was made with the Ger-
mans and France was again tranquil he refused
all advancement and was satisfied to take his seat
in the Chamber of Deputies. His services as a
statesman during the pat few vears and his social
habits were referred to at considerable length, and
Mr. Towle concluded bv expressing the belief thatone day he will be president of the republic of
whose foundation he has been the master builder.
