Thirteenth Yearly Conventlon—The Mott Memorlal
Services—Speeches by Prominent Workers
ia the Cansc—"Squire Lockwood Ad-

The thirteenth annnel convention of the Na-
| tional Woman's Suffrage Association was called to
| order in Lineoln Hall at ten o'clock yesterday
' morning by the president, Mrs. Stanton, whe an-
nounced that the first session would be devoted to
& memorial service in honorof the late Mrs. Luere-
tia Mott, one of the ploneers in the eause of uni-
versal suffrage. The platform, upon which was
seated the members of the convention, was taste-
fully decorated with the American colors, while in
front, on an eascl, was & crayon portrait of the de-
| ceased, embedded in smilax, the sprays depending
from the beak of a dove. On sither side of the

portrait was a handsome fioral Iyre and a stand of
tlowers, while at the hase was a sheaf of wheat.
The hall was filled to its utmost with an interested
and reverent audience, composed mainly of ladies,
and the proceedings were marked by a solemuity
befitting the nature of the oceasion. When all had

The Anniversary of the Colonization So-
cieiy—Reporis and Addreases.

Rev. Dr. Linds<ay opened the sixty-fourth anni-
versary of the American Colonization Society at
the Thirteenth-strect Baptist Church, last evening,
by calling upon Rev. Dr. Cuthbert tolead in prayer.
The secrctary, Rev. Mr. Coppjnger, then read the
annual report, prefucing the reading by a leiter
from Mr. J. H. B. Latrobe, president of the society,
stating his inability to be present. The report
spoke of the death of the following members:
Hon. Edward McKee, of Mississippi, who died in
October last, aged ninety-three: Dr. Guuton, of
the Distriet of Columbia, aged ninety, and Rev.
Mr. Converse, saged seventy-two. The amount of

‘rcmipls during the past fiscal yvear was $13.6561 -

balance on hand at beginning of vear, $3,024: total,
S16,878; dishursements during the year, $16.%1,
leaving a balance of §17,

The total emigration during the year was 143
greater than in any previons year since 1572, Only
four deaths among these emigmunts bad (aken
place, one woman and three ehildren.
