Nlcai!iHiiIi JIaJl Service.
When the Appropriation Committee reports the

Post-Oflic- e bill to day an attempt will be made bi-
lbo friends of that measure to attach the Shelley
bili ns an amendment. This bill provides in sub-
stance for paying steamship lined for carrying tho
mails in the same manner as railroad companies
are paid for performing similar service, and

dollars forthc year's
ocean mail service with all foreign countries. The
bill require-- ; all contracts to be let to the lowest
bidder, that the service shall be, performed on
American-buil- t steamers constructed of the latest

SENATORIAL SOLONS

SEEKING SOME SECRET SNATCHERS.

Another Senate Coaclare on the Chinese Tre-
atiesA Proposition "On Honor" Sas-pect-

Statesman Other Matters or
Interest at the Capital.

The heroic effort of the Senate to purge itself of
suspicion of itself in the matter of communicating
its own secrets to the press was resumed yesterday
in executive session, and in the discussion each of
the venerable investigators solemnly asseverated
that lie had the most profound belief in the inno-
cence of all of the others. Still the fact rcmainsun-qucstione- d

that the doings of all of their executive
sessions becomes a matter of common report",before
the rising of the morrow's sun. Why this thing
is thus was the question that puzzled them, one
and all. " Here, only yesterday," said one Solon,
"we held a .secret meeting to discuss the best
method of obtaining information as to how the
Chinese treaties got out, and y our secret pro-

ceedings on the subject of the violation of the
secrets of a former secret meeting are published in
all of the newspapers. It seems to me," said this
sagacious would-b- e searcher of humau hearts, con-

sciences, and things, " that the thing to do would be
for each Senator to get up on his forked end in the
awful presence of all of his fellow secret savers
and say upon his honor that he was not the man
who did it. This proposition was received with
great favor by all of the suspected Senators, but it
was noticed that the Senate did not up-en- d its dig-

nified self with a degree of alacrity such as would
have indicated unanimous belief in its own
innocence. Pending this proposition, the secret
meeting adjourned, to meet again next Monday in
executive session, for the purpose of discovering if
possible how the report of the proceedings of its
secret meeting of ycsterd-i- got into the news-
papers. The discussion of this question will
probably tato up all of the time of
that secret meeting, and as such discus-
sions of similar reports of secret meetings held
to discuss the betrayal of the secrets of other secret
meetings will always be first in order, the secret
discussion of preceding secret meetings will prob-
ably preclude the possibility of reaching a conclu-
sion on the question of the publication of the
secret Chinese treaties during the present ses-
sion of Congress. In conclusion, we may
be permitted to remark that while we share

'the perfect confidence expressed by each
Senator in the honor of his fellow-Solo- n

our duty to the public compels us to state that sus-
picion, after soaring like a turkey-buzzar- d over the
whole length and breadth of the Union, has finally
settled down upon the greeii hills of Vermont,
and there, so to speak, hovers.

BOURBON JOHNSTON

TRANSFIXED BY A READJUSTER.

Views of State Senator BIddlebergcr, of Virginia,
on the Itecent Alleged Iteply of Senator

Johnston to General llahonc A

Few Incontrovertible Facts.

Learning that Hon. H. H. Riddlebcrger, a Vir-

ginia State senator, and champion of the bill on
which tlje Rcadjusters made their stand in 1S79,

was at the Metropolitan Hotel, a representative of
The Republican hunted him up and asked him
if he was prepared to submit to au interview.
The Virginian readily replied that he was always
ready for any agreeable conversation. Our repre-
sentative said he wanted to know what the sena-
tor had to say to Senator Johnston's statement.

Senator Riddlebcrger said this would involve a
careful reference to figures, which would be rather
tedious as a conversation. At the request of The
Rei'itblicax he consented to make a careful state-
ment, referring to official reports as he proceeded.

The following is a verbatim report :

The case he makes out is the same which
was put forward in 1S79 in behalf of the
McCulIoch bill, and was thoroughly exposed
before the people in the crnvass of that
year, and entirely refuted by the actual condition
of the treasury on January 1. 1SS). The figures
given by the Senator are taken from official
sources, "but whoever prepared the statement
(either from lack of conversance with the subject
or for want of time to go below the surface in in-

vestigation) has been content to accept appear-
ances for reality and to repeat errors already chal-
lenged aud abandoned. The sources of authority
relied on by Senator Johnston are the auditor's
reports of 1.S7S and 1879, and thec are used alter-
nately, as the one or the other happens to present
the most favorable view of the particular ques-
tion in point.

NOT DEEP ENOUGH.

It is obvious, from examination of the reports
upon which Senator Johnston relics-.tha- t he has
not gone deeper than the very threshold of those
documents, and he give3 nothing of the Informa-
tion, with which the records teem, damaging to
his view of the matter and sustaining to the full
General Mahone's statements.

In illustration of the justice of this general criti-
cism, it is instanced :

Senator Johnston assumes that our revenues arc
$2C)l'j,S99.07 (page 1. Auditor's Report ofl.79.) Doc-
ument XI of the same report shows that our gross
tax levy upon the assessments f.ir that year, cover-
ing real and personal property, capitation tax, in-
come, and licenses, was only $2,57S,-!S7.0G- . The
same report. Document XIX, shows cost of assess-
ing and collecting the revenue, insolvent capita-
tion and peiYonul tax, aud delinquencies lrom
other sources to amount to 8237,923.18. This would
leavens, on the basis sf the report of 1879, a net
revenue for that year of $2,3 10,503.88. By the same
report the real-esta- levy .was, for the gross sum,
$1,212,279.07, from which, 'upon the basis of the re-
assessment just completed in Virginia, must in
future be deducted at least twenty per cent. 5218,-155.-

leaving for future calculation a reliable net
revenue per annum of $2,092,107.75.

HE FAILS TO EXrtAIN.
Again, Senator Johnston seeks to discredit Gen-

eral .Mahone's calculations by referring to the fact
that for the year 18S9 the treasurer reports receipts
$2,.S77J9fi.41;"but he fails to explain that this ap-
parent excess is only due to the fact (notorious
and not denied in Virginia) that the auditor and
treasurer have this year collected money (uearly
5109.000) due and uncollected under Funder ad-

ministration in past years, the truth being, as said
above, that the total levy on all assessments is only
for $2,57S,-t.S7,0(- from which is to be deducted,
when seeking actual revenue for the future, not
only the inevitable chaiges for collection, delin-
quencies, and defaults, but au already ascertained
decrease ill the assessments on real property of
twenty per cent.

Another point in which tlie Senator relies on the
ignorance of his readers is where he ttcats of the
interest on the McCulIoch bill, which he proclaims
could only be $990,000, or three per cent, on 532,0.x)"-00- 0.

This would have been true if all the funding
under the McCulIoch bill had been done iu one
day or in one year. But is thcSenntor really so lit-
tle acquainted with the measure he undertakes to
discuss as an expert as not to know that the bill
itself provided lor funding by installments, an op-

eration covering a term of years, during Which the
unfunded consols would be carrying six per cent.?
The McCulIoch bill became a law in March, 1S79,
and previous to January, 18V), a fraction over

only had been funded, composed, in round
numbers, oi live millions ot consols ana tnree mil
lions of peelers ; so that we now pav three percent,
on 3S.517.C00 of ten-forti- under the McCulIoch bill.
when hitherto we paid sixper cent, on $5,G7S.40O of
conol-s- , or a'saving in tax coupons of only ?S'5,17t;,
while we are still paying six per cent, on the con-
sols of 1871 (about fifteen millions), and a like rate
on the peeler debt, both of which are yet unfunded
under .".icuiujocn s scneme. Aim it was thus

ITE3IS EXCLUDED.

And it may be well to remark here that Senator
Johnston fails utterly in his effort to attribute the

(of which the schools and asylums have received
large benefit) amounting to nearly StUO.OUO cannot
be accounted for by a sirring in the interest, which
only amounts to perauiium, especially in a
State whose annual deficiency (by the very report
o:i which Mr. Johnston to found his views)
was over SSC0.000.

Again Mr. John-tonsay- : "The auditor's report
for 1879 also shows that the actual expense of tle
government for the ear ending September :!0,
1S79, were and the estimates for the
veur cndingSeptember 30, l), at Si!X),5S3." Now,
by the auditors regular report for 179, the "oidi
nary disbursement-'- " for that year are placed at
3791,557.72. But this result i- obtained (as the
report will show to any examiner) by leaving out
many of the current "and always "recurring ex-
penses, and by failing to mention some consider-
able items, because, while due, they were no'Jpaid.
In the same report the auditor puts exiwnscs of
government at $1,000,000. including ordinary and
extraordinary. Senator Johnson excludes the hit-
ter. For the year 1H79 there were 101.920.92 of
just such usual expenses not included in the re-
port as ordinary, besides S120.S595of arrears to
the charitable institutions aud college, and a de-
fault of to public schools, or a total of
legitimate and usual expenses of 81,202,307.01.

" estimates" in place of results," except that the
results contradicted the estimates and would not
sustain his views? Thesee.stimateswcreutterlypnt
to rout by the logie of events and no respectable
Funder authority in Virginia has ventured to use
them since January I, ItssO. On tiiat day we had
been promised by the authority upon which Sena-
tor Jonuston bases his statements a half million of
surplus: when the time came (according to state-
ments from the auditor of Virginia, published July

THE M't 1'LI.OCH I5II.I..

Mr. Johnston declares that the McCulIoch bill
"did not iix or attempt to fix the amount of the
dcbC The McCulIoch bill provides for the fund-
ing ofall outstanding bonds and e interest
in a manner which forces the arithmetical con-
clusion of more than thirty-thre-e millions of dol-
lars. If that is not fixing the amount of debt, what
would be? And the original estimate has been
increased (perhaps the .senator d.icsii'l know it)
by tlie discovery in the auditor's office of double
iiinumganu mu-sini- r couous to ttic amount al-
ready of a hundred thousand dollars.

Wkh all due respect for the character aud in-
telligence of the Senator, all his figures and calcu-
lations are as faulty as thoc noticed above; but
thisisnot the time" or place to make formal pnd
detailed criticism of them, if such reply should be
considered necessary.

The Senator's rcviewof purely political matters in
Virginia U of course from hi.-- own standpoint, and
provokes no answer. But on the subject of the
free schools il may be said that the true friends
ai--s those which sustain them, ami the
arc now payinjr back the funds which the oppo-
site party have diverted during a long scries of
year's. The Readju--tcr- s are now returning to the
school- - SH.ijCU quarterly of the funds diverted
from them since 1871. It will require twenty-liv-e

vears to liquidate this small diversion at the rate
of SCO.OOO a year. Whether those who dirc.-- or
those who restore are the better friend or the
school system it is not lieecsiary now to discuss.
Senator Johnston does not appear to know that for

VinOlMA MISREPRESENTED.
In conclusion, it may be well to remark on the

roseate view that the senator from Virginia takes
of the general conditionaud resources of that State
and her people. The great trouble In this matter
has been that the school of politics represented bv
the Funder leaders has played upon the willing-
ness of human nature to think itself great and
prosperous. For fifteen years w e have been hear-
ing this talk from gentlemen whoe notions of our
capacity were only equaled by their

to raie the rate of taxation. What has been
the outcome of that policy which has traded upon
a wealth which has no existence, and an abstract
honor dependent uoon that absent factor? We
have gone from bad to worse, until now ten rail-lio-

of dollars of unmanageable indebtedness rep-
resents tlie price we have paid for sharing those
sanguine views. If Virginia y stands shorn
of her olden position in the esteem of the world, it
Is because such ignorance has misrepresented her
capacity and joined in her condemnation. The
son3 of other Southern States have been wiser, so
that it strangely remains that those who propose
to do the most should receive credit for the
least. Is not Virginia poor? When a fixed rate of
taxation produces year by year less revenue, vt hat
can that prove but that the highest productive
rate of taxation has been reached? And then,
when it can be further said that the valuation of
property, upon which all taxation is based, de-
creases from one period of assessment to an-
other, what remains but to acknowledge, to de-
plore, if need be, the increasing poverty, so evi-
denced, of the State and people, and in the face of
an undeniable necessity to acknowledge that the
path of honesty is the measure of ability?

It is well understood that the organization rep-
resented by Senator Johnston will claim superior
houesty to the Rcadjusters, in that Funderism as-
sumes a debt in round numbers of thirty-thre-e

millions, while we propose to pav twenty

millions nt three per cent. But the Senator,
and all others sympathetic with his views,
while thus anxious to conciliate outside
sentiment with a profession of larger payment aud
higher honestv, are, be it remembered, no less de-
sirous of assuring the people of Virginia that they
will under no circumstances increase the present
rate of taxation. And it Is not only an indisput-
able, but an undisputed fact, that the revenue de-
rivable from the present assessment on the present
rate of taxation will not phyevou three per cent,
on more than &20,000.000.

THE BOLT.BOX SCHOOL.

The Senator belongs to the old school of Virginia
