The Republican party seems to be di-

Men
compose the first of these factions ; sneaks
the other. Generally the sneaks have
not power enough to he formidable, ex-
cepl asamake-weight between strong men
of the Stalwart kind.

comes in, of course, for their venomous
hostility. They then foist themselves
upon the side where they can gratify
their revenges, and aid the Stalwart who
has not happened to have had an encoun-
ter with them. When, by their aid, a
man prevails in a great political straggle,
they at once assert ownership over him.
Strong indeed must he be, and wise in
judging human character and motives,
if he does not find himself the prey
of the vermin in gnestion. Nor time,
nor place, nor height nor depth, nor
principalities nor powers, nor things
present nor things to come, nor aay
other creature, can separate the un-
happy victor from these parasites ealled
Reformers, Ravenous and sleepless, they
may be found in squads of a
dozen snapping ever every bone, or
grunting over every trough in the party
barn-yard. Possessed of a mania for
office, they neither know, think, nor talk
of any other subject. They have no
medicine for any national ill, no appre-
hension of any national disaster, no in-
dignation over any national wrong. They
brood over one evil only, and that is
their inability to get office. The modes
of appointment which do fiot lead them
to the party provender are all wrong.
Their sensibilities are deeply wounded at
the existence of 2 * spoils system ” which
does not bring them any spoils. A long
suffering Government has been cruelly
deprived of the great boon of being served
by them at the salaries provided by law.

We warn the President-elect against
this pestilent tribe. Assuming, though
| they do, all the political virtue extant, he
will find bye and by, if he does not know
it now, that they are the basest of hypo-
crites and most dishonest of men. His
amiable temper and large benevolence re-
strain him now from expelling them
from his presence, but they will pollute
the atmosphere he breathes with slander
of their betters, and will breed a miasma
of self-conceit and pharisaism around him
from which, sooner or later, he will have
to be relieved or fall into a state of syn-
cope which is the forerunner of political
death.

The corrupt and rotten erew which we
have but feebly described have done
much toward disintegrating the party
sinece its grand trinmph in November.
The splendid spirit of exaltation which
carried our cause to suceess had in it no
thonght of mean stabs, either for gen-
erals or soldiers in the Republican army.
The war-cries were: “ Hostility to the
Bourbon Solid South and its barbarous
and swindling methods,” “ protection for
home industey,” and “honesty in ques-
tions of debt and finances generally.” But
no sooner was the victory won than
some small souls forgot the common
enemy, who but awaits our division into
factions in order to venew his attack,
and straightway commenced foment-
ing disturbances between Republicans.
The senatorial struggle in some of the
States furnished opportunity for this, as
does also the tug upon General Garfield
for permission to dictate to him a Cabi-
net, No art isleft unpracticed to alienate
from the incoming administration the
men who are regarvded as the especial
friends of General Grant. The daily gos-
sip is fullof pretendedinformation which,
if half of it were true, would consign the
new President to infamy and the party to
the tomb. Senator Blaine, who izreputed
to have been offered the State Depart-
ment, as it is eminently proper and satis-
fuctory he should be, isfalsely represented
as being engaged in securing absolute
power over General Garfield, in order that
he may thereby wreak vengeance
upon  the Republicans who  sap-
ported General Grant. General Garfield
himself is vepresented as favoring every
movement made against party authority
and party harmony. The folly of all these
statements does not prevent them from
being harmfnl. All whe know Senator
Blaine know him as an able party leader
with a great Stalwart following, and ear-
nestly desirous of keeping the Republican
party in power. Itiscertainthal General
Garfield desires his administration to sue-
ceed, which would be impossible if the
party which created it is to be dismem-
bered,or rather cut in twain, before the
day of his inanguration.

Carbonic Acid Gas at the Capitol.
Resuming the subject discussed in

these columns on vesterday, there re-
mains to he added that many of those
who have been obliged to endure the bad
air of the night sessions of the House
have been painfully conscious that there
was something wrong, and yet have not
been able to comprehend fally the cause
or the extent of the evil. Many who
prefer health to duty to their country
have ghirked attendance in such an un-
wholesome satmosphere. Others whose
sense of duty was paramount to consid-
erations of safety or comfort have
retived from Congress with shattered
health, and still others have pre-
maturely gone to their final rest in
consequence of their exposure to the poi-
son blast. Of those who now remainthere
are not a few whohave found their health
undermined and their vigor sapped by
this treacherous and insidious attack upon
the citadel of life. Inthe hurryofa con-
gressional eareer they have mot taken
time to pause and investigate or act in
securing laws that would have shielded
them by their operation, and the men
whose duty it has been to attend to such
questions have shut their eyes to conse-
guences. If column and arch were in
proper shape and of proper strength; if
the painter and the cabinet-maker had
made the most of their skill, it was all
that seems to have heen thought of or
cared for in that direction.

‘When before your committee T hind a note from
Civil Engineer William J. McAlpine, second to
none in this country, as relates to this subject. Ile
informed ine that he would send in a few days a
teckhmical discnssion of 4fie Froposed Tehuantepee
ship milway, which he regnrded quite as visionary
us M. de Lesseps’ Panama canal. I did not then
acquain! you with this fet, as you seemed muach
pressed for time.

Not only is Mr. McAlpine pre-eminent as an en-
giueer, but his opinion on this ship railway should
have speeial value from the fuct that he spent last
winter on the Isthmus in the examination of the
topography, and has full knowledge of it

Lappend a copy of a letter received from Mr, C,
H. Mallory. He has, I understand, commanded
ships at sea, has been a ship-builder, and s now n
large shipovwner. I know no one person who
uniies so many qualitications to give value to his
opinions. 1 quote his closing paragraph: * We
don't want any stock, and den't believe it should
sueeeeld. I our Government, iusiead of gunarantee-
ing a large amount of money to purposes of this
kind, would turn its attenlion t0 many matters
much more tangible, perhaps we shoul d uot hear
so much of the decline of our commerce.”

The successinl transportatien of the obelisk
which is now on its pedestal in New York, has
given Lieutenant-Commander Gorringe, U.S. N,
an enviable reputation among engineers; and, as
he is acknowledged as a thorough seaman, his
opinion should not be without valne.

From the letter of Mr. C. H. Mallory, and a
letter which I have received fiom a promindut
agent of underwriters, it seems probable that the
Tehuantepee Ship Railway Company would have
to add the business of insurance to that of trans-
portation, or that ship-owners would have to take
thelr own risks.

The New York Herald of March 10, 1580, states
that Captain Eads said before this commitiee that
E.J. Reed, formerly chief paval constructor of
GGreat Britain, Mr. John Roach, sun eminent ship
builder, and Mr. Henry Steers had received his
plans with faver. I havye received the following
from Mr. John Roach:

“T am in receipt of your communieation, and in
reply I have to say that in my opinion a ship or
steamer of large dimensions canuot in safety be
taken out of the water with cargo on Loawnd, as
there would be great danger of injury to the hull,
and consequently canunt be safely transported
with cargo on & ship raibvay. Very respecifully,

The first proposition that 1 saw published by
Cantain Eads referred to the transportation of
water-borne vessels; the letter of Mr. Reed, pub-
lished in the Po# of to-day, would seem to refer to
similar conditions. In the absence of Mr, Reed,
the committec can, if desired, get the opinion of
Mr. John Lenthail, No. 1818 F street northwest, of
this city. He was for many years our chief naval
eonstructor, and in my belief has few equals in
professional knowledge and capacity,

I appreciate the difficulties your committee may
heve in arriving at a satisfnclory conclusion. Cap-
ital is always sensitive, and informs itself before
investing as to what “will pay.” Therefore, it
seems to me that by granting aetsof incorporation,
unsupported by subsidies or indorsement of bonds,
the wheat will be separated from the chuff, and
capital will support the safest and most economical
transit between the two oceans, thus relieving
Congress from deciding questions of such grave re-
spousibility, embarrassed by conflicting statements.

Referring now to what is published by Caplain
Eads in the Post of to-day, I beg to say that what I
have presented, and what is now presented, will
satisfy your committee that there are able men in
all the departments of special acquirement (among
them Mr. McAlpine, one of our mest eminent en-
gineers, who has full knowledge of the ground),
who utterly discredit the possibility of making a
successful ship railway across the Isthmus of
Tehuautepec.

If there are others, and among them capitalists,
iet them build the milway with their own money,
and then transport all the vessels whose owners
wish that kind of transportation.
