BAGGING A BURGLAR.

A Bold Kobliery, Speedily Folloived by the
Arrest oTtlic Culprit.

Shortly after eight o'clock last night,
Mr.JGeorgc T. Keen, the Ninth-stre- et tailor, rushed
Into the Fifth Precinct Station and stated to Ser-
geant Hcfiner that he wanted an officer sent
Kronnd to his store, as it had been robbed while
be was absent from home a little while, and Detec-
tive Acton tvos summoned, and, with Sergeant
ITefiiier, examined the premises and discovered
that the robbers had effected an entrance by the
rear.havingbrokenasashout ofoneof the w indows,
bolts of cloth being scattered over the floor, while
several garments intended for customers were
found piled up near the back door, ready to be
taken off. Upward of S300 worth of goods were
missing, and the officers at once started out to hunt
for the thie cs. Several officers were cillcd and
stationed about the premises, while Acton and
Heflher scoured Temperance Alley. At the upper
end, where the alley branches off, they came
across a canvas bag containing several pieces
of the missing cloth. Simultaneous with this find
Acton spied a colored man stowed under acart.
He quickly seized him, and took him to the mouth
of the alley and turned him over to Officer Duvall,
with Instructions to takehim to the station-hous- e.

In making the transfer the thief was a little too
quick for the officers and scampered off down D
Etreet Acton, Duvall, Lem Weeden, and several
others startedafter him, opening a perfect fusilade
afpistol shots. The thief was a good runner, but
ao better than his pursuers, and, although he
Sained the Smithsonian grounds a trifle
la advance, his wind was exhausted and
he was quickly surrounded and captured. Upon
arriving at the station two new Jvests and a coat
were taken off him, which Mr. Keen identified as
his property. The prisoner gave hisname as Will-
iam Mack, and after being searched became sud-
denly drunk and reticent, and sullenly accom-
panied his captors to a cell, where he was secured
until this morning. After the arrest another lot
of cloth was found in a vacant lot, where the
prisoner had thrown it.

Xew York .Republicans.
The New York Republican Association

held a spirited meeting Saturday night in Gonzaga
Hall, the president, Mr. A. M. Clapp, in the chair,
snd Mr. J. V. N. Ogdcn secretary. After a full dis-

cussion of the subject, it was decided to turn out
In a body on the 4th of March, and Mr. T. J. Hen-ic- y

was chosen marshal for the occasion. It was
itated that the employees of the Bureau of En-
graving and Printing were mainly Demo-
crats, and that such of them as were Repub-
licans were subjected to gross indignities
by the foreman. A committee of three was
Ihereupon appointed to investigate the matter and
ascertain what redress there was for the wrongs
complained of, and the committee was instructed
that If it could not get satisfaction from the present
administration to bring it up before the incoming
one. The debate on this question favored the
strongest policy of " Stalwartism," the disposition
being to carry out to the letter the doctrine that
"to the Tictor belongs the spoils. The question of
entertaining" New Yorkers coming to the inaugu-

ration of President Garfield was then taken up,
and it was decided to hold a conference with the
congressional delegation relative to the manner of
reception. A committee, consisting of a Repre-
sentative of each congressional district in the State,
was appointed for this purpose; and after trans-
ecting some routine business the meeting ad-

journed.

TOLD IN THE TEMPLES.

LESSONS FROM SUNDAY'S SERMONS.

Father Houan's Eloquent Appeal for the Poor-- Mr.

IngeU's Cureror Crime Congressman

Ballon in the Pulpit Temperance

Talk by JIIss Frances Willard.

At the eleven a. m. services at St. Dom-
inic's Church yesterday that sacred edifice was
thronged to hear the sermon of the Rev. Father
Hoban, of Newark, who made a forcible and elo-

quent appeal in behalf of the suffering poor, for
whose benefit the collection of the day was taken
up. Father Hoban took for his text those beauti-
ful words of the fortieth lValm of David, "Blessed
ishe that undcrstandcth concerning the needy and
poor. The Lord will not deliver him up in the evil
day. The Lord will preserve him and will not de-

liver him up to the will of his enemies. The Lord
will help him on his bed of sorrow."

Dilating upon the promises set forth in this por-

tion of the Inspired Word, he said: "Reason, as
well as religion, tells us that there is in the first
place an internal love of our neighbor, and this
love consists in giving to our neighbor a tribute
from our heart and affections. This internal love
or charity must be manifested by outward actions ;

and, as love of our neighbor is.a necessary conse-

quence of our love of God, so these external ac-

tions are the necessary consequence of this inter-
nal love for our neighbor. We cannot have a sin-

cere love for any person who is suffering and not
assist him by every means in our power.
The Christian church has always worked to bring
this charity before the minds of men. Beginning
with that model and pattern of all virtues, our
Lord and Saviour Jesus Christ, we find Him not
only teaching to men the truth of divine revela-
tion, but likewise giving comfort to the poor and
unfortunate. He raised the dead, succored the
poor, visited the sick, and consoled humanity
under every form of misfortune.

The mass was Haydcn's Imperial Third, Father
Call celebrant, Father Rochford deacon, and
Father Hogan subdeacon, which was rend-
ered by a full choir, accompanied by the
organ and an orchestra of twenty-fiv- e pieces. A
marked feature of the occasion was the flute solo,
" Safe in the Arms of Jesus," by Mr. Jaeger at the
"gradual" and the violin quartette, "Hayden's
Serenade," at the " offertory." The choir, under
the directorship of Mr. Daniels, with Mr. Kubel at
the organ, were fully up to their post reputation,
and rendered their portion of the service in the
most exquisite manner.

Mr. Ancoll's Snnday Afternoon Address.
Mr. George T. Angell, of Boston, de-

livered a very interesting address to a large audi-
ence at the Memorial Lutheran Church yesterday
afternoon. His subject was the prevention of pau-

perism and crime. He cited facts to show that
both were Increasing at an alarmning rate. In
Massachusetts the convictions had doubled dur-
ing the past five years. The expense of pauper-
ism and crime had increased from eight millions
to twenty millions during the post ten years.
The existence of extensive bands of organized
criminals is well known to the police and to the
prison authorities. They have a vast membership
bound by the most fearful oaths. They have
ample funds for the defense of their leading mem-
bers, and are able to employ the best criminal
lawyers and to furnish convenient witnesses of
both sexes at all times. In apparent peace, the perils
that surround us are hardly less than those of war.
Every household in the great citiesorin thclonely
places of the country feels the peril as it reads the
daily record of murders, burglars, rapes, and arson.
The streets of the metropolis are hardly safer than
the forests of England in the days of Robin Hood.
Forty thousand criminals are in prison. It is cal-
culated that not less than three hundred thousand
deserve to be there who are at large preying upon
society. We cannot afford "to let this state
of things remain without effort to protect our-
selves. Wc must restrain this dangerous class by
a better criminal practice. Juries must be al-

lowed to convict on a two-thir- vote, proceed-
ings must be prompt, pardons must be more care-
fully granted, and in certain cases the superior
courts should unite with the Governors. The
police should be freed from the fear of removal
except for bad behavior. Known and desperate
criminals should be so marked that in case of
escape they could find no concealment, and kept
for life so secured as not to multiply their species.
We must also prevent the fresh supply of paupers
and criminals by care for all the children. More
school studies will not do; out of fourteen hun-
dred criminals in the Massachusetts prison eleven
hundred were educated in the ordinary sense.
Many were fine scholars, but only a few had been
taught any mode of subsistence except by crime.
They had no home education, no pleasant mem-
ories of home life, no pet animals, no love of
flowers, or taste for growing fruit implanted in
early childhood. The inference is clear ; intellec-
tual education Is no safeguard, we want industrial
training to make children safe members of society.
The farm and the workshop should occupy the
boys as well as the school. Health of body and
mind, with the training that makes self-relian- t,

honest, and men, will then be
secured. I would have every girl learn the do-

mestic arts and to be "We want
a stronger, healthier race of women, worthy to be
the mothers of a race of men to match the gran-
deur of our country, and to bless humanity with
beautiful lives. How can we get this ? AVe must
organize, talk, and work. The church must take
up this work. Open places where the poor can
get a cup of coffee or a bowl of soup at cost,
where books and papers can be read and lectures
upon popular science and whatever shows them
how to live better can be enjoyed. Make the Sabbat-

h-school a larger work ; give up Sunday after-
noon to it; make it bright and joyous with song
and stories and pictures and pleasant things, and
go out into the byways and bring in all the neg-
lected waifs and make them so happy that they
will never stay away again. The church is doing
a grand work already, but it should take hold
of this work as its first and highest duty, and
it can save all the children of this generation, and
thus stop the. source of crime and pauperism. In-
dustrial and moral education is the only hope of
the future. 'Work must be made a pleasure to the
child before it outgrows the love of it, and pride
comes in to plant sloth, idleness, and vice in the
young mind. Washington should give to the coun-
try the most conspicuous examples of symmetric
education for its children.

The address was listened to with marked atten-
tion, and at its close a unanimous vote of thanks
was given to Mr. Angell.

Miss Frances Willard's Lecture.
Miss Frances "Willarcl'slecturelast night

atthcFoundry Church waslistened to by a congre-
gation which filled that church to overflowing. She
commenced with an allusion to Guido's celebrated
picture In the Capuchin Church at Rome of the
archangel Michael combatting the enemy. It
seemed to her this was an image of the temper-
ance cause to-da- With one foot upon the Rock
of Ages and the other on the neck of its prostrate
foe, intemperance, the angel of temperance, it
seemed to her, was on the eve of
final victory. She gave a synopsis of
progress made by thft temperance cause in the
past seven years, and explained the manner in
which the Woman's Christian Temperance Union
worked. The chief plan was to get the victim to
realize that outside of his own weak, faltering will
was astrongerone God'swill upon which he coud
rely. Coax the bottle out of his side pocket, and
put the New Testament in. In the seven years
since that wonderful pentecost of temperance in
Ohio the work that had been done was immense.
By making common cause, as it were, with the
victim of intemperance; by letting him feel that
you were working in the same cause in which you
desired to enlist him, much good had been accom-
plished by the Woman's Temperance Union.

Miss Willard paid a high compliment to Mrs.
Hayes for her firm and beneficial stand in favor of
temperance, and in banishing the use f liquor
from the White House. She alluded to the prize-rin- g

having been condemned by the force of pub-
lic opinion, and disappearing of the duello, and of
the practice of selling mothers from their children
on the slave-bloc- k. In all these society had called
a halt. Society had called a halt on another evil
the saloon. Society had said that the saloon must
go, and the saloon would go.

Miss Willard related a good many incidents illus-
trating her theme, and closed with an eloquent
appeal to her female hearers to sustain the cause.

Con(rresmnn Ba Hon In tbe Pulpit.
The TJniversalist Society, which meets

every Sunday morning in Tallmadge Hall, had an
instructive and interesting service yesterday
morning, when addresses were made by Rev. A.
B. Grosh and Representative L. W. Ballou, of
Rhode Island. Both speakers discoursed on the
same topic, "Religion and Its Advantages." Mr.
Ballou claimed that any religion was better than
none, and that a man not interested in the subject
was in a state of suspense which caused a mental
and physical deterioration. To be sure, there were
statements made in religion which ivould require
proving, but In this age truth would cosily over-
throw error. Speaking of the manner of salvation,
he said all denominations had the same essential
belief In God and human destiny, their only differ-
ences being the form of worship. It made no
difference what a man called hisrcligion if he
could be saved by its teachings and did his duty
toward his fellows. Be did not believe in a man
saying, "All I want Is to get to Heaven, and if

there are any unfortunate enough to be consigned
to the pit of darkness, thank God lam all right."
God's teachings were that doing good insured Bis
blessing, and this idea should be uppermost in the
minds of men. He thought God wanted to save all
His people, and if one strayed away he was to be
sought out and restored to His arms. The true re-

ligion was one having for its basis the greatest
good to the greatest number, and this principle
should be superior to a doctrine of personal safety
hereafter.

The Influence of Christianity.
Rev. I. L. Townsend preached an

terday morning. In the course of hisremarkshe said
that some men would ask " if there are wheat and
tares in the field, what is the advantage of being
In the field at all?" The advantage, in the first
place, is obedience. If you believe the Lord Jesus
Christ to be the God of the whole world, you must
believe that it is your business and your duty to
obey and ask no questions. A child can ask ques-

tions that no man can solve. But what is the wis-

dom of a man acting his own way, in opposition to
what he must know to be right, because he cannot
understand all about it? Why- - not take facts in
our spiritual conduct and act upon them, just as
we do In every other portion of life? Is it fair,
said the speaker, to judge of any system except by
its"bcst production? Take the artist. He depicts
upon the canvas a picture which seems to breathe
and have life. He docs it once and never" equals
it again. But does he not rightly have the credit
of his masterpiece?

Lost. He thought better of .his Paradise Re-
gained, but who else evcrdid? If you arc to judge
of any system, doit fairly. Take it by its grand re-

sults. Who does not know what a difference there
is in the page of history since the Son ofMan came
upon the earth, from what there was before? Who
can question for one moment that the Christian
nations of Europe are superior in every respect to
the heathen nations of Asia and Africa ?

Intellectually, the Asiatics are as sharp as we
arc. We can see that as wc arc brought in con-

tact with them. Read their works, and you will
find they are written hymen of mind and thought.
Why, then, have they not produced the same re-

sults that w c witness in the continent of Europe
and America? Their thinking men tell you at
once Christianity makes the difference; and it is so.

Rev. Mr. Reynolds at All Souls' Church.
Rev. Mr. Reynolds, of Concord, Mass.,

preached at All Souls's Church yesterday morning
to a very full congrega tion. About half the mem-
bers of his own church were present, there
being an excursion party in this city from Concord
and vicinity. Mr. Reynolds, who is a tall, stout
man, has a fine voice and is a pleasing talker. His
text was from the second chapter of Genesis and
seventh vcre: "And God breathed into his nostrils
the breath oflife and man became a living soul."
The theme was, " The Higher Nature of Man.'
Although the literal words of the text might not
be proved, yet man was conscious of having an
immortal soul within him. This consciousness
was succptiblc of as rigid a demonstration as was
any mathematical problem, albeit through a differ
ent process. Man was put here for the develop-
ment of his higher nature, and the cultivation of
his lower or animal nature was to be strictly sub-
ordinated to the advancement of the higher.
The body was of the earth. Having an
earthly organ, it must of necessity have an earthly
destiny. But the soul differed not merely in de-
gree, but alio in kind, from the body. - Its origin
was with God, and to God it would return. A
sensual life as not pleasing. Notwithstanding its
occasional fevers of passion, its whirls of ex-

citement, its lurid brilliancy of splendor,
tbe reaction was bound to come, and thesensualist
often was compelled to say with Solomon, "All is
vanity;" while a life devoted to the development
of the higher nature was absolutely without pang
or regret. No reaction of overstrained nerve dark-
ened the vision and tortured the heart of the man
whose life was an upward advance in the moral
or spiritual.

Mr. Reynold's sermon was philosophical through-
out, and was illustrated by references to actual
cases, proving the position he took.

Johu J. Weed followed, making appropriate and
complimentary reference to the life and services
of Watkins Addison, a prominent reformed man
who was buried yesterday. About forty persons
enlisted under the dashaway banner.

A large and interesting meeting of the
