The Legnl Pullio- or Married Women.

1 have tried to-give the moreimportant
laws as theystand npon the stetute-books: They
mark an enormous increase of personal power in
the married woman's-condition during the last
thirty years. But probably her actual legal po-
gition is more restricted still than these. statules
wonld indicate. The average mnn wishes to do
justive, as fust us he. cau-sec it, - So.the legislator
responds lo petitionsto change laws deemed of-
fensive. But the lawyer, aceustomed to be guided
by precedent, and fearful that decisions un-
der the law of his Siate may be ovorruled
sy un appeal to a higher court, is shy of tak-
ing full advaniage of & new slatute. Thus
It eomes about that a womsn must not place
full relianee upon ihe “fActs and resolves” of
he General Assembly of her State. She must find
put what is the sctual practice among lawyers and
ludges. For instance, in Massachusetts the law
declares that woman owns her own property, and
may manage it free from all-imerference; yet so
many troublesome conditions aré to be complied
with, and in Important ca=cs there are 20 many
possible risks from technical barriers; that many
woamen still find It to thelr advantage to empower
some man-friend with a trustee’s external rights,
that she may really control her own throngh him
in his capaciiy of agent. For Instance, again, in
California, where the “ gomroon property ™ of hus-
band and wife is wholly under hig coufrol, and al-
though ber estate is called “ separate,” and she is
declared to be legally prolecied in its coutrol, the
profits of both her snd hisseparate estate arecalled
“ecommon property,” and he has full disposal of
them, unless by speeial arranzement otherwise
These and many olheriusiances prove thné the
legal powers conferred on married women are
often so execuied and interpreted as to fall far
short of their apparent scope. The firsd thing,
therefore, for every married woman to do s tofind
oul the statutes of her own State respecting her
position, snd then learn the actual practical bear-
ing of the laws in any point that toucheés her. It
may be that some movemen? for national legisla-
tion ou thelegal position of married women will be
found ne Certainly it onzht not 1o e pos-
gible for men and women 1o assume the golemn
obligation of tharrfage In one Fate, wnder
one set  of legal conditions, snd one or
the other party to the eontract throw off those ob-
HBgations in another Stale, uuder another set of
Jegal couditions. There should be some uniform-
fivof lew as 1o marriage contrect and its disso-
lution by divorce in the different States.  Another
practical consideration is thiss Women mnst be
prepared to essume personal responsibiliiies as
they atiain personal rights  No State Legislature
bessaid “ Go to: let us make the married woman
the legal eqoal ef her husband ; but legiclation
s pointed in that direttion nore afd more dur-
ing these last years, so pregnant of changes in her
position.—Mre, Anne 6. Spencer, in Populer Science
Monikily for March.
