1 AX AN ARTIST,
2 lover of the beautiful, the refined, and the classi-
cal, something, perhaps, of the pre-Raphaelite;
tlien, too, I love the horrible, the mysterious, the
unexpleined. I tock up my abode in a house re-
cently, which gratified to some extent this pas-
sion—the absorbing passion of my life—lo pene-
trate the suhtle labyrinths of materialism and
prove the iufinity of mind. This house had been
for some time uneceupied when I rented it of the
too-willing landlord, who astonished me by pro-
posing, in view of my engaging the house for one
year, to give me the reni for three months.

A WAR INCIDENT.

Almost a Dead Soldier—Toying with an
Unexploded Shell. )
While the Union army lay at Harri-
son's Landing in July, 1862, quite an amusing in-
cident occurred, which will bear relating.

It is well known thatthe river forms a loop
about the landing, enveloping some considerable
territory, and that the neck connecting with the
mainland is quite narrow. Across this neck, im-
medintely upon our occupation, we constructed a
breastwork, mounted guns, &c., for defense, and
to guard against surpriszes or sudden attacks on the
part of the enemy maintained a heavy picket
line still in advance.

Upon one of the posts there happened to be sta-
tioned, along toward the middle of July, a detailof
some halfdozen men from different regiments, and
among the number a raw recruit from the back-
woods of Maine,

The day was excessively hot, and, apprehending
no danger, the old “ vets” withdrew 10 & cool re-
treat, leaving the recruit on guard in the edge
of an open feld, from whence he could observe the

THE TAYLOE MANSION.

Something About the Building In Which
the Art Loan Exhibit Is Meld.

The Training School for Nurses is now
raising funds for its support by means of an art
loan exhibition, beld in the old Tayloe house, at
Eighteenth sireet and New York avenue, Three
such exhibitions for charitable associations have
been held within the last vear, and much the same
things having been sent each time, there ecased
to be much of a novelty in the ondertakings. The
old house is Interesting enough in itself, with its
hoary legends of seventy years aftached. Itisa
eurious old octagon structure of brick, in that part
of the city west of the White House and near the
river. It stands a few squares above the old
Van XNess place, which shelters the coftaze
of old David PBums, the fist owner
of Washington, ahd fuces Rawlins square, where a
brgnze statue of that soldier stands gnard. When
the retreating British left the White House a smok-

ing ruin, the President’s family occupied the octa-
gon, and stories of the doings of those days enliven
it= history. Since before the war it has been
cupty and uninhabited. The sun pours lazily
over its front; children play on its worn and un-
even steps by day, and ghostly visitants appear
from its windows ol moonlight nights. Spectral
ladies rustle their grave clothes down its spiral
stairways, ot midoight sighs and shrieksareheard,
and the delicately hung bells ring sonl-freezing
peals, The great uneven rooms, with their beau-
tifully-carved wood and marble mantelpieces, and
the queer recesses and hidden nooks, Iend them- |
selves admirably o decoration, and the ladies
have displayed gieat taste in thearrangement. In
one room is a colleetion of Washington relies and
articles of colonial and revolutionary {imes. Mrs,
Generul Lander presides over this place, and her
talents are all demanded in the duty of entertain-
ing and explaining. Her running descriptions are
sowething delightful to listen to, and one ecould
spend a whole sunny morning hearing piquant
sketehes she gives, and the intimate bits of hivtory
that the artieles bring np. Benjamin Franklin's
beer mug stands unabashed, and a barrel stave
with the brand of “ .
