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' HIS OLD CLASSMATES.

An Interesting Occaalou at iho White
House.

Immediately after the review last Fri-
day President Garfield received the Washington
Williams College Association, with visiting alumni,
at the Executive Mansion. The venerable Dr.
Marknopkins, of Williams College,
was leader and spokesman of the association. Dr.
Hopkins stood near the central window, on the
south side of the East 'Room, surrounded by the
alumni, as President Garfield advanced from the
inner corridor to greet him. " President Garfield,"
was all the patriarch could say. "If flam in any
sense your President you arc much more my Presi-
dent." This greeting was returned with an affec-
tionate hand-shak- e. Dr. Hopkins then formally
congratulated thc President, first for himself per-
sonally, then for the alumni, in a speech of
characteristic eloquence. Dr. Hopkins congratu-
lated himselfou being the only college president
who had seen onc of his students attain to
thc presidency of the United States. He spoke of
the interest and pride with which he
had watched General Garfield's career
ever since he had left his alma mater.
He spoke of the sympathy and interest with which
the alumni looked upon his coming administra-
tion, and of the personal honor put upon them by
the General's exaltation, "and for this exalta-
tion we render thanks to God Almighty,"
was pronounced with such depth of lov-
ing solemnity that tears stood Titibiddcn in
every eye. General Garfield then replied in
a speech ol much beauty and feeling. He
greeted Dr. Hopkins as his intellectual father and
the tall, bright peak illuminated with spiritual re-

fulgence by whose light he had walked now thesa
many years. He continued by expressing his In-
debtedness to the college and his pleasure on re-

ceiving their congratulations, ner alumni were
then presented to President and Mis. Garfield and
Mrs. Colouel Rockwell.

VIEWS OF SEVERAL STATESMEN.

ens Senator Conger, and Others ou the
Inaugural 3Iessage The General Opinion

Expressed That It Is a Good Doc-
umentStalwart Sentiments.

The inauguration of the new admini-
stration has been the main topic of con-

versation among the men who make and record
public opinion. With a view of getting at the im-

pression made upon theleadingmenof the two par-
ties by the inaugural address of President Garfield
reporters of The Republican sought to interview as
many of each as possible. This was found to be a
ask of considerable difficulty, owing to the fact that
statesmen, like common mortals, partook of the
general joyous excitement that pervaded the city,
and, like others, were abroad to sec the sights and
share the pleasures of the evening. The responses
made to the reporters were, " Gone to thc ball,"
" Out with friends," " Gone to see tho fireworks,"

SENATOR CONGEE,

who, in reply to the question,
"What is your opinion of the Inaugural ad-

dress?" said:
"I think the brief review of the formation and

growth of our Government and its progress to the
present time is expressed in as beautiful language
and fervency of expression as can be found in any
history, essay, or oration ever delivered. The as-

sertion of the Nation's supremacy and its laws
forever established by reason, logic, and the
final decision and aibitrament of that last appeal,
' the high court of war,' is asscrtedso positively and
absolutely as to gratify the most Stalwart Republi-
can in the land. The condition nnd prospects of the
negro race, thc supreme advantage of their libera-
tion from slavery to both master and slave, thc re-

moval of dishonor from labor by removing the
degradation and inferiority of the laborer, are all
presented with remarkable clearness and force,
and will command the assent of all thought-
ful men in the North and in tho South.
No part of the message is more gratifying to me
than the assertion of the absolute equality of
American citizenship. It strikes the key-not- e of
the contest that Is now being waged, and presents,
with bold and manly affirmation, the principles
underlying our Republican creed, to secure which
the grandest efforts of the noblest party that has
ever stood forth thc champion of equal rights and
equal citizenship are now, as they ever have been,
directed. It asserts that American citizenship,
when conferred upo n thc most low ly and humble
in the land, is broad enough and strong enough to
place the subject upon th e broad plane of absolute
political equality with the richest, the loftiest, and
most powerful citizen of the realm; that there is
not nnd never shall be in our republic two classes
ofcitizens thc p roud nnd thc dominecringabove,
thelowlynnddcpressedbeneath butnllshall stand
together under the Constitution and laws of this
grand Nation absolutely equal in all thc rights and
privileges of American citizenship. It demands
universal education and moral elevation for all
alike, and commends itself equally to the states-
man and the philanthropist. In these respects the
sentiments of the message will meet a hearty re-

sponse of every Republican, and will be especially
gratifying to thc most stalwart men of our
party. I consider this message onc of the
most eloquent, philosophic, and statesmanlike
papers ever presented by any President for the
consideration of the American people. I am grat-
ified beyond expression that our gallant leader
has so nobly expressed aud so positively asserted
the grand principles which bind tho Republic

thc present as they have in the past."
THE HON. A. If. STErUENS

HON. WILLIAM R. MORRISON,

when asked what he thought of it, said :
" Good, very good; only I think the other man

ought to have delivered it."
"Hancock?"
"Certainly. I would have preferred to have

heard an inaugural from a Democratic President,
but I have no fault to find with that of General
Garfield. It is good from his standpoint and that
of his party, and as a literary production is very
fine."

both the letter and spirit of tne address, and pre-

dicted for thc new administration a success such
as had been attained by few if any party in the
past.

can be comp ared with it as literary productions,
but with many of its sentiments and ideas I have
but little sym pathy. I know Garfield to be a man
of great intellectual power, but have not the faith
in his sincerity and hone sty of purpose entertained

' by many of the lea ding men of the Democratic
party."

" I think it an excellent address, and means that
we shall have a Republican administration in
fact as well as in name."

"What about a Southern representative in the
Cabinet? Whom do the Southern Republicans
want?"

"Ifwerould have our choice we would name
Judge Thomas Settle. What we want, however, is
a Republican from the South who has been
idcutifi cd with the interests of the people, and
whose only claim to recognition is that of
ha ving once resided in that section. We want a
man who has been in thc thick of the fight, and
w ho has staid there since, and who intends to stay
there and fight it out, regardless of the result.
With such a man in the Cabinet the Republican

scheme. These include engineers, mechanics,
medical men, &c. Six working parties arc now on
thc line, and are making some progress, now that
such important matters as providing for their ac-

commodation in anything better and more perma-

nent than common tents have been attended to. So

far the principal difficulty encountered has been
with their laborers. These drawn from the surplus
on the Isthmus, after the railway and various
steamship companies are supplied and they pay
higher rates thau the canal people are neither first-cla- ss

in quality nor abundant in quantity. The
other day the laborers connected with two of the
surveying parties refused to continue at the terms
offered, $20 per month and board. The men al-

leged that they were compelled to work on Sun-

day, under penalty of being left without food for
the day; but theemploycrsdeny this statement, and
affirm that they wished the men to remain In camp
on Sunday, instead of visiting neighboring vil-

lages, whence they invariably returned drunk and
disorderly, almost uuivcrsally unfitted to work on
thc following day, thus losing two days in the
week. The canal people remained firm in resisting
the men's demands, aud the latter backed down.
Offers have been made ofa large number ofJamai-

cans. Carthegena people, nnd others at 'favorable
rates. The demand for the year will, however, not
exceed five hundred men.

A Polar Wave in tlic Tropics.
The 10th of February will be remem-

bered in Antigua as the occasion of a frost the
heaviest in the memory of man, occasioning
damage the like of which has no record in the
history of the country since the conquest by the
Spaniards. The cold wave seems to have corns
rom thc north, traversing the Cordilleras through
Mexico. The tropical fruits and crops withered
away at its touch as before a devouring flame. In
the department of Sacatepequese every hacienda
has been more or less injured. The force of the
disaster fell on that part of the valley where is sit-

uated the estate of Rctana, taking in the portion of
the valley which contained the most numerous and
highly cultivated estates of the department. The
new and beautiful estates in the Cantano Calvario
have also suffered, but the loss is less and can be
more easily repaired than on the older and more
prosperous estates. Several years must elapse be-

fore the coffee plantations cau be restored to their
luually healthy condition. The sugar-can-e was
killed "as it stood, so that the loss in this respect is
confined to the amount now actually uncut.

Tweed on Ciil Service.
I shall never forget the impression

made on me by Bill Tweed in Ludlow street jail,
a month or two before he died, when I asked him
if he had ever thought upon separating the duties
of office and the patronage of the same, or, in other
words, believed in clvil-scrvl- reform. "I have
thought it over many a time; and it is the only
thing that can save this country." He told me
that nothing had made a ruined man of him but
the infinite demands upon his patronage. As the
boss of the city of New York "we had to take
everybody in and carry him," said Tweed, "and
pay him a salary or perquisites to hush his
mouth ; and in course of time wo became so ex-

tended, were carrying so manr men at so much
expense, that when Judge Barnard took the city
treasury away from us in thc midst of the panic of
1S73 we just had to drop ; and no man can ran this
city fora moderate and respectable sum of money
as long as he has to give offices in return for his
elevation." Goth.
