ANDREW HANCOCK.

The Founder or a Famons Restaurant on
Ills Death-Ber- t.

Andrew Hancock, an old resident of
the city, Is now on his death-be- d, at his home,
No. 241 Pennsylvania avenue. Andrew Hancock
was the founder of the Hancock House, probably
the most famous restaurant in the country. He is
noivin the seventy-eight- h year of his age, and
was born in Dumfries, Va. Ho moved to Alexan-
dria, Va., when seven yearsof age, and.aflcrliving
there for thirty years, came to this city forty years
ago. In Alexandria helearned the trade of a tailor,
but changed his pursuit when he came across the
river. Buying out the house No. 1234 Pennsyl-
vania avenue of its original owner, John Purtin,
he named it tho Hancock House, and immediately
began business. The house in those days was
visited uy an tne prominent men of the day, Web-
ster, Clay, Calhoun, Sam Houston, Tom Benton,
and other distinguished statesmen being in the
habit of" dropping in at Hancock's" to refresh
themselves after the fatigues of congressional de-
bates. The house had a reputation far and wide
for the superiority of the food and liquids there
served. In 1S63 Mr. Hancock turned the house
over to his only son, John, and retired to private
life. Mr. Hancock has had four daughters."
two of whom arc now living. He has been a Mason
for forty years, and is a member of Federal Lodge,
No. 1; Columbia Chapter, No. 1, and Washington
Commandery, K. T. During his illness he has
been attended by his son, John Hancock, and
family; his daughter, Mrs. Philip Bohrer, and his
pbjieJan, Dr. Smith Townshend.

METHODISTS AT MARTINSBURG.

Tho Baltimore Conference in Session Report of
Elder Brown Regarding the Washington

District Depressing Effect of the
Late Campaign on Religion.

Special to The ifcpuhlican.
Martinsbuhg, W. Va., March 10 The

Baltimore M. E. Conference met at the nsnal hour
in the Methodist Episcopal Church, In this city,
Bishop Simpson in the chair. The roll was again
called, and the most of the absentees answered to
their names, and, by motion, the calling of the roll
was dispensed with for the rest of the session.
The examination of the character of preachers
was continued, and Rev. B. P. Bron n, presiding
elder of the Washington district, represented his
work as in a very favorable condition, though
there were many difficulties and much anxiety
connected with it. The only revival of any mo-

ment that had occurred during the year, at which
sixty persons were converted, was still in progress
at Grace M. E. Church, Washington, D. C. During
the year, however, four hundred conversions had
resulted from the extra meetings in the city and
country churches. The voluntary contributions
of the officeholders toward the election of the
President, many of whom were members of our
churches, had had an injurious effect
upon the various benevolcnt collections.
The Sunday-scho- ol workhod been faithfully pros-

ecuted. Three new churches aud a parsonage
had been built, und another preachers' home was
about to be erected at Savage Factory, W. H.Bald-
win, esq., of Baltimore, Md., deeding a lot valued
atSJXX) and Contributing SCOO for that purpose.
C. C. Baldwin, esq., of New York city, has endowed
Cross Roads appointment, near Millersville, Anne
Arundel County, lid., with S10.000, to be called
hereafter, in memory of his venerated father, the
Baldwin Memorial Church. He also gives 51,000
and five acres of land to the rest of the circuit,
which is thus separated from this appointment, to
erect a parsonage. It was also stated that Metro-
politan Church, of Washington, was in a fair way
to be relieved of the debt which has weighed like
a dread incubus upon alLits interests.

The ministers had been faith-
ful in the cultivation of their respective fields of
labor, which were of tho most arduous character.
Many men of ability, with large families, were
traveling circuits, from which they received not
more than S000. All the varied Interests of church.
the Sunday-schoo- l, class-meetin- and benevolent
institutions had been faithfully attended to, and
were somewhat improved. The characters of all
the ministers in this work were passed, and, as
their names were called by the Bishop, they each
reported missionary and conference collections.

Thc-R-c D. H. Carroll, agent of the Baltimore
Book Depository, reported that 82,700 had been as-

sessed upon the different charges of the Conference
for the church relief fund, and 82,377.73 was col-
lected. This money Is appropriated to churches
not able to yield an adequate Bupport to their re-

spective pastors. A brilliant and pathetic report
of the Woman's Torelgn Missionary was read by
Rev.J.B.Stitt

The Revs. Page Mllburn and Harry Boggs, dea-
cons of the second class, were examined as to their
studies, and being well recommended by the ex-
amining committee and presiding elders, were
elected to the eldership. Revs. L. B. Wilton, C. T.
House, and T. A. Peters having been well reported
by their committee on tho various studies, were
elected to be deacons or the second class.

The following supernumerary preachers with
work were continued in the same relation, viz
Revs. J. H.Brown, J. W. Cullum, L. D. Hcrron, G.
Hildt, G. G. Markham, L. F. Morgan, C. H.
Mytinger, C. A. Reid, E. E. Shipley, and S. A. Wil-
son. The Rev. E. E. Anderson's case was not con-
sidered, as he was not present.

After the announcing of the mcetingof the vari-
ous committees, the Conference adjourned with
doxology and benediction.

of the church. Rev. . B. Edwards, D. D., pre-
sided. The devotional exercises were conducted
by the Rev. J. A. McCaulley, president of Dickin-
son College. The correspondent of the Church
Extension Society, Dr. Kynettaddrcssed the Confer-
ence, and gave an interesting account of the work
in which he was engaged. The society was or-

ganized In the year U563. In sixteen years 3.06S
Churches had been aided in building by the ex-
penditure of 51,500,000. This was an average of
nearly 200 chnreheseach year. Last vcar.lSSO, they
hadasiisted in thcercctionof twenty more churches
than one for each day of the year. Ho laid great
emphasis upon the want of churches on the frontier
of our country.

The Rev. J. M. Buckley, D. D., editor of the New
oxi ChrUllan Adtoraic, also addressed the meet-

An interesting incident, showing the spirit of
the rebellious subscribers, occurred yesterday at
Brad Adams' store, when an agent came into the
store to "remove the telephone. Brad told the man
that before he took the telephone out he should
first go to the corner of Eighth and L streets and
take the telephone wires down from a house con-

trolled by Brad at that point The man, after
some talk, said he would send the manager down.
It was not long before another representative of
the company called upon the dealer in books and
stationery Jand made inquiry as to the trouble.

" Well, you purpose to take this telephone out
because I decline to pay the newrates,don'tyou?"
inquired Brad.

" That Js the order," was the answer.
"Well, take it out, then," said Brad; "I went

into this thing with the rest, and I intend to stand
by the agreement made ; but I want yon to under-
stand one thing: I give you just twenty-fou- r hours'
notice to take those wires from offthe house on the
comer of Eighth and L streets, and if I find them
on there after that time I shall charge the com-
pany for using my property and. premises, and I
will collect it too; .don't you forget it."

The company's representative tried diplomacy,
but Brad was obdurate, and would not listen, as
hesaid he had laid down his " ultipomatum;" he
had joined the protective association in good faith
and would not be the first to go back on them.
The telephone man retired for consultation with
the officers of the company, and Brad wasleft mas-
ter of the situation. How the matter will termi-
nate time will tell.

BIG DAMAGES CLAIMED.
ry Scliurz Kncd Tor Two Hun-

dred Thousand Dollar.
On the 14th of April last the Hon. Carl

Schurz, Secretary of the Interior, disbarred from
practice before that Department, General Charles
D. Gilmorc, of the firm of Gilmorc t Co., patent and
claim attorneys. Yesterday General Gilmore com
menced suit against Mr. Schurz for $200,000 dam-
ages resulting from this disbarment It appears from
the exhibits to be filed in this case that Gilmore
& Co. at the time represented nearly forty-seve- n

thousand claimants, over twenty-fiv- e thousand of
whom were applicants for pensions, increase of
pensions, or arrears of pensions. The fees due the
firm are shown to be 62,7fi4,9SC. and this amount is
claimed as damages by General Gilmore. He claims
that his clients have suffered in like proportion as
himself, because of the fact that their business has
been unnecessarily delayed by his unjust debar-
ment, without cause, and because of prejudice.
This suit, It is said, wili be pressed to a judgment
and among the issues to be decided will
be the question whether an executive officer has
the right to disbar an attorney, and whether, if
the right exists, one Is liable in damages for its
improper exercise. Thequestion asto the liability
of the Government for the acts of one of the heads
pi an executive department will also be probably
raised. General Gilmorc claims that several hun-
dred thousand dollars of his property has been
virtually confiscated by the act of Mr. Schurz in
his official capacityasSecretaryof the Interior, and
that there must exist a remedy somewhere; that
the disbarment was without cause he proposes to
establish In the civil suit already commenced, and
probably in a criminal action in the future. Gen-
eral S. S. Henkle and non. John M. Rice are attor-
neys for General Gilmore.

NEW HEROIC COACHES.

Rapid Transit and Cheap Fares for the
People Sew Cars.

A beautiful Herdic coach made of pol
ished maple and birch wood made its appearance
on the Avenue yesterday. This coach is a trifle
lighter than those already in use, and id to be
lighted with gas at night, as are all of the coaches
now on the line, instead of the disagreeable coal-o- il

lamp. Mr. Herdic is having manufactured a
number of two-whe- el covered dog-cart- s something
after the style of the present Herdics, to hold four
persons' only. These dog-car- ts are to run all over the
city, and each passenger is to be charged twenty-fiv- e

cents for a trip not consuming more than a
half hour. The floor of the dog-ca- rt will
be eighteen inches from the ground,
and the .wheel a foot higher than the wheel on the
four-whe-el Herdics. The Herdic line Is owned by
Peter Herdic, the Williamsport millionaire, and
Joseph W. Potts a well-know- n capitalist of Phila-
delphia. Mr. Herdic, who is now in the city, says
he has "come to stay," and that the beautiful Penn
sylvania avenue should not be obstructed by un-
sightly car-rail- s. The car line, it is said, intend to
place a number of one-hor- cars on the Avenue
road with fare at three cents. Between the two
lines there will be plenty of accommodationforthe
public at cheap rates.

A Suit Against the Gas Company.
A case of considerable interest to the

citizens of this District, especially those burning
gas, came on trial in the Circuit Court before Jus-
tice MacArthur yesterday afternoon. Samuel
Lloyd, in December, 1S77, conducted a mattress
factory at No. 905 D street northwest. Lloyd
requested the company to turn the gas on,
but thfe company declined to do so on the
ground that Mr. Lloyd had occupied a resi-
dence on I street northwest, at one time, and left
it with an unpaid gas bill. Further, they main-
tained that they entered into an agreement with
all consumers that in castf a bill was left unsettled
at one place they could not enjoy the privilege of
the gas at another until the first indebtedness was
liquidated.

Mr. Lloyd entered suit in a magistrate's conrt,
and obtained judgment against the company for
$100 damages for being deprived of gas between
December 17, 1677, and January 1, 1S78." In June,
1878, Mr. Lloyd entered suit against the company
for $1,517 damages for being deprived of gas from
January 1, 1S7S, to the time of filing the bill, and
this is the eaucnow on trial. The defendants
deny that there is anything in their charter by
which they can be compelled to furnish gas to a
party when they do not desire to, and hold that
the court cannot compel them to do so.

POINT LOOKOUT RAILROAD.

LayliiK of the First Rail at Brandywlue
Yesterday Its Early Completion.

Yesterday at noon the interesting cere
mony of laying the first rail on the Washington
City and Point Lookout Railroad took place at
Brandywine, Eixteen miles below this city, in
presence of Colonel S. T. Suit, president, H. J.
Wharton, chief engineer, Hector McLean, chief
of construction, and a number of distin-
guished gentlemen, including the directors of the
company and several journalists. It was quite a
surprise to sec how much real work had been qui-
etly done on this road during the winter months.
One hundred thousand ties are ready for the track
on the ground. Iron rails from the Philadelphia
and Reading Coal and Iron Company, the Montour
Iron arid Steel Company, of Danville, Pa., and from
the Tredegar Iron Works, of Richmond, Va. The
company is grading the road at the rate of one
mile a day. By the 1st of April thirty-fiv- e miles,
or nearly one half of the entire road, will be ready
for the ties aud iron. The completion of this road
to the southernmost point of the Western Shore of
Marjland will open a direct communication be-
tween the North and"South, and between the
ocean and the West, its terminus being one hun-
dred miles nearer the Atlantic Ocean than Balti-
more or Washington. It is expected that an im-
mense oyster trade will be opened by the comple-
tion of the road.

"As." "Saw," "Way," "Wee."
To Uic Editor of The Republican:

The Arkan-sa- w Legislature has re-

cently adopted a resolution declaring that tho
proper pronunciation of the name spelled "Ar-
kansas" to be Arkan-saw- , as it is commonly
sounded by the people oi that State. Upon this
the Chicago Inter-- Ocean asks, "Must we say Kan-sa- w

as well as Arkan-sa- f The answer to this
would be, "Yes; most certainly;" that is, If we are
guided by the derivations of both words; but "No"
must be the answer if we lefer to the usage of the
new people of Kansas, who generally adopt the
final "as," while the people of the other State uni-
versally go it quite broadly on the "aw." Did
anybody ever hear of "The Arkan-sa- s Traveler Tt
or is it not "The Arkan-sa- w Traveler?" The State
of Kansas was named after the "Kaw" tribe of
Indians, a branch of the great Osage-Dako- ta (in
contradistinction to the Sioux-Dakot- a) strain of
tribes, speaking Cognate dialects, which tribe, in
ancient narratives, frequcntlv appears, according
to the English notation, as the ''Konza " or the
"Konzas," aud ako as the " Kaws;" but in French
relations they are the " Kansas" the final "s" In
theFrench notation bcingsilent,and merely broad-
ening the preceding vowel, and making the sound
Kan-sa- or Kans-ah- ; or, properly, "Kawnsay."
The earliest notation of the name of the Hot
Springs State is in Marquette's voyage and map of
his and Jollyettc's fint explanation and
discovery of the Mississippi River. Ho spells it
"Akensa1' (the meaning of which name has never
yet been "beaten out," to quote old John Elliott's

in regard to another Indian word),
ubsequcnt French narrators added the "s" tomake

the last syllabic more emphatieallv long "ah" or" aw," as in the French names of Dumas (Dumaw)
and Maurepas (Mawrepaw). In the dialect of the
Osage-Dako- ta tribes, the"Xansa" tribe was known
as the Kawn-za- y. the " u " being nasal and scarcely
sounded, while tne" ay" isslmply the substantive
termination applied to all proper substantives
when standing alone: and this explains why
the early hunters, traders, and trappers of both
French and English often called the tribe the
"Kaw" or "Kaws," dropping the unnec
essary termination In "ay." To this
day in the State of Kansas the Kansas
River is more generally known as the " Kaw "
River. Usage must, to a great extent, determine
propriety in thee things. In the new State of
Kansas her new people favor " Kans-as,- " and in
the elder State the people, with few exceptions,
pronounce "Arkan-saw- , and it is well to give both
the old and the newmeu "a chance." Theprairie
State prefers to be "sassv," and the more Umbered
land would rather "saw." By tho way, the pro-
nunciation of" Iowa" Is another mooted point
Superlatively wise, but not well-inform- people
will be heard saying when the sound
should be, according to the Indian original,

In the earlsfct French narratives it is
spelled Aious (that is, the French
"e" following the French "ah." giving, measura-
bly, our " i " sound (as in our word " pine") to the
litit vowel. The name " Chippewa "' Is still an-
other shibboleth. Thoe who don't know how it
should be pronounced will be heard sounding it
Chippe-wa- w (as a new-fledg- territorial Gov-
ernor of Minnesota, in his ineffable conceit, once
did), whereas the last syllable hhould bo distinctly
"way." "Illinois "is another case of perverted
pronunciation. The terminable syllable in" ois"
was originally and correctly sounded by the
French "wee," the Indian plural, but the Anglo-America- ns

have so long given the English sound
to those three terminal letters (as In our "noise")
that it were hopeless now to correct the universal
error. T. F.
